ture of Geudecourt and Thiepval.

Combles fell as the sun rese on a
perfect summer day. Sitting in the
midst of hills the town was isoldted
yesterday by the seizing of the high
ground on either side by the French
and British, who took an orchard in
the northern outskirts and then after
a heavy preliminary shelling they
charged the trenches on the edge of
the village. The trencheg were empty
when they reach them.
