London, May 4—The reported Rus-
sian reverse in Western Galicia took
precedence over all other phases of
the war to-day, and even overshadow-
ed discussion of the forthcomi g@bud-
get. Striking an average between
Austrian and German official ac-
counts, London newspapers agree that
the Russians must have been pushed
back a considerable distance along the
front which runs north and south a
distance of about sixty miles from the
Carpathians, above Bartfeld, to the
junction of the Dunajejc and,Vis:ula
rivers on the borders of Russian Pc-
land.

Petrograd expresses little concern
over the situation, although admitting
that the Austro-German forces are
making strong attacks along the tront
on which they claim a great victory.

German official advices concerning
operations on the western front con-
firm the French and British reports of
attacks by the invaders on St. Julien,
but nothing is said about the assertion
of the allies that Hill 6o is again the
object of the German offensive.

No further official news has been
received from the allies concerning the
Dardanelles, but publication of along
list of casualties gives ample evidence
of the stubborn opposition with which
the Turks met the landing of troops.

Russia is again cooperating in the
attack on- Constantinople, by renew-
ing bombardment of the Bosphorus
forts.

Italy is occupying the centre of the
diplomatic stage, but there is little 1n
the way of authentic news from
Rome. Latest information is that ne-
gotiations between Italy and Aus-
tria after being broken off as the re-
sult of a deadlock have once more
been resumed.

The crisis in the Chino-Japanese
negotiations is attracting much at-
tention here. The press discusses the
controversy with reserve, although
this attitude does not conceal the fact
that there is considerable uneasiness
over the situation in the far east.

FYEWITNESS ON THE
BRITISH BATTLE FRONT

Morale of Troops Improving, Equip-
ment and Supplies Being Rushed —
Battle Areas Difter Greatly, From
Sand Dunes to Floods and Mud.

By Spccial Wire to the Courier.

London, April 20.—(Correspond-
ence of the Associated Press)—The
British army in France has increased
immensely both in numbers and in
perfection of equipment, according to
a general review of the situation writ-
ten by an “eye-witness” attached to
headquarters in France.

After recounting the comparatively
unimportant operations which follow-
ed those described in his report pub-
lished April 20, the “eye-witness”
says:

BY NO MEANS INACTIVE.

“Though we have by no means been
inactive, as the fighting on the 17th
and 18th shows, comparative quiet has
now prevailed along our front for a
considerable period, and the moment
is therefore opportune for a survey of
our general condition. Firstly, as re-
gards the material side of the situa-
tion, it is a matter of common knovyl-
edge that our army in France has in-
creased immensely both in numbers
and in perfection of equipment and
armament. The fruits of_this im-
provement are now beginning to be
seen.

“The reports from all parts show |
that we are now generally in no way
inferior, and in many places superior,

having telescopic sights.
EVERY KNOWN HORROR.
“They had ready, also, all the tech-

{ nical equipment, such as minenwerfer

and various ballastic engines, throw-
ing every kind of missile, etc., and
other light projectors, rockets, flares,
incendiary shells and pumps for
spurting blazing oil or pitch, which
were the outcome of careful and elab-
orate experiments made in peace In
anticipation of war, for which they
have been for years making ready.

| Means of disseminating poisonous

gases are apparently an after-thought,
improvised since the commencement
of hostilities. -

“But even with the aid of these ad-
vantages they have failed to crush the
Allies: and the great factor of time
has been on the side of the latter.
This applies especially to us, and in
spite of our initial handicaps we are
now in many ways beating the Ger-
mans at their own game. At some
points we have obtained the mastery
in sniping to such an extent that
our men are able to walk about out-
side their trenches in comparative
safety even within short range of the
hostile line; generally we are now in a
position to harrass the Germans and
give them as little rest as possible by
means of shelling, bomb-throwing or

to the enemy in the very form of war.
fare for which we were originally
least prepared—that is, in siege opera-
tions, which imply mining, sharp-
shooting and the throwing of explo-
sives at short range. In this the Ger-
mans have until recently enjoyed a
great advantage, for they had ready to|
hand the necessary troops, such as
numerous units trained in mining, the
handling of high explosives and
searchlight work and special bodies of
sharp-shooters, provided with rifles |

sniping.
INCREASE OF POWER.

“As regards the moral side, a con-
sciousness of the general increase in
power and the feeling that we are
growing stronger every day, while the
Germans are becoming less strong, is
the chief factor responsible for the
undoubtedly excellent state of the
spirit of our forces, which is even bet-
