Prof. Robertson’s Lecture.
On Wednesday evening the citizens 

of Wolfville and tbe students of the 
university bad tbe pleasure ol listen­
ing to a moat excellent address deliv 
cred by Dr. J W. Robertson on the 
subject ol ‘Technic*! Education 
Owing to tbe short notice very little 
opportunity was given to advertise 
the lecture and as a consequence tbe 
attendance was not nearly so large it 
it should have been Those wbo weie 
present enjoyed a 
tore being pronounced by many one 
ol the very best ever heard in Wolf­
ville. Dr. Tutta occupied the chair 
and introduced the speaker in s few 
well chosen words.

Jo opening Dr. Robertson stated 
that the aim ot the present system of 
educalian was that 'everybody should 
be trained for bis job.’ 'Ibe true 
meaning oi education was the making 
people happier and stronger in ^betr 
work, tbe turning out of fellow#who 
are some one. The campaign of 
schools and colleges used to be 
against ignorance, and for knowledge. 
Now it was for intelligent and prac 
tical ability. Conditions in Canada 
were contrasted with those of other 
countries. While other natiooa seek 
power in their citizens. Canada seems 
to be interested only in money. Our 
country is not being developed. There 
sre still tbe old needs but there are 
new conditions which must be met by 
new methods. Tbe present isdlities 
for vocational training in professional 
work such as engineering, medicine and 
law are as good in Canada as in any 
country, but Canada is lar behind in 
vocational training for industrial, ag 
r(cultural and domestic purposes.

Tbe last two years of tbe public 
school course should be arranged to 
give a pre-vocatiooel training. In 
Germany out of twenty three thous­
and five hundred secured work as 
skilled woikmen, end in Halifax, 
England, eighty per cent, of tbe 
pupils returned of their own accord to 
take evening cl

The co-operative system of educe 
tion as practiced is Massachusetts 
is one needed here. Tbe teachers 
teach tbe things they do in their work 
Tbe boys work in pairs, and iu three 
years have both a high school course 
and a trade. In one German dty only 
s'x ti
where they manufacture locomotives 
and cot too goods they have twenty 
nine technical schools, one technical 
institute the grede of McGill, sad a 
textile school. There are courses 
for workmen, and superintendents.
