Meeting of the High Court at 
Newcastle.

Delegates in Attendance--Of­
ficers Elected.

Annual Reports—Next Session at 
Moncton.

The annual session of the High Court, 
Independent Order of Foresters, of New 
Brunswick, was convened in the Temper­
ance Hall at Newcastle, Wednesday after­
noon. The attendance of delegates as well 
as members of subordinate lodges was very 
large. Dr. Oronyhatekha, supreme chief 
ranger, was in attendance the opening day 
of the session, There was a good attend­
ance of Foresters from Fredericton and 
vicinity, besides the delegates appointed to

Supreme Chief Ranger Dr. Uronhyatekhs 
was formally welcomed to the high court.

Some twenty delegates were initiated In 
the high court degree.

High Chief Ranger Creed then appointed 
the following committees :

On motion, the following Press committee 
was appointed—High Secretary Bmmerson, 
John T. Hawke, Geo. A. Hughes, A. W. 
Kelly.

High Chief Ranger Creed then delivered 
bis annual report, in which thanks were re­
turned to the Supreme Ruler of the universe 
for the blessings bestowed on the country 
and the order. Daring the year the order 
had gained in strength. There are seven 
High Courts, some 340 subordinate courts 
scattered over a dosen provinces and states; 
and a surplus amounting to one hundred 
thousand dollars. In this province daring 
the year, three new courts and about a hun­
dred new members have joined the order. 
Three deaths in the provincial membership 
have occured during the year. He then de­
tailed some matters of more immediate 
interest to the order, and referred to his 
official visits to subordinate lodges. He 
paid a high tribute to the seal in the cause 
shown by his brother High Court officers, 
and especially so by High Secretary, F. W. 
Emmerson. In conclusion he said “ May 
this session of the High Court prove to be 
the most agreeable and satisfactory yet held, 
and may these thriving communities on the 
banks of the noble Miramichi, once laid 
wiste by the fiery spirits of the neighboring 
forest, henceforth realize more and more the 
beneficent influences that may go forth from 
the Forest Homes now established in their

■4* Secretary's Report,
High Secretary Bmmerson presented his 

annual report. The number of official visits 
during the year had increased. The endow­
ment claims falling due daring the year had 
been promptly paid. He suggested the 
gradual payment of the high court’s indebt­
edness to the supreme court Several For­
esters of P. E. I. desire that the Island 
courts should attach themselves to this 
high court; and be believed it was in the 
order’s interest that this be done; and sug­
gested that steps be taken to promote this 
object. He pointed out that the attendance 

the high court had in four years in­
creased more than six fold. During four 
years the membership had increased from 
100 to 700, and the number of courts by 13. 
There are now 24 courts in the province. 

Other Reporte.

High Treasurer B. P. Eastman presented 
his annual report which showed the funds 
In hand in the high court on July 1,1887, as 
$103; money received up to Jane 30, 1888, 
$911.64; paid out by vouchers $889.40, leav­
ing in hands of treasurer on July 

126.26.

High Manual, J. V- Skillen, presented the 
auditor’s report verifying the above.

Address by 8. <’. Ranger.

Supreme Chief Ranger, Dr. Oronyhatekha, 
then addressed the court. He contrasted 
the attendance at present and past high 
courts in this province. The order’s pro­
gress generally was remarkable. On July 
let there was a surplus of $96,000; but on 
August 1st. notwithstanding heavy claims 
daring the month, was $100,000. The effect 
of this must be to strengthen the order in 
the country. Daring May there were 652 
applications, and of these the medical board 
rejected 66; showing that they protected the 
interests of the brethren. During the month 
of Jane there were over 700 applications for 
membership. The order was manifestly 
gaining ground inN. B., but there was room 
for expansion. In Ontario there were over 
six thousand members. He suggested 
Whereby the surplus could be need to pro­
mote the general prosperity of the order.

