T'o the Editors of the Advocate. .

Sirs.—1 trust you will allow me the |
privilége of making a few criticisms upon |
the action of the Municipal Council of
North. Co. with reference to a memorial
presented to them at their last meeting
signed by a large number of respectable
residents of Chatham and Newcastle, a
number which would have been much
greater if it were not that the promoters
of the memorial in Chatham had only
three working days after the printing of
the document 1n which to ask for signa-
tures, and those in Newecastle only two.
I have no criticism to make upon the spirit
in which the petition wasreceived. Atten-
tion might perhaps be called. to the
fact that it was at first intended to have
it presented on Friday morning, and to
the curious circumstance that Coun.
Whelan offered whatseemed very muchlike
a counter resolution on Saturday morn-
ing before our memorial was introduced at
all, but that may possibly be due to the
internal necessities of the Council or to
some other occult cause whose nature
outsiders may not profanely enquire into
It is also reported by spectators that the
question whether the names of women
were not appended to the petition created
some little amusement. This levity how-
ever, if not due to an ill-trained sense
of humor on the part of the gentlemen of
the Council, possibly betrayed nothing
more than a want of thought with respect
to the rights of adult residents of the
county (some of them rate payers) who
are as much entitled to claim from the
Council redress and protection as any
for whohave the privilegeof votingdirectly
Councillors or other public functiouaries.
The sentimental aspect of the case, which
shows these women pleading in their
petition on behalf of due wives, mothers
and daughters of the community whose
lives and homes are blighted through the
unrestricted though iﬁcgal sale of al-
cohol and other poisons, 1s of course not
to be taken into account by public
men bent on the stern and impartial dis-
chargeof officialduty. However, leaving
these matters aside for the present, I shall
come to the proper subject of this letterand
begin by appealing to the community
represented by these! gentlemen .whether
they are satistied with the attitude main-
tained by the majority of the Council
toward the naw. These officials received
a respectful memorial asking them to
take some measures to help the Law of
the land to its rights, especially to make
a grant of money for the same end, which
to a certain extent they were bound to
do by the Law itself. Now what have
these gentlemen done?  Acting upon
legal advice. as well as upon their own
convictions they refused to make,
from the general funds of the county,
any appropriation for this purpose, and
for this action or non-action they are of
course not to be blamed. But could they
not have given some answer to the peti-
tion expressing their sympathy with its
object, the efficient protection of the com-
munity against violations of the Law?
Do they want to put themselves on record
before their constituents as being opposed
to the Law? It looks very much like it.
It is true it may be said that as County
Councillors their duties are only of a busi-
ness and executive character and they
have no right to overstep their proper pro-
vince which confines them to lllw granting
of moneys for public purposes, receiving
and adjudging accounts against the
County and similar purely business func-
tions. Well, if they had adhered to this
theory of their duties we should not have
any right to complain because it would
then seem as though a high sense of the
dignity of their position and official de-
corum had restrained them from an ex-
pression of the indignation that filled
their souls at the outrage inflicted upon
themselves, as well as all law-abiding ci-
tizens, in the unblushing and general vio-
lation ofthe Law. But that they could
interpret their functions liberally enough
when the principle of upholding the Law
was not at stake is plain from the fact
that virtnally the same majority passed a
resolution, with liberal comments upon
the same, declaring among other things
that “the Scott Act and the Dominion
Liquor License Law have proved inoper-
ative and ineffectual for the prevention
of intemperance in this County.” So it
appears that when it comes to an ex-
pression of opinion upon the merits or
practical value of the Law which they are
asked to help to enforce, as they are offi-
cially bound to do, and upon whose viola-
tion they are so significantly silent, they
become suddygnly eloquent and declare
that the Law which they refuse to help
to carry out should be “abolished, and
furthermore organige themselves into a
working committee to help forward the
repeal of the obnoxious Act. The plea
upon which they have begun this agita-
tion forthe re-enactment ofthe old license
law may be dealt with in another com-
munication. I would here only beg leave
to ask the framer of this resolution

and his innocent followers to settle before

Are they to
divert it to other Municipal purposes
such as the building of a new jaiﬁ) or. the
repairing of the present one for the better
accommodation of the criminals whom the
Council helps to make by refusing to act
as the Law requires them to do in the
way of preventing the sale of the prime
agent of criminality? Or are they going
to carry out the spirit of the Act and em-
ploy it in some other way that in their
view may better advance the interests of
temperance and justice? As itstands the
vote is discreditable to our Council, and
unless repudiated by the community at
large, to whom I suppose in the last in-
stance the Councillors are responsible,
must be held to be discreditable also to
them.

But there is one name in the roll of the
majority upon Coun. Whelan’s resolution
which déserves to be mentioned with hén-
or, and we are thankful to Coun. Tozer
for askiug that the names be recorded.—
They will be useful for reference hereaf-
ter. Coun. Baldwin believed that a li-
cense law should be re-enacted and
conscientiously voted with the majority for
the resolution to that effect. But he also
believed that the Law should have its say
and have its way, and accordingly voted
with equal conscientiousness with the mi-
nority upon Coun. Adams’ resolution and
thus placed his name upon a roll of honor
which the people of thisCounty should not
be allowed to fi rget.

