Archbishop Bruchési Speaks at the 
Midnight Mass.

nearly all the tannqrs of this coun­
try for their entire output of glue 
stock, that Is to say, hide trimmings, 
hoofs, etc., used for glue, and their 
idea is to erect agigantic glue factory 
at Quebec, with a capital of $B,000,- 
000. If the glue stock for which they 
have contracted is not all used in this 
country they propose to ship the bal­
ance to the companies In the United 
.States, with which they are connected. 
It is évident that they mean business, 
for one tanner, who demurred to the 
proposition, was told that if he did 
not sell his glue stock to them ho 
might as well burn it, for they had 
made arrangements1 which would pre­
vent the sale to any other company.
