BOUGHT ROAD.

President Hays, of G. T. P., Puts
Through Negotiations.

New York, Nov. 30.—Chas. M. Hays,
president of the Grand Trunk Railway,
arrived there to-day, bought a railroad
and by nightfall was beating it back
again for the Canadian border.

Before leaving this afternoon Mr.
Hays said that the road he had purchas-
ed was only a little one, a hundred miles
long, but was nceded by the Grand
Trunk Western.

“It is the Pontiac, Oxford & Northevn
Railroad, and it is in northern Michi-

n,” said Mr. Hays, “and connects with
the Grand Trunk Western at Pontiac. I
cannot name the consideration, but we
are taking over the obligations of the
railroad and paying a sum in cash. It
will not be necessary to issue more stock
or bonds of the Grand Trunk.”

Mr. Hays said that there is only 400
miles of the G. T. P. from Winnipeg to
the coast not either partially or wholly
completed, but he hoped to be through
in two or three years.
