She extorted from 
him the secrets of his life at her confes­
sionals, and punished his faults by her 
penances. In his hour of sickness and 
trouble her servants sought him out, teach­
ing him, by her exquisite litanies and pray­
ers, to place his reliance in God, or streng­
thening him for the trials of life by the ex­
amples of the holy and just Her prayers 
had an efficacy to give repose to the souls 
of his dead. When, even to bis friends, 
his lifeless body had become an offence, in 
the name of God she received it into her 
consecrated ground, and under her shadow 
he rested till the great reckoning day. 
From little better than a slave she raised 
his wife to be his equal, and forbidding him 
to have more than one, met her recom­
pense for those noble deeds in a firm friend

The Archbishop of Cashel, speaking at

But what do 
you see? The day has come, and we are 
inked for weal or woe together, and it is 
not in the power of any government to 
separate us. Therefore you see that the 
prediction of the enemy in the beginning 
has been falsified. There was another 
prediction that I spoke of—that this 
movement would not last. Well, what is 
the result? You see for yourselves. It 
has not only not gone down, but this 
great movement is gathering strength, 
persistency and power that it never pos­
sessed before. We understand each other 
better now than we did in the beginning 
of this movement. In the beginning 
some foolish things were said and some 
foolish things were done, but no great 
movement wns ever begun in which simi­
lar things were not said and in which 
similar things were not done. But now 
we understand each other bettor, and 
therefore it is that I have not the slight­
est doubt in the world but that in a very 
short time extremely excellent results 
will come from this great agrarian move­
ment. You are to understand clearly 
that this is a constitutional movement 
You are to understand that we are not 
revolutionists. It has been the fashion 
of some people in this country to repre­
sent us as such, not only here at home 
but abroad. It has been the fashion to 
represent us as belonging to this class of

—that the multifarious ends which men 
propose to themselves as worth living for, 
and to be lived for, can be summarized in­
to two. And those two ends can be suffi­
ciently expressed by saying that one vast 
mass of humanity lives for itself, and its 
own summum bonum; and another vast

in Canada, instead of the rich emerald 
that the good grass lands wear in Ireland. 
Manor Hamilton boasts of a ruined castle 
cloaked with ivy, built by one of the early 
Hamiltons, who got a grant of the con- 
fiscated lands and built thia castle to de­
fend his acquisition. This was how the 
place got the name of Manor Hamilton. 
The old ruin and 22,038 acres belonged 
to the murdered Lord Leitrim, who had 
a cottage adjoining the ruins. This large 
estate is not in possession of the present 
Earl of Leitrim, but has passed into the 
hands of his cousin, I think, Col. Clem- 
mens. The people presented to Colonel 
Clemmens, on his accession to the pro- 
perty, a petition, camplaining of the ex­
cessive rente laid on them by the dead 
Earl. Col. Clemmens referred them to 
his agent, and finally twenty per cent, 
reduction was made. I dare say the land­
lord thought this was generous, but still 
the people are not satisfied, as they are, 
they say, still eighty per cent, above Grif­
fith’s valuation. I arrived at Manor 
Hamilton by the same train that brought 
out the detachment of youthful military 
from Enniskillen. They bivouacked and 
picknicked also in the Court House, and
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mass lives for something not itself—lives 
for God, and makes Him, not itself, the 
summum bonum. Draw a man out of a

