He (Sir John) was not an employee of the 
Globe office, he had not been behind the 
scenes, but he would wager any money that 
the article in question was written by Mr.
D> mon<L He was sure that when the whole 
country read Dr. Tapper’s speech it would 
thank Mr. Dymond for writing the article 
and Mr. Brown for revising, and the Globe 
for publishing it, as it gave Dr. Tupper the 
text for the full and exhaustive reply which 
he bad made. The article would indeed 
have been unworthy the notice of Dr. Tap­
per had it not been that it afforded him a 
convenient text from which to preach jhe in­
structive sermon to which the audience had 
listened. He (Sir John) heard Mr. Mac­
dougall say to-day that there was a gentle­
man in Peel who had a complete file of 
the Globe from the beginning. Well 
if he happened to be a rich man he would 
give almost the weight of that paper in gold 
to have it from beginning to end for the pur­
pose of showing now utterly unworthy of 
credence that newspaper was. The hon. 
gentleman (Dr. Tupper) had read a very 
complimentary passage from the Globe con­
cerning him (Sir John). He (Sir John) was 
sorry to say that until he had heard of it to­
day he did not know of the compliment, for 
he had not read the article in which it ap­
peared. It was very satisfactory to be flat­
tered, it was very flattering to him for the 
Globe to say that he was a better leader than 
Dr. Tapper or any one else would be ; but it 
sounded to him (Sir John) very much like a 
memento mori or a few words of compliment 
after he was dead. A person walking in a 
churchyard would see that everybody was 
described on their tombstones as being “ a 
kind father,” "a good husband,” “atender 
and affectionate mother,” “a patriot,”or “a 
liberal citizen.” It reminded him very 
forcibly of the intelligent little soul who, 
after seeing so many flattering epitaphs in a 
churchyard, said to her father one day, 
“These were all good people; where do 
they bury the bad peojde !** (Laugh­
ter.) Well, the Globe had spoken 
in that complimentary manner of hum 
It was not the first time Mr. Brown had 
praised him. When he first came into pub­
lic life, thirty-three years ago, he was “ a 
promising young man,” according to the 
Globe. A little later on he was told that he 
was a “ servile Tory/’ After a little while, 
when he went into the Administration of 
1837, he was told he had broken down com­
pletely and was a wretched hack. When 
Mr. Brown tried to drive the great and good 
toatesman, Mr. Baldwin, out of public life, 
when he (Sir John) was fighting Mr. Bald- 
win in the fair and open field and Mr. 
Brown was stabbing him behind his back, 
he (Sir John) was surprised to find in the 
Globe that his leader, Sir Allan MacNabb, 
who was running for Hamilton, was a states­
man and he (Sir John),was a good 
young and his constituents were to 
elect him. Well, in 1S54 he was elected, 
but when a coalition was formed, in which 
Mr. Brown was not included, he (Mr. 
Brown) turned round and he (Sir John) 
was one of the greatest swindlers in the 
world, and Mr. Brown stuck to that till 
about 1864 -ten years. During that time 
his (Sir John’s) name was in nearly every 
issue of the paper. (Laughter.) On one oc­
casion he counted his name forty-three times 
in one issue. (Laughter. ) In 1864 a change 
came over the spirit of Mr. Brown’s dream, 
and he found that he had been running the 
risk of civil war in this country. He joined 
him (Sir John) that year, and remained with 
him for some time. During that time he 
(Sir John) was the white-haired boy. 
(Laughter.) Who was so much petted as he 
was by the Globe ? (Renew ed laughter. ) But 
then Mr. Brown went out of the Govern­
ment because he was not the biggest toad m 
the puddle—(laughter)—and immediately 
the reverse of the medal was shown in his 
paper. The medal, his hearers could see, 
went round. On one side he was a good- 
looking fellow, and an the other side—well, 
they had seen the picture often enough. He 
then pointed out that from the date of Con­
federation till the time the late Government 
resigned the country was prosperous. There 
was confidence in the country, and 
every branch of industry flourished. Why, 
he wished to know, had this changed ? 
The reason was because there was no confi­
dence in the sagacity and ability of the pre­
sent Government, and there was the un­
easy suspicion that the interests of the coun­
try were being sacrificed. He deed only re­
fer to the evidence given by Dr. Tapper that 
this Government had been carrying on the 
government with a disregard to the interests 
of the country, and with a regard only to 
the interests of their party. But they could 
inly last for a short time. The political 
lacks that had been hanging to Mr. Macken- 
ie’s skirts might be satisfied, but they were 
sacking the life-blood from him. He was 
once their Samson, but the Delilah of party 
had clipped his hair (laughter), and 
there he was last session obliged to im­
plore the Opposition not to attack him, 
On this point he (Sir John) pointed to the 
fact that when the Government was formed 
he promised to give it a fair trial, the only 
return for which was that the Opposition * 
was charged with weakness. Then when the 
Opposition attacked the Government, and 
brought up their charges one by one—m 
reply to Mr. Mackenzie’s challenge for them 
to do so—they were ferocious. (Laughter.) 
He (Sir John) then referred to the working 
of the Controverted Elections Act, the 
breaches of the Independence of Parliament 
Act, and lastly the whitewashing bill of last 
session. In connection with that measure 
he saw that the Montreal Herald, had stated 
that there was a private understanding be­
tween him and Mr. Mackenzie that the Op- 

