Advices received ab Paris say that the
Russo-Japanese delegates charged with
the delimitation of the frontier onh the
island of Saghalien have arrived there
and begun work. :

The O’Keefe company, of Toronte, were
on Aug. 3lst fined $20 and costs or fifteen
days for giving their employees beer to
drink in the brewery, which, it is found, is
contrary to law. The brewery people
cheerfully paid the fine, which will be re-
covered in a day or so-in the daily allow-
ance of beer saved from the amount usually
doled out to ite employees.

Daigle, one of the provincial dairy in-
spectors, saw crawling along a new species
locally, of caterpiller. Inquiry revealsd
that the insect was the pioneer to Momcton
of that tremendous plague and curse, the
Tussock moth, which at the present time
is doing counsiderable damage in the upper
provinces.

In a cable despatch to the Trade and
Commerce department of the government,
Ottawa. Mr. J. 8. Larke, the Canadian
commercial agent at Sydney, Australia,
says that the Australian government has
introduced a measure providing for a tariff
preference to Great Britain and New Zoa~
land. The duties are increased on Can-
adian bacon, butter, cheese, grain, onions,
potatoes and timber.

At the annual championship swimming
aces of the Metropolitan Association of
the Amatenr Athletic Union at Travers
Island, N. Y. C. M. Daniels of the New
York Athletic Club and a member
of the American team at  the
Olympic games, broke the American
record for 440 yards, making the distance
in 6m, 1 1-5s, and taking 7 2-5s off the
previous regord, which was established by
himself,

Lasy Thursday morning during an elec-
tric storm, the cottage of Dr. Hamilton, of
Pittsburg, located on Sparrow Lake, was
struck by lightning and almost totally
wrecked. Mrs. Hamilton was in bed when
the crash came, but although the bed was
literally demolished and set cn fire in &
number of places, the did pot feel the
slightest shock, and extinguished the fire.

The Babine River Indians whose haunts
are near the head waters of the Skeena
River, in British Columbia defied and as-
saulted the Dominion Government fishery
officials who broke down the illegal salmon
barricades which the Indians erected
across the streams. The authorities be-
came 80 alarmed that they wired to Van-
couver asking for one hundred militia
men to be sent north to cops with the
redskins.

Prof. Prince who returned to Qttawa on
Aug. 3lst., from Britieh ColumBh, states
that the Fisheries Commission adjoarned
after completing a very extensive pro-
gramme of work.  Oue of the important
things demonstrated was that for the first
time in Pacific waters,after many attempts
oysters from the Atlantic Ocean planted
by vhe government have begun to thrive,
Oysters were planted by the government
near Queen Charlotte Sound and not only
did they breed but yielded sprat when a
year old an inch in diameter.

An infernal machine was discovered in
the hold of the steamer Eagle Point as
that vessel lay in Philadelphia in the Del-
ware River.

terms varying from five to fifteen years.
