Still more doubtful is the case of 
“The false Demetrius.” The true 
Demetrius, the son of Tsar Ivan, the 
Terrible, was murdered in 1592. 
Muscovy after Ivan’s death fell into 
terrible anarchy, and not long after 
wards there appeared in Poland a 
young man who declared that he 
was Demetrius who had escaped the 
massacre and that he now meant to 
press his claim to the throve of the 
Tsars. Sigismund, Kiog of Poland, 
lent him his support. He made 
himself master of Moscow aod was 
generally received with enthusiasm, 
although he made no secret of the 
fact that daring his residence in 
Poland he bad adopted the Roman 
Faith. Probably the merits of the 
historical controversy as to his 
identity have never been quite fairly 
judged, because all have agreed in 
describing him as a tool of the 
Jesuits and have consequently taker 
it for granted that the whole claim 
was a political coup deyiaed by them 
to draw Russia over to the Rtman 
obedsenoe. It has, however, been 
clearly shown how doubtful ia the 
assumption that Demetrius was 
really an impostor. (See Pierling, 
“Rime et Demetrius", Paris. 1878 ; 
and “Li Russie et le Saint Siege” ol 
the same author.) Of the other 
royal pretenders and notably of the 
six various adventurers who came 
forward in the character of the 
DeupUio Lous, the eon of Louis XVI,
iherni»eoneed to e-.y e-aytking-, 
Neither need we linger over snob 
fantaslio perseneges as Paracelsus 
(Philip Bombast von Hoheobeiib, 
1493-1541), who, despite his parade 
of oabbalistio (oi au'$6 and his pre. 
(enoe of Divine inspiration, was 
really for his age a scientific genius, 
or Nostradamus (1503-1566), the 
Parisian astrologer and prophet, who 
also pract;geo &0 a physician, or 
Gagilostro (Giuseppe B.lsamo, 1743. 
1795), who diol in the dungeons of 
the Castle of Sam’ Angelo after an 
almost unprecedented career of 

asortof freemasonry, 
calltd “Egyptian Masonry”, inven'.

She wa* 
believed to bave the s igraala and 
to take no other tool than the Holy 
Eucharist. Toe Blessed Siorameni 
was said to fly to her tongue from 
the hand of the piiest who was giv­
ing Holy Commqqion and it seemed 
at gqoh moments that she was raised 
from the ground. The samt 
miraonlous levitation took place 
daring her ecstasies at ^hich time 
also she was r-sdiant with super­
natural light. So universal wat 
the popular veneration, that ladies 
of the highest rank, when about to 
be confined, sent to her the cradles 
or garments prepared for the ex­
pected child, that she might bless 
them. This was done by the Em­
press Isabel, in 1527, before the 
birth of Pailip It. Oa the other 
"uand S'. Ignatius Loyola had al­
ways regarded her with suspicion. 
Falling da gorously ill in 1543, 
Magdalena confessed to a long career 
of yhpoorisy, uaoiibiog roost of the 
marvels to the action of demons by 
which she was possessed, but main­
taining their reality. 8he was 
sentenced by the Inquisition, in an 
auto da fe at C trdova in 1546, to 
■’erpetnal imprisonment in a con­
vent of her order, and there she ie 
believed to have ended her days 
most piously amid marks of the 
sinoereet repentance (see Gorree 
“Mystik”, V, 168 174 ; Lea, “Cbep !
