He deems this oc 
casion quite opportune to raise 
a puff for his political sails 
He is quite aware, of course 
that he and the political party

neglect and public misrran- ne was appointed 
agement, reduced our Pro 
vince to the verge of financial 
bankruptcy, and that in the 
advent of the Conservatives 
to power here and at Ottawa 
lay our only hope of fisca 
regeneration. He cannot but 
be conscious to himself that 
when formerly he was a mem 
ber of the Commons and his 
party were in power, he failed 
to secure for his native Pto- 
vince such financial assistance 
as might have prevented the 
deplorable straits to which we 
were reduced. But in the 
face of all these considéra 
lions, Mr. Hughes scruples 
not to take to himself the 
credit of improving our fman 
cial relations with the Federal 
Government. Was there ever 
a more glaring case of false 
pretense ! In 1907 the Lau 
rier Government was in power, 
and Mr. Hughes occupied 
seat in the House of Com 
mons as a supporter of that 
Government. When t h 
question of readjustment ol 
the Provincial subsidies was 
brought up for discussion, Mr 
Lefurgey, of Summerside, 
member of the Opposition 
moved an amendment,increas 
ing by $28,000 annually, the 
amount of specific subsidy to 
be granted to this Province 
under the readjustment. A 
that time, when Mr. Hughes 
political friends,in power here 
had reduced the financia 
affairs of our Province to the 
most deplorable condition 
when huge annual deficits fol­
lowed one another in regular 
succession, the annual ad 
dition of $28,000'would have 
been a great boon to us. The 
placing in the depleted ex 
chequer of Prince Edward 
Island of $28,000 would have 
been hailed as the most for­
tunate of occurrences. Every 

-reasonable man, no matter 
what his politics, would have 
rejoiced at such a pleasing 
consummation. Here was an 
opportunity for Mr. Hughes 
to prove that the love of his 
Province was above his love 
of his party. But all were 
doomed to disappointment.
Mr. Hughes failed to raise 
his voice in behalf of his suf­
fering Province. He preferred 
to have his name recorded in 
the division on the same side 
as his political leader, rather 
than on behalf of his home 
and fireside. He thought 
more of Laurier than of his 
native Province ; therefore he 
voted with him and against 
down trodden Prince Edward 
Island. In view of all these 
circumstances it is vain for 
Mr. Hughes to seek now, b) 
false pretense, to pose as the 
fr end of this Province.

Hon. Senator Andrew Arch­
ibald McDonald, the last sur­
vivor but one of the Fathers 
of Confederation, died at his 
apartments in the Hotel Cecil, 
Ottawa, on Thursday last, 21st 
inste, in the 84th year of his 
age. Deceased was the eldest 
son of Hugh McDonald, and 
was born at Brudenell Point 
on February 14th, 1829. His 
father had been, at one time or 
another, a member of the 
Legislative Assembly, Col­
ector of Customs and High 
Sheriff of the Province.

The deceased Senator en­
tered mercantile life when 
fifteen years of age, in 
his cousin’s store at George­
town. In a short time 
he was taken in as a partner, 
and on the death of his cousin 
in 1851 he bought the interest 
of the deceased partner and 
established the firm of A. A 
McDonald & Brothers, tak­
ing into partnership his bro 
thers, Archibald J. and Aus­
tin C.

He was elected to the House 
of Assembly in 1853. and t< 
the Legislative Council in 
1863. In 1873 he came to 
live at Charlottetown, on being 
appointed Postmaster General 
of thfe Province. After the 
Provi ce entered Confeder­
ation he continued Post-

when 
Lieut.

Governor of the Province, 
holding office for five years. 
In 1891 he was called to the 
Senate and continued a Sen 
ator until his death, as above 
recorded.

In 1863 he married Eliza­
beth Owen, daughter of the lute 
Hon. Thomas Owen, senior, 
formerly Postmaster General 
of this Province. She prede­
ceased him by several years. 
He leaves to mourn four sons, 
Æneas A., Archibald Percy, 
and A. Douglas. Another 
son, Reginald Hugh, died 
some years ago.

The deceased Senator was 
“a delegate to the Conference 
that met at Charlottetown in 
1864 to discuss the question 
of uniting the Maritime Pro 
vinces, and also a member of 
the famous Quebec Conference 
of the same year which laid 
the foundations of Confedera 
tion. He was thus one of the 
Fathers of Confederation. 
One by one these nation 
builders passed away, until 
there were left only Senator 
McDonald and Sir Charles 
Tupper. Now, by the death 
of Senator McDonald, Sir 
Charles Tupper remains the 
sole survivor of the Fathers 
of Confederation.

In every sense of the word, 
and in all the high and hon­
orable positions he occupied, 
the deceased Senator was a 
model Christian gentleman ; 
the soul of honor, honesty and 
integrity. Asa man of the 
world his example is well 
worthy of imitation, and of 
him it may be said that he 
wore the white flower of a 
blameless life.

His mortal remains reached 
here by special boat and spe­
cial train on Sunday after 
noon, and were borne to the 
Cathedral, where solemn fun 
eral obsequeies were held, 
Rev. Dr. McLellan officiating. 
The Rev. Dr. pronounced a 
most fitting eulogy on the de­
parted Senator. He took his 
text from the 103rd Psalm, 
23rd verse: “ Mangoethtohis 
work and to his labor until the 
evening. The Rev, preacher 
briefly reviewed the life of the 
illustrious dead, and pointed 
out how he had, in the positions 
he occupied during life, been 
an ideal man. Honors or 
official position had not caused 
him to neglect his duties as a 
Christian and a faithful son of 
holy mother church. He had 
been foremost in all good 
works in St Dunstan's parish. 
He had for years been chair­
man of the Cathedral building 
committee, and was the first 
treasurer of the St. Vincent 
de Paul conference. In con 
singning his mortal remains to

mother earth, Canada mourn
ed-one of the Fathers of Con­
federation, Prince Edward Is­
land one of its most illustrious 
sons, and St. Dunstan’s con­
gregation one of its most 
faithful members.

