Pivk-xvE 1IN Human  Beives. —A
zymotic disease analogous to the pink-
eye in horses, has broken out in horses,
has broken out in various parts of Lon-
don township, and is causing consider-
able alarm among the -people. In 8. 8.
17, Hyde Park, it has attacked seveval
children of the school, and threatens to
go all through the meighborhood. The
symptoms are low fever and inflamma-
tion of one or both eyes, with a clear
and distinct pink of the sclerotic mem-
brane, not congestion, as in ordiuary in-
flammation. The eye remamns clear,
with a watery expression. The disease
communicates itself to the neighboring
tissues, and the eye is all but closed.
The disease rans from eight days to two
weeks ; the face breaks outin a resh re-
sembling scarlet fever, accompanied by
nausea, and irritability of temper. The
vision is inflamed in both eyes, even
thouzh only one be affected with the
“pink.” This is caused by sympathy of
the optic nerve. The doctors have not
made a complete disgnosis of the disease
yet.—[Free Press.

The New Strawberry Pest.

It is announced by the daily press,that
Prof. Riley, Entomologist of the U. 8.
Department of Agriculture, Washing-
ton, D. C., is to visit Staten Island and
inspect the strawberry beds, which are
devastated by a new insect pest. The
strawberry growers of Michigan have
been annoyed by the same insect, and
cultivators elsewhere have reason to be
on the look-out for it. In view of its
importance, we give a sketch of the
habits and appearance of the Strawberry
Weevil. The scientific name of the
insect i8 A nthomus musculus ; it is known
as the Strawberry Weevil. It is closely
related to the Plum Weevil, or Curculio.
The Strawberry Weeril feeds upon tne
flowers of the strawberry, and also pierces
the stalks, just below the flower clusters,
causing them to break off with the youny
berries, and thus the crop is lost. S.
G. Winant, of Staten Island, who first
brought this insect to our notice last
year, now writes us, that the weevil
scarcely troubles those kind of straw-
berries which have pistillate flowers.
While the Sharpless shows hardly a
flower, the Jersy Queen and other

istillate kinds, in the same tield, are
gut little disturbed. The immunity of
the pistillate varieties may be due to the
fact that the insect is fond of pollen,
and avoids the flowers which do not
furnish it. We are glad that the habits
of this insect are to be studied, and trust
that it may lead tv the suggestion of
some effective remedy. The weevil will
very probably spread, and strawberry
growera should be on the watcn for its
tirst appearsnce. Hand-picking a few
weevils, whew they are first seen upon
the flowers, may save much trouble.
