Quebee, April 17—“Not one eceny of
the moneys volleeted for the Quebec

Battlefields projeet will be spent on
the - tercentenary celebration,””  re-
marked Ligut.-(‘r;l. Wood, member of
the “Batfletields Corimitteq this moarns
ing. i

“The tereeritenary celebration and
the Quebec batilefields are two 8ep-
arate and distinct propositions. - The
Dominich Government grant-of $300,-
B00 ‘provides that a portion of ' the
amount will be expended in conhec-
fion with the tercentenary celebra-
tion, in which the whole of Canada
and; I might say; the British Empite,
Is interésted, and thé balance to beé
placed to the eredit of the Quebec
lmn]gﬁvldx. Apart from this the cor-
poration of Quebte nas voted $50,000
towards the-tereentenary eelebration,
and: the provinee of Quebec govern-
ment is expected to vote $100,000 {fo-
wards the same objeet. In respect
to the Quebec b#ttlefields schente, it
i3 ‘¢aiculated that the sum of $2,000,-
000 \ill e required for the ptrojected
permanent work, and every cent col-
leeted for this object in Canada and
elsewhere will go toward the amount.
Not one cent of these collections will
be spent-wpon the tereentenary cele-
bration.”

“This includes private subserip-
tions and monegs that might be voted
by the British Parliament, Australian
Commonwealth, -and Provineial Gov-
ernments of the Dominien of Canada.
The tercentenary celebration in it<
self,”” said Colonecl Wood, “will be a
magnificent eveint and certainly will
cost money, but this will' be provided
for without encroaching upon any i
the «funds for the Quebec battlefields,
and no private subscriptions will be
diverted for fireworks or anything
clse in conneetion with the tereenteén-
ary eclebration,

“THé - Royal Commission have full
contirol of the battlefields scheme and
all’ moneys contributed towards the
scheme,  There are two commissions,
the above ‘mentioned and the tercen-
tenary commidsion; Besides thisthere
is a commigsion in connection with
the grant of three huridred thousand
doilars voted' by the government.
which is responsible for its dizposi-
tion, and everything is made clear
that the Quebec battlefields project
and the tereentenary celebration have
no relation to each other, consequent-
lv' the moneys subscribed for the Que-
bee battlefields will be devoted to that
object alone.”

A TABER.PRISONER'S “YOKE.”

Jos. Filgas, a Slavonian, Breaks From
Grim Bastile.

Taber, April 17—A unique jail-break-
eeutred at the town bastile Wednes
day; abont. 5 p.m. Joe Filgas, a Slav-
ymian, residing at or néar.the Relidnee
mite, unostentatiously ‘drifted into
town on the day aforesaid and imbib-
el too freely of that liquid -whieh
diminizhes "comfert, inereases expen-
ses; and shortens lite, and-was captur-
ed. by. Constable D. W. Burns,  on
‘Main streef; who placed himi'in the
Fhurry-up wagon,” antd conveyed him
to the town’s paldtial hospital for vags
and  inebriates, securely locking the
above mentioned in cell number three.

During his  incarceration, Joe:. was
apparently jolly and demonstrated his
ability as_.a vaudeville songster and
actor. ‘He would; without doubt, take
tHe shine off many of our travelling
professionais mow  before ‘the {foot-
tights, if he eould only be induced to
enter the limelight as an actor.e

The prisoner was to have had his
hearing before 8. J. Layton, J.P., at
6 p.n., but in’ the meantime, while
Constable: Barns was eating a sguare
meal at his home, the congenial Joe
concluded he would: remain in “dur-
ance: vile’”” no longer. . He iound in
the cell'a small hook no larger than a
ten-penny aail.. With this powerful
leaver he waenched off the one<Hy-four
inch' casimg opposité the lock on the
iron barred door. He then observed
the Dbolt which ceofmmunicated with
the lock outside the ¢ell, removed from
it the nut, and the rest was easy—a
slight pressdre upon the rickety and
wooden framed door,: eaused it to tly
open. . He thus (like Harry Haudini,
the world’s most famous. jail breaker
and handeuff'king) stalked forth fromn
his prison’ eell;- graciously closed the
door behind - himj; “gathered together
his belongings Yand- tine#renioniously
made his égscape,

The hour having arrived for trying
his case, Officer Burns was promptiy
on the scene, but almost eollapsed in-
to unconseiousness ‘when inforrhed by
Fireman Stokes that his prisoner had
broken jail and' fled. He, however;
soon regained his confposure, made
n hasty but sciéntifie ¢xasmination of
the demolizhed ~wvork of professional
builders, elc. Theil he statted off in
“hot pursuit” for the fugitive.

Sufticeth to say, theé *‘eop,” after a
vigorous struggle, recaptured his prey
and returned avith him {o the baracks,
where he faced the waiting magistrato
ior-trial.

