Vallejo, Cal., Jan: 6.—Professor T.
J. See, director of the naval observa-
torv at Mare Izland, today made the
following explenation of the earth-
quake and tidal wave in Southern
Italy and Sicily. .

The great earthquake and sea wave
in the straits of Messina wgs one of
| the most remarkable on  record, but
thoroughly typieal of the worst of
these disturbanees, all of which are
caused by the leakage of the oceans.
This gradually forms steam beneath
the earth’s erust. whére the molten
rock slowly swells till more space is
required, and yielding and readjust-
nient takes olace.
