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mainly one of profit taking, as the 
largest sellers of the day declared 
after the close of the session that 
in their opinion the entire situation 
surrounding the wheat market was 
unchanged.

Minneapolis receipts were liberal 
and the crop promise in the North­
west could not be improved upon.

The stock of old wheat in Chicago 
public houses decreased 618,000 bush­
els for the week, leaving a total of 
only 924,000 bushels, and much of 
this has been sold to go out by the 
first of next month, certainly a close 
finish on old wheat supplies.

While the bears claim that Chicago 
is to have a large run of new wheat 
during July, the bulls say that the re­
ceipts may possibly be of fair pro­
portions in the last few days of the 
month only.

Wheat showed net losses of 1 to 
l%c today with recoveries fate of % 
to % from the bottom prices reached.

The oats market opened steady but 
gradually weakened. While there is 
too much rain in some parts, crop 
conditions are generally satisfactory. 
The demand continues poor and spot 
prices are again declining. There 
has been a break cxf 15 cents in barley 
in the last two .weeks. This is 
affecting the price of oats.

rock foundations. The line reaches 
an elevation of 1,140 ieet near Rice 
lake, afterwards sloping slightly to­
wards the Winnipeg river, to rise 
again after passing that stream east­
ward. In picking their way through 
the network of lakes and streams, the 
engineers have been compelled to ad­
mit several sharp curves, and the 
grades in many places look steep to 
the uninitiated. However, I am as­
sured that ^hen the work is finish­
ed these grades will nowhere exceed' 
four-tenths of one per cent, going 
eastward and one-half of one per cent, 
going westward, which was the maxi­
mum originally planned for. While 
this section cannot be said to have 
presented any great engineering diffi­
culties it offered several interesting 
problems.

The levels of two lakes have been 
lowered by at least five feet by blast­
ing at the outlets. Where the road 
crosses the outlet of Otter lake and 
Long lake, in order to carry out the 
policy of filling in all the ravines, 
it was found necessary to pierce 
streams, tunnel under the rocky hills 
to replace the obstructed channels. 
These tunnels ran parallel to the 
roadway.

But the most troublesome obstacle 
in this part of the line has been the 
two large sink holes occurring within 
the residency of Engineer Harrison, 
near Long lake. Since the days of 
the Serbonian bogs, “where armies 
whole have sunk,” the occurrence of 
apparently bottomless mud holes is 
not an uncommon ocçurrence in road 
construction. Passing over these two 
the roadbed rises to some forty feet 
above the level of the surrounding 
country. When the work of filling 
up began fifteen months ago it was

ALONG CANADA’S 
NEW SCENIC ROUTE

Travelling Correspondent Describes 
National Transcontinental Rail- 
ground.

Residency No. 31, Transcontinental 
railway, Winnipeg river.—When * it 
rises to cross over the Canadian 
Pacific Railway near Rennie, the 
transcontinental enters upon a long 
ascent which carries it into the heart 
of the scenic and mining regions of 
New Ontario. The profile o' the 
line from Rennie to the Winnipeg 
river shows that the engineers have 
chosen a happly medium between 
summits and depths, there being al 
most a continuous alteration of cuts 
and fillings of varying dimensions, 
but never exceeding one hundred feet 
above or below the level of the track. 
The cuts are nearly all through the 
huge boulders characteristic of this 
region and the blasting of them was 
the heaviest kind of work. The fill­
ing of the ravines, on account of their 
number, was also no email task and 
the thoroughness with which it has 
been done is shown by the small num 
her of exposed trestles and bridges on 
this part of the line. The largest of 
these is near Cross lake. It is 1,095 
feet in length and rises to a height of 
eighty-five feet over the level of the 
water. The copstruction is of the

yards of ballast has been dumped 
into one of these holes, and 70,000 in 
the other, but the track keeps sinking 
as soon as the work of raising them 
ceases. The ground oozes, the sur 
face of the muskeg all around is 
raised a couple of feet, and the ballast 
keeps sliding down. “I think we have 
touched bottom,” said Mr. Harrison, 
“but it will' take a lot of material yet 
before the track is permanent. 
Meanwhile the construction trains 
pass over, while the ties act as if 
they were resting on a rubber cushion.

Mining Possibilities.
The Lake of the Woods country 

has long been before the public as a 
region of mining possibilities. At 
Rennie, just east of where the trans­
continental crosses the C.P.R., Jas 
B. Welsh, a sub-contractor claims to 
have a gold mine on the right-of-way, 
which would show that the metalli 
ferous formation extends farther west 
than was ever expected. Mr. Welsh 
has shown his faith by expending 
some $15,000 on his mine, which com 
prises several shafts, and he is cre- 
dited'-mth having refused an offer of 
$40,WO 'Jor the property. Beyond 
this, however, there has been as yet 
no prospecting for minerals in the 
section.

