impossibility of following the tradi-
tional army-practice of giving clasps
for each special action is very obvious
when it i considered that on the
Western front alone eight-two full-
pledge battles, officially recognised as
such were fought. And this perfectly
reasonable method of assessing a “bat-
tle” as an enzagement of strategic im-
port, in which about 50,000 troops were
concerned, necessarily omits innhumer-
able flerce and deadly minor affairs,
far more serious than some historic
battles of the past. It would have
“counted out” for instance, Agincourt.
The difficulty in fixing official means to
all these battles of the Great War has
been considerable, owing to the size of
modern actions and the many titles
given to the same action, which each
unit naturally believed fervently to
centre on a different point. Officially
the three great battles, subdivided in-
to three, four, and eight seperate bat-
tles each respectively. There is no of-
ficial recognition of Givenchy, where
the Lancashires did so gallantly but
it is apparently included in the Battle
of Bethune. But it is rather a pity we
cannot hope to see some bold regi-
mental sergeant major strutting with
eight-two clasp “up.”

PROMOTION FROM THE RANKS.

A further step in the direction of
democraticing the Army is to be made
next year by the Army Council, which
‘has decided to open a new cadet school
for men in the ranks recommended
for commissions. The location of the
new establishment has not been fixed,
but certain preliminary details of the
scheme have already been settled and
communicated to the various com-
mands. It is intended to have the
school working next April, and to pro-
vide places for the first year's train-
ing for sixty men. Rankers_;eligible
must have served for six months as
unpaid lance corporals or in similar or
higher positions, and must be recom-
mended by their commanding officers.
The training will be for a period of
narmally twelve months, and on satis-
’ factorily passing a prescribed examin-
ation at the end of the time the candi-
date will receive a commission as sec-
ond lieutenant. For the first year men
will be received up to 24 years of age,
but the age limit in the second year
will be reduced to 23, and in the third
and subsequent years to 22.-The high-
er age in the first instance has been
decided upon so as to give men who
have served in the war the opportunity
of promotion. The number of cadets re-
ceived in the school after the first year
will be determined by the requirements
of the service. By the scheme the rank-
er who enlists early will thus have
the definite prospect which he has
hitherto been:rdenied of passing to the
highest positions in the Army.

studied mathematical science at the
University of Cracow. From there he
went to Bologna, at the age of 23, to
study canon law., He / receiyed his
Doctor’s degree in canon law at Fer-
rara in 1503. < Apart from his studies,
in 1522, he produced a scheme to re-
form the currency.

He completed the main lines of his
great work, “De Revolutionibus Or-
bium Coelestium” at Heilsburg. He
firgt published a brief popular account
Lof his ‘Work. explaining his theories
in simple language.
