Cleremont, Daniels & Co.
We copied last week a despatch 

the Montreal correspondent of the 
Hamilton Times to the effect that the 
business carried on by Cleremont,Daniels 
<6 Co., of that city, was a swindle, and 
that the Postmaster there had stopped 
their letters. It seems that this para­
graph was untrue, that it did them seri­
ous wrong, apd in justice to them we 
copy the following explanation and con­
tradiction of the statement from a Mon­
treal paper :—

A representative of this journal called 
upon Cleremont, Daniels & Co., at their 
premises, on Notre Dame street, this 
morning,with reference to whom a notice 
appeared in yesterday’s issue. They 
state that they are doing a perfectly legi­
timate business, having merely set on 
foot a dollar store, of which, in lieu of 
being simply available to the residents 
of the city, in which they have five 
agents, advantage can be taken in all 
parts of the Province, as well as the ad­
joining Provinces, as it appears their 
agents are scattered over a wide space of 
country. They explain that they sell 
certificates, not with a view to profit, for 
the receips from this source are con­
sumed in the payment of incidental ex- 
penses, but as the simple guarantees that 
the goods will be paid for when sent to 
their destination.

They exhibited their books account­
ing for the transmission Of goods, and 
mentioned that they had been subjected 
to considerable loss through their 
changes of location while doingimsiness 
in the city. They did not register the 
firm until last Saturday, when, their re­
gistered letters being refused delivery on 
this account, they complied with this 
formality, having been previously ignor­
ant of its necessity ; their letters were 
stopped for half a day, and since then 
no interruption has occurred. They 
denied having been engaged in a similar 
business in any portion of the United'

The Hazle Shooting Case.
EXAMINATION BEFORE THE PO­

LICE MAGISTRATE.

Wednesday, Aug. 26.
John Hazle wes brought before the 

Police Magistrate to-day on the charge 
of feloniously and unlawfully shooting at 
and wounding with intent, and with ma­
lice aforethought, to kill and murder 
Daniel Hurley and Mary Calver on the 
evening of the 15th of August.

Mr. Peterson, County Attorney, ap­
peared for the Crown. The prisoner had 
no counsel. He pleaded not guilty.

Daniel Hurley was first examined, and 
stated in a circumstantial way that he 
was on that evening walking on the 
track on the W. G. * B. Railwajrm com­
pany with Mary Calver. Heard » no:V 
behind him, looked back but saw no one. 
Walked on a little, then heard the noise 
eloser, and saw it was a man. Stepped 
to one side to let him go past. He kept 
running till he came np to us, then 
stopped all of a sudden, and ran np to 
us close enough to see ns, to st<. who 
we were. Then all in amomenthe fired at 
me. Hurley described howhe was struck. 
Heard 3 or 4 shots immediately after he 
was shot. He shot at Mary Calver im­
mediately after he shot at me. I then 
turned and walked a little distance to­
wards my house. After he fired the 
third shot I think Mary Calver fell, and I 
then thought I would go home and re­
port the matter. Did so. Recognize 
the prisoner as the man who fired the 
shot at me. Prisoner was quite close to 
me, nearer than he is now to me (a few 
yards). Am satisfied prisoner is the man 
who fired at me.

Mary E. Calver, next sworn, gave the 
same evidence about walking up the 
track on the evening in question. She 
also described Hazle’s approach. Saw 
the pistol he fired at Hurley in his hand.

Care of Cattle.—Cattle need special 
attention now, as pastures get reduced, 
and f .ivd becoming scaioe, they grow thin 
and cèase to yield milk abundantly. 
They should be kept in well watered, 
shady pastures, when allowed to run out, 
or in cool, well ventilated stables, with 
plenty of pure well water at their service. 
In either case, the value of sown fodder 
crops will become apparent, none of which 
is hotter than corn, sown in drills and 
frequently horse-hoed. Many farmers 
are now following this method of supply­
ing summer food, hut thousands have 
never tried it, even on a small scale. Do 
not neglect thorough brushing, combing 
and rubbing down of all horses, and such 
cattle as are stabled constantly. Labor 
thus invested will -pay a handsome re­
turn in time. Salt should be placed, in 
large lumps, where animals can lick it at 
their pleasure ; notwithstanding all the 
theories against its use, practice has 
found it to he of inestimable value to 
live stock.

The firm state that 
they deliver goods from six specified 
dates in each year ; and that they have 
been'delivermg since April 22nd.

On the con­
trary, when I drew his attention to a 
family whom I did not think sufficiently 
clean, he immediately had them iemoved 
to a separate apartment. Every day the 
doctor visited the passengers# and order­
ed beef tea for those who required it. 
When we reported the negligence of tho 
stewardess in reference to two men who 
were sics before ocroing on board they 
were both removed to the hospital, ,where 
they had the best of everything, and 
more delicacies than they knew what to 
do with. On the outward trip I arranged 
with a lady passenger that we would in 
turn pay the cook for the privilege of 
making our own coffee, and the whole 
amount thus paid was only 91 each.
