Vienna, August 9.—In an inter­
esting article entitled “Impressions 
of a Physiological Analyst in Lon­
don,” which he contributed to “Im­
age,” a scientific review, Dr. A. 
Maeder, of Zurich, divides the wo­
men of English into two classes, 
which are represented by the ex­
tremes of the masculine and the 
doll-like types.

“The first may be immediately 
recognized,” he writes, “by the 
build, which shows masculine 
traits, the face being angular with 
something rough about the fea­
tures, while the gait has something 
disagreeably decided, energetic and 
heavy.

Processes of wind-aw cleaning: -Such 
being the metho-d of handling a win­
dow. 1 tremaj-ns to consider the pro- 
oesises involved in its cleaning. Re­
move, or push away all draperies. 
Take down or roll the shade to the 
top; and brush the blinds as far as 
possible. The field being so cleared 
for action, dust (fiirst, better with a 
cloth than with a brush. Then wash. 
T-he neceesiity of rinsing will depend 
on fh% mthod employed in cleaning. 
Drying and polishing follow- If the 
drying of the panes is done with much 
force, there may not require further 
polishing- For the sashes, polishing 
will probably include otiing. You may 
have to go back to wipe dry the sashe-s 
if they need to be left to soak in oil.

Cloths: For dustaing use a cloth soft 
and rough in the sense of wooly, not 
rough to feel. This does not mean 
WOO.1 ; for flannel is expensive, hard to 
wash, an-d gets hard itself. Cheese­
cloth, medium grade, and unbleached, 
is about -the best.

F-or washing, wool holds the most 
moisture, but takes it slowly. Linen 
takes quickly, and holds fairly well- 
Old linen is good, old table linen, for 
example. But linen is rather too val­
uable for medical purposes to use this 
way. Old cotton, o>ld sheets are good,

If not so old a® to be linty. Old un­
derwear (gauze undc-rvests) make very 
go-od cleaning cloths. (Say “cloth®, ’ 
not “rags” to a ma-ld. It engenders 
(more respect for the article, and is 
likely to secure for it greater care.)

Absorption Is t-he point to be con­
sidered in a drying cloth. If it had 
not a higher value, linen would be the 
fabric par excellence for this- Cheese­
cloth is very good- For polishing Cham - 
ois is fine, but -expensive, and one must 
know how to wash it. Newspapers do 
excellent polish-ing.

Methods : Consider the kind of glass, 
the weather, and thé temperature, then 
choose that method which best satis­
fies these conditions at the time.

Use of water: Make it a rule to use 
as little as possible; never enough to 
run. That piles up rubbing for you. A 
damp chamois does excellent work for 
cleaning. Many people ut-e three 
chamois-.

Ammonia : On fine plate glass win­
dows, clear water, preferably tepid, 
may be used with advantage- Hot wa­
ter evaporates too soon, and cald wa­
ter woes not -attack grease. A little 
bit of ammmia is safe and acts much 
quicker on the windows. Being an 
alkali, it will cut the grease. Being a 
volotil alkali, it would evaporate in 
hot wafer.

O. L—There is usually some Internal 
cause for dark circles under the eyes— 
anaemia, lack of sleep, eye strain or 
dissipation of any kind. Sometimes 
the trouble is hereditary. If they are 
caused from some internal trouble the 
treatment cannot be permanent while 
the cause exists. Bathe the eyes fre- 
quntly with cold water and use fric­
tion. A weak salt water is also good 
for bathing the eyes. Make the water 
about as salty as tears. At night 
gently massage under the eyes with a 
good skin food, being certain that you 
do not press on me eyeball. Then fill 
in the hollows of the eyes with the 
skin food. In the morning bathe the 
eyes with a gqod eye wash. I shall be 
glad to send you the skin food and 
eye wasfi if you will send me a stamp­
ed ad-dressed envelope.

ETTBLEDE: Do you wear tight 
hsoes, tight collars, or other tight 
clothing? This is‘sometimes the cause 
for a red nose. Do not eat rich, spicy ; 
foods, avoid sudden changes in temper­
ature, do not drink tea or coffee. The 
condition of the nose depends upon ; 
the digestive organs and the general 
health of the person, and if it is in­
flamed or red, a permanent cure can 
only be affected .by improving the- 
general state of health.

MRS. B. K.: Children with large or 
prominent-ears should sleep in ear caps 
made from various lengths* of wide 
tape sewn together to form a little cap 
coming down well over the ears and- 
tied under the chin. Even in after 
years this disfigurement can be much 
reduced by sleeping in a cap of this 
sort.

G. L. B.: Great care must be exer­
cised in the choice of skin food. One 
must be secured which, while nourish­
ing the skin, -will not in any way en­
courage the growth of superfluous 
hair, nor make the skin greasy during 
the day, and before applying it the 
face and neck should be gently sponged 
over with warm water, into which a 
few drops of tincture of benzoin have 
been shaken.

BABY’S MOTHER : Frequently
prickly heat appears because the child 
is too warmly clothed. The little 
bright red spots which you see are the 
heads of the stopped up sweat glands. 
When they appear the child should be 
put in a warm bath, and when dried 
powdered freely. If this preparation is 
freely used after her ordinary baths it 
will be good as a preventive. Clothe 
her lightly. Flannel and woolen mix­
tures are too irritating to the tender 
skin when in. contact with it, and either 
linen or silk should be worn next to it. 
You must be careful in feeding the 
child that she is given her food regu­
larly, and not allowed to eat between 
meals. Her diet should be light and 
easily digested, and her bowels must be 
well regulated,

H. L. B.: Exercise is one of the best 
methods of flesh reduction about the 
hips and waist. There is no need of 
any new exercises. Those of which I 
have so often told you are as good as 
ever. The standing straight and 
stretching the hands and arms up over 
the head as far as you can and rising 
on the tip toes, putting everything on 
the stretch, and then bending over at • 
the waist and touching the floor if you 
can with the finger tips. The rollers 
made of wood which are made for 
massage will reduce flesh if persis­
tently used. They should be applied 
with good pressure, for that is the way 
to reduce the tissues,

F. L. : When selecting a face pow­
der. be eur© that yo-u get a good grade.
I think a good grade of rice powder 
about the best for the face- Powder 
is -harmless if it is allowed to stay on 
the fac-e overnight. The face should be 
cleansed thoroughly each night before 
retiring, so as to get all the dirt out 
of the pores. If one would only do
