THE BAPTIST CONVENTION.

Most of the Day Devoted to Homo Mis- 
sions—A Scarcity ol Preachers.

TORONTO, Oct. 20.—After an hour's de­
votional exercises led by Rev. E. D. Sher- 
man, of Eden. Rev. Dr. Thomas, president, 
took the chair, and the Baptist Convention 
went into session for its second day s work. 
There were more than 300 present.

Rev. T. P. McEwen, secretary of the home 
missions, submitted the annual report in 
connection with that branch of the work. 
Touching references were made to the 
deaths of Thomas Lailey and Wm. Craig, 
sen. The report stated that it is now the 
policy of the board that no church shall be 
erected until two-thirds of the cost is 
provided for by cash or bona fide 
subscriptions. This, it is hoped, will 
do away with the endless debt and 
constant appeals, of which they had had so 
much recently. During the year chapels had 
been built at Moore Center, Bay View, 
Drummond, Bellerica and Bancroft, and 
others are in course of construction at 
Claremont and Doe Lake. Parsonages had 
been built at Almonte, Windsor and }ullar- 
ton. A dozen places could be mentioned 
where organization was either desired or 
considered, but the board would not recom­
mend such organization when such a step 
meant a hopeless search for another pastor 
or the outlay of hundreds of dollars from 
the mission funds. There are self-sup­
porting as well as mission churches that lor 
weeks and months have prayed for a 
pastor, but none has come. Only three 
churches had been organized, Wendecker, 
Weidman and Dempsey. Barrie, Mount 
Forest, Parkhill and McGillivray have de­
clared themselves self-supporting, and 
Fenelon Falls lias almost reached that 
point. Over 170 churches are now receiv­
ing aid from the mission fund, and of these 
only four have failed to respond to the call 
for help. The contributions of mission 
churches had advanced32 per cent, over 1890. 
Contributions from the Sunday schools have 
been greater than in other years. The 
baptisms reported in connection with the 
mission churches number about 900. The 
women's societies east and west have ren­
dered generous help. The board is im- 
pressed with the conviction that steps must 
be taken to increase salaries of home mis­
sionaries in order to render them a living 
support.

Officers of the Home Mission Board were 
elected as follows- Wm. Lailey, Toronto; 
Geo. Matthews, Lindsay; Rev. P. C. Parker, 
Toronto, and Rev. Ira Smith, London. I he 
home mission report was unanimously 
adopted..

Mr. John Stark, treasurer of the home 
mission fund, read the financial statement. 
The total amount expended during the 
year in spreading the gospel had been 
$21,730 and the amount received $19,271.

Rev. G. B. Davis of Windsor, read a 
paper on “The perils and prospects of 
home mission work." The great thing 
that they wanted was men. While a great 
deal had been done by the intermittent 
service of students on the field, and this 
was the practical part of their training, 
there should be more permanency on the 
field. There was a danger of doing too 
little evangelization. There was a peril in 
the kind of men they were to employ. The 
power of the school and the press was over- 
looked as factors in the extension of the 
work. The inflexibility of their methods 
was another danger which they should 
avoid. During the last fifteen years the 
progress in Canada had been from 46,000 to 
78,000, or a net increase of 2,000 a year. 
The Michigan Baptists, who had com­
menced about the same time as Ontario, 
had only increased 728 in a year. The 
Baptists were a race to stand the progress 
of civilization. After examining the 
progress made by other Baptist bodies on 
this continent, be believed that the On­
tario and Quebec convention was ahead of 
them all, but there was much yet to be 
done.

Rev. Alexander Grant, formerly of Lon­
don, gave an address on "The policy to be 
pursued in regard to churches long de- 
pendent on the board." He said he be­
lieved mission churches were doing more

The attitude of the Parnellites, he said, 
was equivalent to a declaration that they 
would rather sell Ireland into slavery for 
another 700 years than bow to the call of 
the Irish people.

3 men and but 11 men in 1858. This year 
they had raised $19,000 for missions. In 
less than seven years they had more than 
doubled their receipts. He would emphasize 
the importance of appointing general mis- 
sionaries. No delay should be made ir. 
waiting for fields of limited operation tr 
open up. They should employ themselves 
wherever there was a field, even if it were 
an unexplored and hitherto unoccupied 
field.

It was decided to take up a special col 
lection on Thanksgiving Day to wipe out 
the $1,700 home mission debt.

"The church and the home as factors in 
home mission work" was the next paper 
read by Rev. D. Grant, of Montreal. Rev. 
W. Hartley, of Guelph, who chose for his 
subject the broad question of "Home Mis 
sions," said what the field wanted was 
earnest, consecrated and educated men. A 
price should never be put upon a man. He 
would like to know how they were going 
to put the Apostle Paul in valuing God’s 
ministers. The men do not work one-halt 
as hard as the women; if they did there 
would be no difficulty about financial 
affaire.

The French Tariff Committee decided in 
favor of a proposition to impose a duty of 
25 francs per 100 kilos on' salted meats of 
all kinds, including pork, ham and bacon, 
instead of one of 20 francs, which the 
Chamber of Deputies had passed.

An Ottawa dispatch says most of the 
men who were out at Bronson & Weston’s 
returned to work this morning, and the 
whole mill was put into full operation. All 
the mills are now going again and no more 
trouble is anticipated this fall.

There are symptoms of serious trouble on 
the Gatineau Valley Railway. Many of the 
laborers and mechanics who have been 
working on the road claim that they bavo 
not been paid for four weeks and threaten 
to strike. There are same 400 men work­
ing on the road.

The boycott against tho wholesale firms 
of Wheeling, W. Va., declared by the 
Warehousemen’s Union and indorsed by 
the Ohio Valley Trade Assembly, went 
into effect, and will be prosecuted by every 
class of organized labor, who will withdraw 
patronage from all retailers who patronize 
the Wheeling wholesalers, who refuse the 
demands of the striking warehousemen. 
The merchants say they will have no trouble 
in filling the places of the strikers. The 
wholesale men claim the strike is unreason­

In cases of church 
quarrels he would cut off the supplies right 
straight, and not even give them porridge 
and milk. Speaking of training students 
for the ministry, he said that if he had a 
good piece of hemlock he would plane 
it off and nail it up to stand the 
blast of time, but he did not think 
it necessary to ornament and polish 
these young students in order to send 
them into the mission field. He would 
give more for a good solid young man filled 
through and through with the power of 
God than another young man loaded up in 
modern philosophy, ethics and science. He 
did not wish to deprecate the educational 
training among their students, he wished 
he himself had more of it, but there was 
such a thing as stuffing too much of this 
routine knowledge into their young preach- 
ers. Every young man who came along 
had to take such and such a course before 
he was equipped and the system seemed to 
be now-a-days that every student who came 
along, whether ho be a Maud 8. or a 
Clydesdale, had to be trained to go in 2:10. 
What they wanted was good solid men. 
Before sitting down he hinted that the 
faculty at McMaster were very anxious to 
have their gradutes placed in choice city 
pulpits.

Mr. Grant’s address was followed by tre­
mendous applause, but before the cheering 
had ceased Rev. James Coutts rose to re­
pudiate some of the statements made by 
Rev. Mr. Grant. The delegates had cheered 
some of Mr. Grant’s remarks, he said, and 
he had joined in some (of the applause, es­
pecially when Mr. Grant admitted that he 
wished he had more education.
