Recipe for Rose Jar.
Dear Miss Grey: How is a rose jar 

made? A READER.
A.—Once more I give this recipe. 

Gather rose petals when they are per­
fectly dry, and pack in a jar in layers 
two inches deep, sprinkling two table- 
spoons salt over each layer. When 
jar is full, put in a dry, dark, cool 
place for a week. Then turn the con­
tents of jar out on a large platter, 
mix and toss together until entire 
mass is loosened. Then mix thoroughly 
with the following: One-half ounce of 
violet powder, one ounce orris root, 
one-half ounce heliotrope powder, one- 
half ounce rose powder, one-half tea- 
spoonful each mace and cloves, one- 
quarter teaspoon cinnamon, four drops 
oil of roses, ten drops oil chirts, twen- 
ty drops oil melissne, twenty drops of 
oil eucalyptus, ten drops bergamot 
and two drachms alcohol. When well 
incorporated pack in a clear jar, cover 
and set away to ripen. In two weeks it 
will be ready for rose jars and will 
keep for years if kept covered.