At the evening session, after routine busi­
ness, Bro. W. T. Day, of Marysville, pre­
sented the report of committee on good of 
the order, and upheld the proposal to add P. 
”!. 1. to this high court, and complimenting 
high court officers on their zeal and ser-

A number ot matters respecting the good 
of the order were then discussed.

Bro. W. B. Jonah, chairman of the new 
business committee, presented a report re­
commending that the* high standing com­
mittee take steps to bring about the union 
ef P. E. I. with the high court of New 
Brunswick—Report was adopted.

Some discussion then took place on the 
best mode of investment; and the burden of 
the speeches was in favor ot Investing in 
dominion, provincial or municipal securi­
ties. It was intimated that probably $10,-

000 would be invested in N. B. provincial 
debentures.

The Finance Repart.
Bro. Kinghorn, on behalf of the finance 

committee, presented a report. Among its 
recommendations were these : That the 
high chief ranger confer with the supreme 
executive council respecting the investment 
of $10,000 in New Brunwick provincial de­
bentures. It farther provided tor the pay­
ment of certain salaries.

A Creature of Cleanly Habits.

Its revolu­
tions are of special interest to those who 
remember that these are but another 
form of light. The same energy that 
turns the motor will, if passed into a bit 
of carbon, create electric radiance.

The motor and the light aro brothers, 
children ofj the same mother, yet pos­
sessed of diverse traita The one is bril­
liant, the other busy; the one expends 
its energy in labor, the other in dispelling 
darkness. As a conveyor of power the 
motor is destined to find a welcome in 
the homes of the people. It is n creature 
of cleanly habits, pleasing appearance 
and correct principles. It will wave 
fans, run theeewing machine, turn the 
cream freezer, and perform other duties 
as yet not clearly defined. The electric 
motor will find its way to the home ere 
long.—Pittsburg Bulletin.

The City of Siberia.
If I were asked to characterize Omsk 

in a few words, I should describe it as a 
city of 80,000 inhabitants, in which the 
largest building is a military academy 
and the most picturesque building a police 
station; in which there is neither a news­
paper nor a public library, and in which 
one-half the population wears the Tsar’s 
uniform and makes a business of govern­
ing the other half. The nature of the re­
lations between the latter half and the 
former may be inferred from the fact 
that an intelligent and reputable citizen 
of this chinovnik dominated city, who 
had been kind and useful to us, said to 
me when he bade us good-by, “Mr. Ken- 
nan. if you find it necessary to speak of 
me by name in your book, please don’t 
speak of me favorably.”

‘For heaven's saké, why not!” I in-

-^vkkuoo,” be replied, “I don’t think 
your book will be altogether pleasing to 
to the government; and if I am men­
tioned favorably in It, I shall be harried 
by the officials here more than I am now. 
My request may seem to you absurd, but 
it is the one favor I have to ask.”— 
George Kennan in The Century.

Care of Onr Bodies.
Few owners of fine horses do not spend 

from half an hour to an hour every day 
in grooming them with comb and brush. 
And they know this care helps to keep 
them in fine condition. Would not the 
same, or even a quarter of an hour spent 
daily in grooming, bathing ahd rubbing 
the body, the limbs, joints and skin be of 
equal benefit? There are men who spend 
from one to three hours every day doing 
this, aud they find it prevents cold, rheu­
matism, sleeplessness and other physical 
maladies, promotes health and prolongs 
life. One man writes: “A few minutes 
given every morning bathing, rubbing 
and grooming the body is not a great 
sacrifice of valuable time. Twice so 
much is given graciously by many a 
thoughtful owner to the care of a horse 
whose value may be only a few hundred 
dollars, yet many persons exclaim that 
they have not time to spare for these 
hygienic attentions to themselves and 
their children.”—Herald of Health.

The Economy of Cremation.
To the poorer classes cremation espe­

cially appeals, because it is more economi­
cal and less formal than burial. It 
would be well for each state to try the ex­
periment of cremating its dead paupers in­
stead of continuing to enlarge its Pot­
ter’s fields. Certainly cremation prac­
ticed under governmental auspices in 
this way would demonstrate its practical 
superiority. The more the subject is 
pondered the deeper must grow the con­
viction that cremation is the most ra­
tional and efficient means of modifying 
the grim and ghastly victory of death.