DEAR Apvocare.—With your permis-
sion I would like to say a word om the
above subject. Your readers have ob-*
served that at the late meeting of the
Council a resolution was passed in favor
of repealing the Scott Act and returning
to the license system again.

Now the question arises—are we ready
for this step? Are we sure it would be
a good thing to do? Are we certain, as
intimmated in the resolution, that ¢ a re-
peal of the Scott Act, ana a return to the
license system, is highly desirable in the
interest of the ratepayers of this Coun-
ty. Ifor one feel that we ought to be
sure in this matter before taking the
step suggested. And 1 know I voice
the sentiment ot thousands in this Coun-
ty when Isay we are not prepared to
adopt the policy sketched by our Ceun-
cil, simply because we do not believe it
would be in the interest of this county or
any other county to do so. This is a
great moral question, and therefore one
which must be argued more from a moral
standpoint than from any other. The
question is, what is right or wrong, not
not what is most in the interests of our
pockets. I do not object to the financial
question being raised, but let it be re-
membered that the temperance party can
raise this question too. They have done
it in the past—they are doing ic to-day
—and arguments have been made cut
against the liquor traffic, looking at it
simply from the money standpoint,
which are hard to meet, and which never
have been met.

We notice one of the complaints is
that the Scott Act has proved ‘‘ inopera-
tive and ineffectual, and that the sale of
intoxicating drinks has not been lessen-
ed but rather increased.” Thereis room
right here, I believe, for a difference ol
opinion, but we will not stop to argue
that point. We admit that the law has
been openly violated, and that in a mea-
sure it has been ineffectual, but why so?
Because the law is not good in itsell?—
This we will not admit. The law is a
good one as far as it goes, and the only
reason it has not been more effectual is
because it has not been enforced. Two
reasons I think may be assigned for this.
For a considerable time since the Scott
Act was adopted, the question of its
constitutionality has been before either
the judicial committee of the Privy
Council or before some of the Courts of
the Dominion. This has naturally been
a great hindrance in going forward with
the work of prosecutions.

Another reason why the Act has not
been enforced is that many persons of
influence, and among them many evi-
dently of the Municipal Council, are not
in sympathy with it, or at least are not
prepared to give their influence in car-
rying out its provisions, though it is asl
much a law of the land as any other on
our Statute books. Perhaps the temper-
ance party will have to come in tor their
share of the hlame also. All this may
be true, and yet this is a very poor ar-
gument in favor of repealing a law,
which if enforced, is a good one. But
as usual, the argument which carried
weight with those in the Counc:l who
voted in favor of repeal, was the finan-
cial one.~ The sad complalnt is that the |
Council is deprived of $2500 per annum
revenue formerly obtained from the is.
suing of licenses. Now let ys loosk at
this argument; what does it mean? It |
means that jt;would be better for us finan- |
giglly to return to the license law. Can
Let us look at it, Is!
it nov true that the drlnking habits of |
the people are the most prolific cause of |
the poverty of the country. Is if not|
true that many in this county, as well‘l
vels of wretchedness and wang, would,
to-day have been among our men of{'

the lines of true prosperity, if it had not |
been for rum. Our Alms House and Jail |
are built and maintained at a great cost |
to the county, And who are they that
are found there? Are they not in a very
large majority of cases, men and women
who have been brought there directly |
or indirectly through strong drink.

And is it not true that the liquor traf-
fic is vesponsible for a very large pro-
portion of the drunkenness of the land?$
And if drunkenness is the cause of nine
tenths ol the poverty of our people and
the one great hindrance to prosperity—
if it is the means of filling our poor
houses and jails with inmates--1 would
ask how it can be in the financial inter-
ests of the county to grant memn a li-
cepnse to make drunkards. But it is said
let us return to the license system and
then we shall be1n a position to rggulate
the traffic. But we would ask where or
when was the liquor traffic regulated
under a license system. Is it not true
that there were very much larger quan-
tities of liquor sold in this county years
ago than there are to-day? Is it not
well known that the time was when
nearly every store inour town, and very
many of the private haouses by the way
side, sold rum, and all too under the li-
cense system. The fa t is that all talk
about regulating the liguor trafic by

any licence system high or low, though
it may sound well, is the merest folly.

We may as well talk of thro open
our ports to the Asiatic Cholera pén
the plea that we would regulate it svhén
it got into our midst, as to think of rég-
ulating the rum business by a license
system.

But I fear I have already encroached
too far on your valuable space, .nd by
your leave I would like to look at this
question from the moral stand point in
my next.

REPORT

Or THE WoMEN'S CHRISTIAN TEMPER-
ANce Unxion.