some people to decry the Catholic clergy as 
patrons of ignorance and enslavers of the 
people’s minds. Let such high and mighty 
critics point to any other class of men who 
bare had a hand in creating anything ap­
proaching to this great spiritual empire,and 
then we may begin to listen to them. They 
declare the Church to be a merely human 
institution—an institution created by men, 
by priestcraft. Well, then let them show 
some other kind of “craft” which has even 
approached towards setting on foot so 
ubiquitous, so powerful, and so splendid an 
organization as that which has no compeer 
in the history of the world. Let such 
persons ask Draper to point out any human 
institution of which he can speak in terms 
anything like those used by himself of the 
Catholic Church, and we will then begin to 
feel some interest in their talk; but until 
they have done that we must be allowed to 
look upon their words as not much better 
than wind, which has little weight in the 
balance of reason and sense. If any class 
of men has earned a right to “teach all 
nations,” ft is that class which has extorted
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crowd composing the first mass, and com­
pel him to tell the truth, and say what he 
lives for. He will declare to you, “I live 
to enjoy myself.’* Draw a man out of the 
second great assemblage of humanity, and 
ask him what he lives for—what is the end 
of life—and he will incontinently reply “I 
live to enjoy God.” The one crowd is on a 
mighty raft, made with hands, and floating 
down the stream; the other is in the great 
Ark of Salvation, tediously and laboriously 
working its way against the stream towards 
those everlasting hills upon whose summits 
the eternal light of Heaven plays continu 
ously. I admit, of course, the existence of 
all the cross currents and eddies, and whirl- 
pools, which create their confusions and 
reactions in the great activities of human 
life; yet still the main directions are but 
two—either with the stream or against, 
either in the direction of what I may-call 
subjective enjoyment, or of objective wor­
ship—either in the direction of earth or of 
heaven. Now, we can trace the action of 
these two tendencies all down the ages, 
and in the history of every people. Con­
fining myself to the history of the world 
since the time of Christ, we find these two 
tendencies embodied in two great powers 
which, representing opposite and antago­
nistic principles, have ever been in strug­
gle. I refer, speaking broadly—as one 
must on a very broad subject—to the 
Church and “the world,” such as is meant 
by the Scriptures. “The world” of the 
Gospel is the embodiment of the principle 
of self-enjoyment; “the Church” embodies, 
and has ever embodied, the principle of en­
joying that which is not self, the enjoyment 
of self’s Creator, of God Almighty, as the 
summum bonum. Again, since world and 
Church are in vigorous contact, and are 
engaged day and night in an Internecine 
war, it follows that each must be affected 
in its members by the other. The Church 
herself is not composed of angels fighting 
in celestial, invulnerable armour. She “is 
not made up of men screened with a Divine 
shield, covering them against bruises and 
wounds. Just the reverse. She is com­
posed, so far as she is visible to mortal 
eye, of men and women, with the same root 
of pride, passion, and self-love as springs 
in the hearts of those who are champions of 
“the world." She has no promise that her 
children, her spokesmen, or her soldiers 
shall never die in the battle, or prevaricate 
or turn traitors in the field. Indeed, that 
they should thus behave has been foretold 
by Divine lips, and is proved, alas! in 
every century of the world to be but too 
true an account of many amongst them. 
There were scandals in the Upper-room, 
seandals amongst the Twelve, and there 
have been such, from the highest to the 
lowest, and will be to the end. Bat whilst 
this is the case, the Church abides; and, 
shaking from herself the dust of battle, 
proceeds conquering, and to conquer, all 
down the ages. Man may fail; she will not 
tail. Her highest and her trustiest may 
desert her and turn against her; but since 
she is supported by the everlasting Arms, 
and not by individuals, however able, she 
survives them all, and does her work with­
out them. In substance and in principle 
the same living entity that she was at the 
Day of Pentecost and in the Middle Ages, 
she is now in this glare of the nineteenth 
century. The principle of her being, that 
which makes her specifically what she is, 
and not something else, is, and has been 
always one, namely, the principle of sur- 
sum corda of making the enjoyment of 
God the summum bonum of existence. To 
this principle the Spirit of God Himself has 
kept her steady; indeed, it is but the ex­
pression of His truth and His wisdom, as 
manifested in a society of which He Him-

dealing with the thirteenth century and the 
nineteen and with the summun bonum which 
men set before themselves. In the thir- 
teenth century, human society, was compos­
ed of men and women with like passions to 
ourselves. The Church was engaged in her 
mission as she is to-day. She pointed to 
her summun bonum then, as she does now. 
The world was on the same trace of self- 
enjoyment as it is at this hour; and the 
human element in the great Spiritual Em­
pire showed itself to be but human. The 
very greatness of the power she had attain­
ed to became a temptation to her children; 
and her wealth, her influence, her supremacy 
over the minds of men, were not without 
their danger to that cardinal weakness which 
accompanies every institution which has to 
grabble with, and use, the things of earth.
Then,as now,her highest children were men, 
and not angels, and sometimes they turned 
out to be very wicked men, instead of being 
light to the world and salt to the earth. 
They dropped the summum bonum of the 
Christian lite, and adopted that of the world 
they ought to have converted; and damaged 
the influence of that society of which they 
should have been the foremost champions. 
Contemporary writers speak of the clergy of 
those times as being absolutely effeminate 
in their manner of living. The summum 
bonum of the world had been adopted by 
many dwelling in the very house of God. 
The true leaders of religion had to contend 
with iniquity and sin within the precincts of 
the Sanctuary, as well as outside in the tur­
bulent world of the age in which they lived. 
I think it well we should dwell upon this. 
The fact of Judas being one of the twelve 
does not even tend to prove that the doc­
trines of that sacred college were doctrines 
of traitors and murderers. It simply shows 
that evil—the blackest and basest evil, can 
be found in the highest and holiest places; 
and that in spite of grace and the very pre­
sence of theRedeemer, free will may blacken 
the human heart. So was it in the days 
preceding the days of St. Francis of Assisi. 
Corruption had entered into holy places,and 
the Church required some strong influence 
to rid her of the unworthy elements which 
were clinging to her life. I will quote the 
words of eye-witnesses who were filled with 
indignation at what they saw, to show you 
what I mean, St. Bernard exclaims, in his 
day :—'‘.Infant scholars, beardless boys,are 
promoted to ecclesiastical dignities for their 
gentle blood, and pass from under the 
ferula to the government of the Church, 
sometimes thinking more of the emancipa­
tion from the rod than of the authority with 
which they are invested; better pleased to 
have escaped one control than to have 
assumed another.” Thirty years later