ition would support it, There was never 
lore wilful and malicious lie than that 

Before that bill was introduced, it was 
placed into his (Sir John’s) hands, and he 
was asked to second it, because some of the 
friends of the Opposition were said to have 
unwittingly come under the law. Mr. 
Mackenzie Bowell, who was the owner 
of a newspaper, was said to have 
been paid by the Government a subsidy 
to the extent of six and threepence, and 
that he had forfeited his seat.

Mackenzie) introduced it and 
carried it. He (Sir John) would take 
this opportunity of stating publicly 
that there was not any promise, 
expressed or implied, on the psrt of the 
Opposition that they would support 
that bill (Hear, hear.) The right hon. 
gentleman then directed the attention of his 
hearers to the particulars of the Goderich 
Harbour job, and, in conclusion, alluded, at 
some length to the state of trade, urg­
ing upon his hearers the necessity for unity 
of action if they wished to secure that 
protection that the industries of our country 
so much required.

DOCTOR PAJOT.

The first time that I saw Dr. Pajot was at 
the other side of a dinner-table—though, to 
be accurate, I did not see him. There was a 
mass of fruit and ferns in front of me, and on 
the other side a voice, » rolling, bass growl 
The dinner being long and tedious, the voice 
naturally attracted more attention than the 
visible man would have done.

She wae startled 
and alarmed at finding there were “ views” 
in the world contrary to those fulminated 
by her pope, and uneasy to know how much 
heresies would disturb him.

This old-fashioned Utile lady, with her 
changing colour and soft brown puffs of hair 
atop of head, looking like an antique picture, 
was so attractive that I forgot, as we rose 
from tiie table, to look at her husband. I 
caught only a glimpse of a clumsily-built 
man in ill-cut and scuffed clothes. I fancied 
that his gallant Utile wife challenged every 
woman’s eye which rested on that shabby 
coat She had never before been in a world, 
where he had not been given the first place 
without waiting to prove his right to do it 
It was to her the old story of the king 
incognito among the herdsmen. Dr. Pajot 
meanwhile, was looking over some rare 
prints in another room, with an occasional 
grunting chuckle, which was his only ex­
pression of delight quite as indifferent to the 
opinions of his new friends as he was to his 
old ooah His wife was a mere mite of a 
woman, standing very erect on high-heeled 
shoes, and endowed with much natural 
dignity. But to-night she was eager and 
anxious, managed to let faU allusions to the 
old Huguenot Pajot as an offshoot from a 
royal house, and even stood carelessly under 
the gas to let the family diamonds be seen 
flashing.on her throat and wrists ; and then, 
no donbt, was heartily ashamed of herself, 
growing red and nervous aa though ready to 
ary. It was the first time in her life that she 
had made social standing-ground of money 
mid diamonds.