The Libera was then sung 
and fhe absolution was given. 
The procession reformed and 
preeeeded to the cemetery on 
St. Peter’s road. The cor 
tege was one of the largest, in 
our city for some time, and 
the solemn obsequies were 
witnessed by an immense 
throng of people.—R. I. P.

tion moved in the House ol 
Gommons, on Thursday last, 
21st inst, by Hon. W. T. 
White, Finance Minister 
u Resolved, that it is expedi 
ent to authorize, in addition 
to the sums now authorizec 
by law, the payment of an 
annual grant to the Province of 
Prince Edward Island of one 
hundred thousand dollars, one 
half of which shall become 
payable on the first day of 
July and one half on the first 
day of January in every year, 
beginning with the first day 
of July one thousand nine 
hundred and twelve.” This 
establishes beyond peradven 
ture that the additional sub 
sidy of $100.000 is to be paid 
annually for all time to come 
Welcome as is this substan 
liai addition to our annual 
subsidy ; much as it is needed 
to 1 eplenish, in some degree 
our depleted exchequer, and 
thankful as we are to the 
Federal authorities for thei 
promptitude in granting it, 
let it be understood that we 
regard it as only the first in 
stalment of what is coming to 
us, and of what we hope to 
receive before very long. As 
to the head under which this 
payment is made, or any par 
ticulars regarding this or fu 
ture grants we shall not now 
say anything ; we shall await 
announcements from the Fi 
nance Minister and from Pre 
mier Mathieson in the Legis 
lature during the session 
opening today.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen 
of the Legislative AsiemSly : 
It affords me great pleasure 

to welcome you to the per­
formance of your duties at this 
the First 'Session of the 
Thirty seventh Central As­
sembly of this Province.

Since the last meeting of 
this Legislature, the Coron­
ation of Their Most Gracious 
Majesties King George V. 
and His Royal Consort Queen 
Mary, has been celebrated in 
solemn and imposing cere­
mony at Westminster, and we 
join in the general rejoicing 
on their safe return from In 
dia, where their presence at 
the Durbar had given to their 
Indian subjects the first op­
portunity of .expressing in 
person their loyalty and at 
tachment to the Crown.

His Majesty the King has 
conferred upon Canada the 
distinguished honor of ap­
pointing to the Governship 
His Royal Highness the Duke 
of Connaught. The people 
of this Province join with the 
rest of Canada in extending 
to him a royal welcome, not 
only as the son of our late 
revered Sovereign Queen Vic 
toria, but as a distinguished 
soldier and statesman who has 
rendered eminent service in 
many parts of the Empire.

The census of Canada 
shows that during the past 
twenty years the population 
of this Island has been decl 
ining, until, during the past 
year, it has fallen below that 
of forty years ago [ but I am 
rejoiced to say that, owing to 
the more favourable condi 
tions which have recently 
been brought about, there is 
every reason to hope that the 
ruinous exodus of our people 
will discontinue and a new 
era of prosperity begin for 
this Island.

I am also pleased to inform 
you that during recess a Dele­
gation from my Government 
waited upon the Government 
of Canada and succeeded in 
obtaining an increase in the 
subsidy to this Province which 
will enable this Government 
to carry on with more effic­
iency the public services and 
put an end to the deficits 
which for the last quarter of n 
century have continued with­
out interruption.

For many years efforts have 
been made in vain by the 
Government of this Province 
to effect a settlement with the 
Dominion Government in re­
spect to the barren areas 
around the coast and in the 
bays and rivers of this Island 
suitable for oyster culture. I 
am happy now to inform ÿou 
that my Government has suc­
ceeded jn completing suph 
arrangements as will give to 
this Province the sole power

for your oonsiderstion. In thie con­
nection it is pleasing to be able to 
state that my Government has the 
assurance that liberal financial aid 
will be given by the Dominion Gov­
ernment to the Provincial Depart­
ment of Agriculture.

The special grant arranged for 
wiih the Federal Department for 
Seed Fairs and Fields of Standing 
Grain Competitioni, in lien of the 
assistance formerly given, is prov­
ing satisfactory and will tend to 
i heir more extended usefulness. 
The educational meetings he!4 in 
connection with the Seed Fairs are 
deservedly popular and are doing 
much to improve the general meth­
ods of Agriculture ; and the exbi. 
bition of handicrafts is calling at­
tention to the importance of home 
manufacture and ^household occu­
pations.

There ik nothing of greater impor 
tance to this Province than Eduoa, 
tion. If we are to bold our own 
among the Provinces of Canada, it 
i- necessary to look well to the effi­
ciency of onr schools to take care 
'hat onr young people, more espec­
ially those of them who intend to 
remain in the Province, «ball receive 
the training necessary to fit them 
for their life's work. Too will be 
esked to consider means whereby j 
the deterioration at present appar­
ent in the work of our schools may 
be stopped, and a movement towards 
greater efficiency promoted.

Active measures wil} be taken to 
secure desirable immigrants ; and I 
im pleased to inform yon that the 
Dominion Government has agreed 
to co-operate with my Government 
for this purpose.

Measures will be introduced to 
provide for amendments to the pub. 
lie Schools Art, improvement of the 
Public Road System, Vote by Ballot 
and Consolidation of the Statutes of 
this Province.

The Public Accounts for the past 
year will be laid before yon, and the 
estimate» of the income and expen­
diture for the current year will be 
lubmitted. I am assured that you