CANADA INSISTS ON
* - GETTING HER OWN

Canada is Very Arbitrary About
British-Ameérican ~ Treaty. — Her
Demands - Causing " Coficern to
Government -of Great -Britain.

New York, April 15.—In a special
cable from  its London correspondént
today, the New York Herald hiis the
following:

“There. is considerable consterna-
tion, T hear, in London official ciréles,
regarding thé uncompromiising dtti-
tude now assumed by Canada ifr the
boandary and other neégotidtions with
the United States. As i3 well' known,
Canada has for some time pressed for
the appoiritment of a permanent court
of arbitration te décide these issuel.

“The Canadians now say that in
efféct such a tribunal is the only body
from which they would take a:dém-
sion, It is felt in London very
strongty that if the effect of the
colomal governinent is to * breal
through the diplomatic machinety of
the-worlds the Imperial legislation
will have te tighten the reins wita
the view of preserving at some future
date the integrity of  the- British
empire. The impossible nature of the
Canadian demand may be seen in the
well-known “fact that nd American
government enjoys the powers of, say
the  DBritish government 'in the matter
of diplomacy and it iz mothing short
f 2 body with plenary—that is to say
absolute—powers -whieh ' Canada de-
mands.

Even more serious perhaps is the
total disregard of the Imperial issues
n2cessatily involved: for =which the
Canadian - attitude is conspicuouys.
In fact, it is believed here that the
avoidance of foreign office interven-
tion is the real object of the Canadian
proposals.

“I am told that His Majesty’s gov-
ernment is. much disquieted in this
matter and that strong representa-
tions are being made to.the Canadian
ministry.”

NO SHORTAGE OF LABOR.

Many Applicant for. Work on Grand
Trunk Pacific.

Winnipeg; April 15.—Applicants for
employment on Grand Trank . Pacific
construction work are besieging the
offices of the company ‘every day, but
as yet not a gréat'' many are Dbeing
engaged as the season is not yet suffi-
ciently opened up to run the work
at full blast. The men will be taken
on at divisional points west as they
are needed;-and the company have a

Seleétion Made With Greatest Care.—
None,of the Submerged, But Only
ar::em‘of th& Country are Brought

Winpipeg, April 15.—“We "landed
sixteen. hundred people in Halitax
on Mopday and Tuesday last;’> said
Commisgioner Cadmgh, of the Salva-
tion Army, this morning, “cleven hun-
dred: from the Kensington and five
hundfed » fromt.- the Tonian. Five
speéial trdins were required to carry
these: people to the various parts of
Canada to which they were destined.
The majority werlt to farmetrs in On-
tario; whete there is a lack of agri-
cdalturat- Jdabsrers. Threz hundred
came west on a special train destined
to: British Columbia.

“Many of the people of Canada still
suppose that the eolonists whom we
bring beleng to the submerged class.
On this present trip 1 was asked by
a- Canadian clergyman what propor-
tion of the members of the party were
jail birds. None of the submerged
classes of Great Britaih are brought
to Canada under the auspices of  the
Army. We deal with these elasses in
Great Bfitain. - The people who come
to Cabiada are rot even the average
or-ordinary; they are the extraordin-
ary and above the average.

Careful Selection.

“In Great ‘Britain we arz accused of
sending the cream of the country #o
the' Domiinion; and: we acknowledge
that this is true. We say that we are
sénding ‘the éream -of the p2ople to
Canada, in order that it may not go
sour and spoil in the old country. We
senid them in order that there may be
an opportunity for some of the people
who are down bzlow to rise.

“The care which we take in gak-
ing the seleetion of eolonists may be
jumdged fromy the fact that, although
the total number for the year will not
exceed fitteen thousand, we have had
a dhousand applications.  Not one in
ten, not one:in twenty, of the persons
who make application to the Army are
sent to this country. Our organiza-
fion is such that.no man in Great
Britain can make application- for
emigration, but th4re is soms mems
ber of the Army who knows him. In
+hig wvay the outfit aré quickly separat-
ed from -the fit. ‘We could not afford
to ‘send ‘omt an undesirable.  All the
weople whom we. direct to the Domin-
ionn must be of such a character that
they will be a eredit to Great Britain,
to Canada and to the Atmy. We have
too-much at stake to follow any other
cowrse.’ We send no men  to the
eities, and we send out no colonists
sxcept those for whom places have
been provided with farmers or on
~onstruction work on railway, or in
domestic servie2. . We send no men
ander any circumstances to points
where there are labor troubles in pro-
gress.

On the way
over, we have constant mestings, 4t
whicli lectures aré¢ given on Canad¥,
all questions:are answered, and all
possible  information is given. The
vesult of this is that when we- arrvive
at Halifax there is' mno confusion.
Everyone knows exaetly what must
be done, and everything is dene in the
quicstest and -easiest manner.

Brought Out 40,000.