A Great Camping Ground.
The immediate attraction which 

this part of the country holds out will 
be found, as soon as trains begin to 
run, in its scenic beauties. Lake 
Brereton, north of Rennie, a fine 
sheet, of water three and a half miles 
long, with sand beaches and numer­
ous islands, marks the entrance to 
the lake region. From thence east 
ward you can hardly walk a mile 
along the Transcontinental without 
getting a glimpse of some lake, large 
or small, whose silvery waters glisten 
out of the deep verdure of the sur­
rounding hills. This country has not 
the opulent grandeur of the Rockies, 
but it nevertheless combines adniir 
ably those element of landscape 
beauty, the woods, the rocks and the 
pure water. It has moreover the ad­
vantage of accessibility given it by 
this new railway which can deposit 
the camper and the canoeists any­
where at the edge of waters which 
will- take him, if he chooses, by 
meandering channels, thrmigh rapids 
and over easy portages, to the far 
northern waters of iHudson Bay. The 
true lover of nature—ever a Jealous 
lover—will find here the wild in all 
its tranquility, the unknowh, which 
invites exploration.» The less am-bi 
tious are sure to find also, within easy 
distance of the railway, splendid 
camping grounds in the forests, of 
spruce, jack pine, balsam and birch 
which everywhere surround the water, 
and>he will also be sale from the 
noise and indiscretions of the fashion 
able resorts.

The forests are not without econo­
mic value. Part of this territory is 
under license to Mr .Mathers, who has 
cut tens of thous^pds of ties, and 
there is already a saw mill in opera­
tion near the spot where the railway 
crosses tlfo Winnipeg river. The 
numerous water powers would render 
the establishment of a pulp mill rela­
tively easy.

Nameless Lakes.
Most of the smaller lakes are still 

nameless, but among those which 
skirt the track on the way to the 
Winnipeg rives are lakes St. Clair. 
Green, Cross, Eveline, Marian, Nord. 
Bridget, Rice, Malachi, Otter, Long, 
Fox, Pistol and Gun. AH these 
sheets of water, each several miles in 
extent, abound in fish, pike, pickerel 
and even trout. When it is consid­
ered that they are all connected with 
other bodies of water flowing north­
ward some idea will *be formed of the 
extensive field offered to the sports­
man.

The Winnipeg river itself from this 
point until it falls into Lake Winni­
peg is a noble stream flowing through 
admirable woodland scenery and well 
worth coming a hundred miles to see. 
The advantages which the country 
offers for summer camps are well il­
lustrated by the superb sites which 
the government engineers and the con­
tractors have found for their camps. 
The divisional headquarters at Rice 
lake are particularly well situated.'It 
is to be hoped that the buildings of all 
these camps will be preserved and 
turned to good use after they are

bear is at this season roaming the 
country, taking the liberty of paying 
an occasion visit to the camps. Sur- 
facingcamp No. 6 had just moved east 
of Rennie when the'mes who had just 
knocked off work were1'astounded to 
see a mother bear with her two cubs 
march quietly to the scavenging pile 
near the tent!

Condition of the Line.
At the present time the contractors 

are busy between Rennie and the Win­
nipeg river in the work of ballasting.
In many places the ties are still as 
.they were laid, but sand is being rush­
ed from the pits, and the rails are re­
ceiving what is called the first lift, that 
is they are brought to the level they 
ehould occupy. But as they settle 
down again, two more lifts will be need­
ed, and it is doubtful whether the last 
of these can be given this fall.

The bridge over the Winnipeg river, 
it is expected, will be completed within 
a eoupleydf weeks. Work on the super­
structure was started on the 5th of May, 
and the big span of 300 feet, which- is 
shown in the photograph, was in posi 
tion by the 18th of June. There remains 
only a gilder span of 100 feet to be put 
in place and the steel is here. It is cer­
tain that the road will not wait on the 
bridge, as construction trains are already 
passing over it carrying rails for the sec­
tion to the east, of which I will speak in 
my next letter.

Thie is part of the line over which the 
arbitrators between the G.T.P. and the 
government passed some time ago. The 
photograph shows that the gentlemen 
went to work earnestly and whatever the 
result the public may rest assured that 
thie inspection of the Transcontinental 
was a crucial one.