Graveyards, and the manner in which 
our boasted civilization buries its dead, 
are responsible for most of the supersti­
tions of mankind regarding spooks, gob­
lins and the whole retinue of supernatu­
ral abnormities. The rattling skeleton, 
exhumed after years of repose in the

Sve, sets astir the dreadful fancies of 
least susceptible witness.—The Epoch.

Glasses for the Near Sighted.
The near sighted child should wear 

spectacles, because they are the beet pre­
ventive against increase of near sighted- 
ness, and also because he loses a great 
part of his education in not being able to 
see more than a few feet away. When 
a person grows old the power of accom­
modation is lost, and even if he be not 
near sighted, the hardening of the crys­
talline lens prevents sight at short dis­
tances. Hence he is obliged to wear 
glasses. The vast majority of persons 
who wear glasses can see as well with­
out them. They use them to avoid a 
constant strain on tho eyes.

MANITOBA RAILWAYS.
The Agreement Belwee* the haven

Winnipeg, August 4th. The terms of 
agreement between the Northern Pacific 
and the Manitoba government are made 
public. The agreement covers much the 
same grounds as published during the 
progress of the negotiations in Win­
nipeg a couple of weeks ago. The main 
features of the agree nent are that the 
Northern Pacific agrees to build this 
year an extension to Portage and next 
ear to continue the line to Brandon, 
to arrangement is made as to branch 

line extentions, the government taking 
the ground that in securing railway oqm- 
petition to Brandon they had redeemed 
all their nledges with regard to a western 
connection, and were relieved of any 
moral responsibility. It is well under­
stood, however, that the Northern Pacifio 
will conceive it to be in their interest to 
construct branch lines in the province 
through districts which are most likely 
to pay. The government have scored a 
victory in regard to the rate of guarantee, 
which was the bone of contention over 
which the negotiations were several 
times endangered. The agreement as 
signed by the government and the Rail­
way Company provided for the main­
tenance of a maximum rate from the 
province to Duluth on wheat and certain 
other classes of freight. This rate, ic ia 
understood, is considerably lower than 
the C. P. R. rate from Winnipeg to Port 
Arthur. The agreement also distinctly 
stipulates that the Northern Pacific shall 
not enter into any pooling arrangement 
with the C. P. R. in which it stipulated 
that instead of $5,000 a mile guarantee 
the government is to guarantee $6,000 a 
mile at five per cent for 25 instead of 20 
years, the latter being the period stipu­
lated in the act. The government will 
only have to pay the interest in the 
event of the road not paying more than 
running expenses. All over that goes to 
pay interest. The agreement is only a 
provisional one. It stipulates that the 
government will submit legislation con­
firming provisions of agreement at the 
earliest possible date. The Manitoba legis­
lature is to be called for the 28th instant 
to confirm the agreement and pass the 
necessary legislation. A modus vivendi 
has been provided, through which the 
work will be commenced and continued 
in the name of the Manitoba Govern­
ment, but really by the Northern Pacifio. 
It is understood the Manitoba Govern­
ment is to call for tenders for the build­
ing of the Portage link at once. Mr. 
Kendricks, chief engineer of the North­
ern Pacifio, and his staff, will leave for 
Winnipeg almost immediately to com­
mence operations. Competition with 
Eastern Canada is secured via the Wis­
consin Central and Grand Trunk. The 
negotiations for the purchase of the 
North West Central fell through.

The Price or Milk la Ottawa.

Ottawa, Aug. 4. An arrangement is 
being made amongst the milkmen who 
supply this city to put up the price of 
muk at once to eight cents and a fur­
ther increase to 10 cents when the win­
ter sets in. They olsim that the ad­
vance is necessitated from the fact that 
pastures are burnt up and milch oows 
have to be fed the same as in the win-
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