On the 14th of October last a nuinber
of the ladies of Newcastle met at the In-
stitute, in response to an invitationdiwem
the pulpits the previous Sunday, amd in-
spired by the enthusiasm of an earnest
worker in Tem ce—to comsider the
advisability of forming a Women’s Oliis-
tian Temperance Union, for the pnrpose
of furthering temperance work, pronot-
ing temperance semtiment, ; the
use of all intoxicating liquors as a beyer-
age and to be ready to assist in any afort
for the suppression of the liguor t.n.g or
initiate any movement tending i L&
direction that might be thought advisable.
To Tentperance work could alse beadded
work of an industrial and charitable sert.
After some consultation, and ing the
opinions of those present, it was ved
to form such a Society. On the follow-
ing Tuesday, the ladies met again to or-
ganize the Union. A Constitution Was -
adopted, patterned from one used by the
Ottawa Society ; a form of Pl Was
adopted and signed by those who wished
to become members, and the following
officers were appointed—a President, four
Vice- Presidents, Treasurer, Corresponding
Secretary, and Recording S 3

The plan of work that the Society wish-
ed to carry out as far as they can accom-
plish it, was the following—The founda-
tion of a Band of Hope, opening a Coffes
House, distributing temperance literature,
visiting the sick and . afflicted, forminj a
sewing class for any who would like to
benefit by it—or any other work that
would suggest itself as likely to promote
the aims of the Union.

As it is now conceded by those who
have had a varied and long experience in
Temperance efforts that work
young is the most promising and fraitf;
—trying to imbue theirmngminds with hl:}'
perance ideas, and getting them commit-
ted to its principleg b&m the time of
temptation comes,—the ladies of the
Union thought their first efforts shotld
be in that direction. But the Pastor of
the Baptist Church and his wife, who are
enthusiastic workers in the Cause—aided
by some members of their church—had
formed a Blue Ribbon Band that included
both young and old. This Society had
been in existence about a year and been
attended with a success that reflects the
greatest credit on its promoters. It was
thought unwise to multiply vrgamizations,
and form a similar society, in what might
seem a spirit of rivalry ; and that a better
way would be to mass the forces and work
with the existing society. The Blue Bib-
bon Band acc:fed to this proposal, the
Temperance Hall was proc instead
of the Baptist Church,—which had given
it a denominational aspect—and itis hop-
ed that all who are anxious for the tem-
perance education of the young Wwill do
what they can to encourage and help this
undertaking, which has now no longer
even the appearance of being Sectarian.

We say temperance education advisedly :
for these Secieties should not be merely
entertaining, they should also be instruc-
tive, The children should be ht the
action and effects of alcohol on the human
system, its enervating work on the brain,
its terrible havoc on society. If boys by
the time they are fourteen had been intei-
ligently instructed on this subject ; become
accustomed to lovk upon alecohol asa
poison (for only in a very small guantity
can it be assimulated by the body and
work beneficially) ; know that its use is
a habit that must almost inevitably gro
upon one; and view the horrors they
daily read of as in nearly every case the
result of rum drinking : they would be
much better prepared against the evil than
they are at present, knowing nothing of
the nature of alcohol or the destructive
action it sets up in brain and body ; or if
they are taught anything about it, it -is
that liquor is a convenient remedy for all
the ills that flesh is heir to. Fortunately
catechisms for teaching this subject can
be procured, and the lessons so simplified
by illustration that they can be easily
comprehended by children.

This phase of the question seems the
wore important when we remember ‘Ehat
temperance agitation in America dates
from the publicationin 1785 of a P‘m’ﬁl:.
let by Dr. Rush of Philadelphia on % The
Effects of Ardent Spirits on the Mind and
Body,” so that temperance agitation in

this country owes its origin mot to rum
drinking viewed as a social evil, but view-
ed from a physological standpoint.

The Society has communicated with
Miss Willard, but her services will ndt
be procurable before next sammer ; they
are however in communication with Mrs.
McLaughlin and hope she will be able to
lecture for them next month. The local
papers have kindly given up a little space
each week for the insertion of temperance
items, and the sociefy feels very grateful
to them for thus helping them to dissemi-
nate their views.

Some visiting has been done among the
sick which has been very gladly received,

| and the society have now under consider-

ation the formation of a sewing class.

The aims of the Society are very mod-
est and their work will probably be on a
par with their aims. It is not a Crusade.
}1 does mot expect to do anything start-
ling, aggressive or tending to stir up strife.
But its work may not be any the less
beneficial on that account.

There are reasons why such a society
as this should exist even if it does not do
a great deal of very active work. If work
for the young is to be carried on in am
systematic way there must be some organi-
zation whose husiuess it is to carry it on.
Those who have so faithfully worked the
last year may not always be with us.

We do not know at what time oppor-
tunity for more vigorous work may occur.
Temperance Reform is the coming gues-
tion everywhere ; temperance sentimeng
is growing, not slowly but rapidly ; publie
feeling may mature more rapidly and
events come to a crisis sooner than we ex}
pect ; when prompt action will be requir-
ed and even the most insignificant society
can be of use. And it is well when the
tide rises to have a craft to launch upon
1t.

But more than this, there is at present
apparently great apathy and lack of effort
in the community on ske subject of Teme