I advise you to make no pledge 
that you are not determined to redeem— 
to make no pledge that honest men, that 
trustworthy men, that religious men can­
not fulfil. If you do that—if you ob­
serve your pledges, if you give no rash 
pledges, if you do no violence to any one, 
if you keep within the constitution, if 
you offer passive resistance to those who 
have ground you down and trampled on 
you for centuries—if you do this, then, 
as sure as to-morrow’s sun will rise, the 
Irish people will rise from their thraldom 
and become, if not an emancipated peo­
ple, at least a prosperous and contented 
people. Trust, therefore, your priests, 
trust your leaders, and, above all, trust 
yourselves. If you are true to your­
selves you must triumph. If you are not 
true to yourselves you cannot triumph, 
and, what is more than that, you would 
not deserve it. Let no man be false to 
his brother ; let us understand each other. 
Let us, then, work hand to hand and 
foot to foot together until triumph is 
achieved."

at nothing. The crowd surged up to 
these living barriers, a dense mass that 
looked like a sea of heads ; when they 
groaned it waa a roar indescribable. The 
small boys, roosted on the walls as thick- 
ly as a swarm of bees, kept up a running 
lire of uncomplimentary remarks and 
came on strong when hissing or groaning 
waa to be done. There were present 
about a down priests who exerted them- 
selves to maintain order. There were 
banners of green and gold, and bands of 
music that played, “ Tramp, Tramp, the 
Boys are Marching.” They wore a kind 
of uniform of green damask trimmed with 
orange braid. The poor cattle that had 
been seized for rent, where in the pound 
whore they had been kept since the seiz­
ure. Through the politeness of Rev. P. 
O’Reily, I was accomodated with a seat 
at a window over-looking the scene. “ I 
was a lady from America who would 
write an account of what I saw for the 
papers over there." The kindness of the 
people on hearing this was very touching. 
“ Sure America was their friend, the re­
lief that kept them from starving came 
from America.” In fact, whether for 
bread, or bayonets, the eyes of this peo­
ple turn to America. It was a sight to 
see these poor cattle brought up from the 
pound Their eyes were starting from 
their heads witn fright. As they were 
forced along amid cheers for the Land 
League, groans for the agent, hoots for 
the members of the Emergency Commit­
tee, through the surging crowd that hust­
led and pushed, forced through a living 
lane that could not be kept open, each 
looked as if she would take a flying leap 
into the air, and become the cow that 
jumped over the moon.

The tall figures of several reverend 
gentlemen were conspicuous energetical­
ly keeping back the crowd. Had the 
police done so there would have been a 
collision and bloodshed, I am sure, by 
the temper of the crowd. Though they 
were unarmed, not a stick, scarcely, 
among them, certainly not a stone, was 
lifted. They took quite good-naturedly 
the orders and even pushes of the priests. 
I saw one clerical gentleman lay about 
him with an umbrella on the most obstre­
perous. The police stood silent, but 
ready, the young soldiers invisible but 
also ready, the clergy doing duty as con- 
servators of the peace. So the cattle were 
put to sale bought in by the League, the 
rents paid under protest, the sheriff and 
emergency men groaned off the stage, 
and things cooled down considerably. 
The soldiers inarched through the crowd 
to the station amid complimentary re­
marks answered by smiles, and returned 
whence they came. The clerical gentle­
men addressed the crowd from the hotel 
where I stayed, praised their good be­
havior, and with a little adroit flattery 
told them to go home quietly. The Land 
League members spoke also. After the 
speeches the crowd paraded the town, 
drums beating, fifes shrieking, banners 
flying ; the poor bewildered cattle, with 
green ribbon on their beads, shared in 
the procession. I am quite sure they 
would have excused themselves from the 
honor if they could. I am quite sure 
they enjoyed the quiet of the pasture 
when they at length subsided into still­
ness and went to grass. So, happily, 
ended without a fray the threatening state 
of affairs at Manor Hamilton. There is 
an iron hut intended for a police barrack 
lying at the station, but no one will draw 
it to its destination. The sheriff was 
advised to auction it after the cows. This 
was sarcastical as Artemus Ward would say

These 
are the reasons given to me why the 
Land League spread and flourished in 
Enniskillen and Fermanagh at large.

Draper, the 
most violent and partial of her modern 
opponents, is compelled to acknowledge 
the immense use she has been to the hu­
man family. He says—he is, in spite of 
himself, forced to say, whilst summing up 
the Church’s work in the Middle Ages, 
that through her action “the idea of an ul­
timate accountability for personal deeds, of 
which the old Europeans had an indistinct 
perception, became intense and precise. 
The sentiment of universal charity was ex- 
emplified not only in individual acts, the 
remembrance of which soon passes away, 
but in the more permanent institution of 
establishments for the relief of affliction, 
the spread of knowledge, the propagation 
of truth. Of the great ecclesiastics, many 
had risen from the humblest ranks of so­
ciety; and these men, true to their demo­
cratic instincts, were often found to be the 
inflexible supporters of right against might 
Eventually coming to be the depositories of 
the knowledge that then existed, they op­
posed intellect to brute force, in many in­
stances successfully, and by the example 
of the organization of the Church, which 
was essentially republican, they shewed 
how representative systems may be intro­
duced into the State. Nor was it over 
communities aud nations that the Church 
displayed her chief power.