Dr. Pajot, she told me presently, had been 
“ impoverished by the war, Uke aU Virgini­
ans, and had brought the remnant of his 
fortune to Philadelphia in order to be near 
the great libraries. It is necessary in writ­
ing his book, you know.”

I did not dare to hint that I had never 
heard of the book. She thought the world 
held its breath and waited for it, as for the 
transit of Venus, or the new motor.

Afterward I heard from the doctor himself 
that his work was to be an exhaustive 
“ History of Civilization in all Ages,” to 
which Guizot’s volumes were but horn-books.

For instance, there is an insect pedantical­
ly called the homo vagabundus, but known to 
the laity ha the common tramp ; antennæ of 
a dull hue, shining neither with light nor 
colour, but supposed to be the organs of 
vision, although the fiery redness of the 
proboscis, immediately " beneath which are 
tee suckers, has misled some naturaliste to 
suppose that here is the true seat of sight ; 
head, thorax and abdomen generally of a 
dark brown tint, but sometimes variegated 
with black and Mae ; gregarious in its habite 
and frequently appearing in pairs throughout 
the United States of North America in 
summer and sometimes spending the winter 
dormant ; can spin its cocoon out of an ash- 
barrel and an old tomato-can ; gives much 
evidence of sagacity, and when it alights on 
a farm-house leaves traces which seem to 
serve as a guide to insects of the same order 
which come after it ; subsists upon all sorts 
of refuse, and is particularly fond of stale 
beer, which it obtains in a highly instruc­
tive way, which shows the reflecting mind 
bow carefully Nature provides for the humblest 
of her children. Its anterior extremities 
zre furnished with a prehensile apparatus in 
which it frequently bears a stick which it 
will most ingeniously insert through the 
bunghole of an exposed keg of beer from 
which other creatures have drawn most of 
the contents. So sensitive are these extremi­
ties, aided by the proboscis, that the feeling 
of fluid is transmitted through the stick to 
-he sensory ganglia, and the presence or 
absence of beer is at onoe detected. The 
keg is then ingeniously tipped over, and the 
fluid is emptied into an ingeniously-con­
structed tin can, whence it is easily absorbed 
into the system. We find no trace of a 
moral nature in the homo vagabundus upon 
ordinary occasions, but the presentation of 
shot-gun or horse-pistol within twenty rods 
of it is said by some investigators to cause it 
at once to use its posterior extremities in 
flight, when it exhibits wholly unexpected 
celerity of motion. It is a question with 
agriculturists whether the homo vagabundus 
or the doryhora decemlineata (the potato-bug 
of commerce) is the- greater nuisance. A 
method of catching these pests with reapgin- 
maohines and coal-tar and finally burning 
them in heaps, which was proposed by Pro­
cessor Smith, of Minnesota, two years ago, 
has proved to be utterly useless in practice, 
however excellent it may be in theory. They 
could be decimated by sprinkling arsenic in 
beer-kegs exposed in their habitats, bus un­
fortunately there is as unreasoning a pre­
judice against this method as there is at pre­
sent among the unthinking against vivisec­
tion. Large ash-barrels with spring-locks 
and trap-covers which would close When the 
barrels were full have also been proposed, but 
have resulted only in the important discovery 
that the sagacity of the tramp is not re­
mitted even in coma, for this interesting bug 
prefers to sleep head downward, with its 
Dosterior extremities hanging over the edge 
of the barrel, thus effectually preventing the 
closing of the trap.