“During the past three years we
have: sent to Canada approximately
forty thousand people. We have made
the most arching ‘inquiry in refers
nece to these péople,. and including
tho=e who -have fallen ill, there are
less than five per cent, of failur:s.
During the period of distress recent-
ty, when a large number of people
were said to be out of 'werk in To-
ronte, two hundred poor people were
sent from the city hall to u8. - We
made inguiry atd we found that eof
these only: 8ix had ‘eome to Canada
under our auspices. The offér of
work eon fgrms was immediately
made to them, and to all others, but
they were not anxious to go to work
a8 farm laborers. The care which
we exercise over the people coming
to Canada could not be -stricter.. "We
hava. the power to detain:any person
and forbid him to set foot on Cana-
itan soil, and we would assuredly ex-

reise this power on any cases where
it secmed desirabla.  During the last
trip -of Salvation colonists to’ Btitish
Columbia it becatne - apparent’ that
one of the men on the train was more
or ldz8 undesirable; although alls he
was guiltv -of was to bocome intoxi-
nmated. Thn officets wete: unwilling
Yo assume thevcsponsibility of placinyg
him with #hv farmer, and as a resulf

was taken ‘baek east and placed
under the direet care of the organiza-
fion, 8o that we might be  directiy
~esponsibla for him. -+ In - any - .case
where o' colonist is not satisfactory
and unsuitable, he would be whipped
back to. England as fast as the -stea-
mers could carry him;

Btinging 15,000 This Year.

“Owing:to the exeeptional conditions
wirich have prevailed, the number of
British people to be brought to Can-
ada this year will“be no: thore 'than
last year, that i¥, about fifteen thou-
sand. ‘This number will increase from

before. We Yavs always c¢hallenged
the closest exdmindtion of the people
whom we are bringing to Canada. * We
claim that better . people are not
available.in Great Britain. Officials
of the Canadian government ¢onfirm
thid statement: Almost all of the
colonists have considerable sums of
ready ~money in théir podsession,
ranging “from one hundred to five

Ottawa; April 15.—The Labor Ga-
zette in its monthly review of the
industrial’ conditions says that ‘in
British® Columbia, there has beeén: a
slight’ revival iff the ,lumber industry,
though ('Onditinn:\;}l)nnng the ‘moun-
taimr mills are stiN fery dull. In the
mining ‘industry, Nova Scotia collier-
ies have been exceptiondlly busy, the
output since the beginning of ‘the
yvear beirfg la¥gely in exceess ‘of the
coresponding period of 1907, In Al-
berta and British Columbia, however,
the collieries have been dull, although
a steady revival in the metal mining
was reported; Manufacturing estab-
lishment8 are counted quiet, but
there has been an:increase in the
radlway- traffic and the work of pre-
paring for opening of navigation,
give employment to a large humber
of men\ The unskilled labor market
is more active and abundance of em-
ployment is promised during the com-
ing season for experienced men. The
finaneial positron is regarded assound
though money is still diffieult to ob-
tain on long time engagements, The
number of trade ‘disputes reported to
have been in existence during March

was a decrease of two compared with
the previous month and a deerease of |

about eleven establishments and 1,532
employees were affected, The loss oi
time to the employees was approxi-
mately 9,950 working days in Febru-
ary and of 11,166 in March, 1907, - The
number of fatal accidents was one
less than the previous month, and
nine more fhan last year.

U. S. GIVING AWAYMEIEIONS.

W.arning _From President Abbut Prodi-
gality of Congress. ol

Washington, April 15.—In a special
Iuessage vetoing 4 danmy bill, Presidént
Rocsg\'olt watned congress that there are
pending in ‘this session bill which pro-
pose to give away without price stream
rights - capable of developing - 1,300,000
horse - power, “the production ‘of which
would cost 30,000,000 tons-oficoal, urged
in vigorous terms the establishment »f
a policy, such as the.filibustering min-
ority in the house demands which-would
safeguard the granting of hridge and
dam privileges and require the grantees
to pay for them, and definitely announc-
ed a future policy on his part with®¥e-
gard to proinpt utilization of coenstrec-
tion privileges by refusing his signature
to a bill giving an additional three years
to the Rainy River Improvement com-
pany within which to build a dam in
Rainy River. . :

“I do 'not believe,” said the president,
“that natural resources should be grant-
ed and held in an undeveloped condition
either fer speculation_or other reasons.
So far as I am aware there are mo as-
surances that the grantees (in this case)
are in any better condition promptly and
properly to utilize this opportumity than
they were at the time of the original
aet (granting the privilege) ten years
ago.”

Discussing broadly the federal poliey
the president says: “Every permit. to
construet a dam on a4 navigable i river
shotld speeifically recegnize the right of
the government to fix a term for its' dur-
ation and. to impose such c¢Rarge .or.
charges as may be deemed necessary to
protect the present and future interest
of the Unitad States; in actordance with
the act of June 21st, 1906.” 4