Surveyors have been at work on a town- 
site at. the Winnipeg river bridge and it 
is probable that before long lots will be 
paced on the market. There is certainly 
room for an admirable Village. It is cer­
tain that as soon as trains begin run 
ning^ regularly the Transcontinental will 
become part of a popular rail and water 
route between Winnipeg and Kenora, 
with this village as the connecting point.
There can be no finer sail than that be­
tween the Grand Trunk crossing and 
Kenora. The Winnipeg river is dotted 
with splendidly wooded islands, the chan­
nel narrows. or broadens continuously 
opening up the most charming perspec­
tives. Those who have travelled it agree 
that the wealth of natural scenery is not 
surpassed by the far-famed Thousand isl­
ands of the St. Lawrence. At the present 
time the steamer “Kathleen” plies be­
tween Kenora and the crossing, connect­
ing at the former place with the C.P.R. 
trains, both morning and afternoon, so 
that the trip can be taken in one day, 
with two hours for dinner at the Trans 
continental bridge. I have been over the 
route and only regret that I am not a 
poet to do the subject justice.

“Prince Von Buelow besought the em­
peror to permit him to go at once, 
but ii>« majesty, in the warmest terms, 
expressed the wish that the prince 
rei.i4,i:t in office until the finance pro­
posals had been put through the 
reichstag ” Emperor William has 
not yet given consideration to the 
question of a successor to Chancellor 
Von Buelow. The most probable 
choice, however, is Dh7 Von Bath- 
mi'ic-Holhvog, imperial secretary of 
state for the h tutor and vice-chan- 
c filer. He l.:t- teen in close contact 
with the emperor tor some ten years 
as president of the Province of Brand­
enburg, and imperial secretary and 
his personal relations with the em­
peror are cordial. Chancellor Von 
Buelow, who came from the German 
embassy at Rome, 12 years ago with­
out title, to be foreign secretary, wiil 
go back to Rome and live in the villa 
recently purchaser! by him there at a 
cost of $500,000.

PAID NO DUES.

Ontario Government Investigating the 
Conduct of Lumber Co.

Kenora, Ont., June 29—S. Price, 
mining commissioner for the Ontario 
government vested with powers of a 
High court judge to compel the at­
tendance of witnesses, arrived here 
today and will tomorrow commence 
the investigation into the allegation 
that the Keewatin Lumbering and 
Manufacturing company in 1902 cut 
sixty thousand feet of timber from 
an island in the Lake of the Woods 
without proper authority and paid 
no dues thereon to the government. 
Thi^ is not the lumber company now 
doing business under a similar name 
at Keewatin. The object of the in­
vestigation it is presumed is to ascer­
tain who is to blame for not having 
made a report of the cut as- it has 
been admitted by R. A. Mather, who 
was manager of the company at the 
time of cutting, that the timber was 
taken and np dues paid. The first <f 
the irregularity was brought to the 
notice^of Hon. Frank Cochrane, min­
ister of forests, and he has ordered a 
thorough’investigation. R. W. Dance, 
clerk for Mr. Price, arrived here last 
Thursday and -has been securing the 
attendance of witnesses. R. A. Mil­
ler came from Vancouver. Other wit­
nesses include the contractor who cut 
the timber for the company at a price 
per thousand feet. The captain of the 
lug which towed the logs to Keewatin, 
the foreman of the men who did the 
cutting, tl*3 scaler who measured the 
logs, the locql crown timber agent, 
and others. The investigation is 
drawing great interest.

EASTMAN GUILTY.

Was Murderer or Accessory to the 
Crime.

It was a compromise verdict, * s 
four members of the jury refused to 
sign uptil the words “or was acces­
sory to the murder” were added.

There was1 absolutely no evidence 
that anyone other than Eastman 
could- have been responsible for the 
crime.

The final theory of the aut-horitie. 
is that Eastman was in need if 
money, that he was probably getting 
money from Mrs. Woodhill for some 
time, that he undoubtedly knew 
something of her past life, and had 
been blackmailing her, that he at­
tempted to continue this practice, 
and the woman rebelled, intimating 
that she, in turn, had found out 
things about Eastman, and if driven 
to it would expose him.

Suggests Alberta, Mekowan or St.
Mary’s for Southern Stream.

Lethbridge, June 26.—Lethbridge 
on the Alberta River ! How does this 
sound ? The Board of Trade is of 
the opinion that it is an improve­
ment, and at its regular meeting at 
the Alexandra at noon yesterday de­
cided to bring all the influence it 
could muster to induce the. depart­
ment to have the name changed from 
the Belly' to the Alberto. The choice 
lay between St. Mary's, Mokowan and 
the Alberta.

All the boards of trade or councils 
where there is a board will be asked 
to co-operate in the effort, as will 
also the Alberto government and the 
associated boards of trade. During 
the discussion it was brought out 
that the Saskatchewan has a river 
bearing its name, although it rises in 
Alberta, and although Alberta does 
not begrudge any honor attached, 
still Alberta should have a distinctive 
name for one of her rivers.

A. Buchanan, M.P.P., E. U. Rylands 
and others offered suggestions regard­
ing the matter, which the board de­
cided to follow.