It will be seen how valuable this method of 
studying men as if they were articulated 
animals would be if carried out judiciously 
and with unflinching purpose to discover the 
real sources of their actions and modes of 
living. The formation of a bureau under 
Government with this end in view, and the 
equipment of costly expeditions to the in­
terior of almost anywhere to study tee report 
upon varions classes of worthless or nouons 
human beings, would amply repay the cost 
thereof—as amply, at least, as the study of 
the summit of Mount Washington and the 
winds that blow about its ample brow is 
ever likely to do. The suggestion is thrown

Condition of English Farming.
The foUowing extract from the London 

Field goes very clearly to show the peculiar 
the condition of agricultural industry in Eog- 
land, and is interesting as foreshadowing an 
:—ivitable future condition of this industry

re. That our farmers are their own land­
lords does not alter the fact that they must 
needs use more capital to make their labour 
profitable ; for, if they own their land, 
they naturally and properly look for fair in­
terest on their capital teas invested. If their 
land pays no rent or interest on its cost, it is 
intrinsically worth nothing, and is a very 
poor investment But « we have often 
shown, the richest land is actually non-pro­
ductive without the outlay of money as well 
as labour upon it ; and precisely how much 
of this working capital we need to make our 
farms yield the most we are now in process 
of learning. The following is veiy pertinent 
to Ltiig question :—

“Those who have wheat unsold will find 
it advisable to take advantage of the pre­
sent excitement The advanced prices will 
be certain to stimulate importation. No one, 
however, can foresee the duration of the 
war ; and we should not be surprised to see 
white wheats reach eighty shillings a quarter, 
which was about the figure reached during 
the Crimean War. Unfortunately for the 
farmers, and especially those who have 
suffered almost severely from the late un­
favourable seasons, all their corn has long 
since been sold ; very few have straw to pro­
perly bed their cattle ; and so great is the 
scarcity of this latter that it is aotuaUyJmak- 
ing more money than hay. The time has 
come when farmers must look this difficulty 
in, the face, and landlords, if they hope to 
maintain their rente on strong lands, must 
help. Now, what is to be done? Provide 
covered yards for the stock, which will 
economize bedding at least one-half, and 
allow farmers to sell aU the hav and straw 
they can spare. We are satisfied from practi­
cal experience that seven per cent can well 
be paid for the outlay \a Dutch barns and 
covered yards ; and farmers may yet live on 
strong land, aye, and make money. Of 
course, there must be no narrow rules as to 
cropping. As long as land is clean and big 
crops can be grown, the more the better ; 
four quarters of wheat and thirty hundred­
weight of straw, all marketable, make a fair 
return. There are other points of vantage 
connected with covered yards that must not 
be lost sight of. The comfort and conse­
quent thriving of the animals when they are 
dry and protected, as against their miserable 
condition when constantly standing in water, 
will make a material difference in the results 
of feeding, and there must be a decided 
saving of food. The manure protected from 
the washing out of the soluble portions will 
be of greatly increased value. We have 
harped on this string before, because we 
know it to be a subject of grave importance 
at the present time, when farmers are suf­
fering. We are satisfied that the only why 
in which English farming can be made pro­
fitable, and English farmers can compete 
with toe foreigner, is by the judicious appli­
cation of n greatly increased capital It is 
quite possible that in this way a fair return 
may be obtained.”

It is suggested that this is not 
tee best method, for, while the plant may be 
strong and vigorous and bear large ears, the 
corn may have been fertilized by pollen from 
feeble or stunted plants near it, and the seed 
may retain and repeat these adverse quali­
ties in spite of the vigour of the plant on 
which it grew. It is said that a better plan 
would be to plant some of the seed in a small 
plot by itself, at a distance from the main 
crop and to give this patch plenty of room 
and high culture. When the tassels appear 
in this seed-bed every plant should be ex- 
•mined, and all feeble stalks should be palled 
out or cut off below the tassel before it has 
an opportunity to bloom. By this arrange­
ment Both the plant on which the ears grow, 
and the pollen scattered from its own neigh­
bouring tassels, will be alike strong and 
vigorous, and the seed will partake of the 
strength of both its parents. —Scribner's
