As an indicatlon of the in-
fluence exerted by the passage of this
resolution and the power of moral
suasion held by Mr. Smith over his
students and friends, there were but
three dissenting votes in the Minne-
apolis church and one in the Duluth
congregation. In fact, Mr. Smith _is
rapidly becoming known as the
“Mother Eddy of the Middle West.”
How 8chism Started.
The inception of this schism came
with the filing by the board of di-
rectors of the mother church charges
against Mr, Smith, Dec. 3, 1910, the
very day of Mrs. Eddy's death, 26 af-
fidavits in all were filed with the board
against him, and the date of trial was
set for Jan. 9, 1911. He asked and
obtained an extension until Feb. 20,
at _which time he presented to the
board 181 affidavits in his defence, in
additlon to appearing in person.
Personally Mr. Smith was exoner-
ated of the charges. But—and here
was the Important point made by Mr.
Smith when annoupcing his  with-
| drawal from the mother church — he
was at the same time requested and
“admonished” not to teach any more
| classes until he was ready to do so in
| conformance with the theories of the
| board. Owing to the peculiar organ-
lization of the church since the death
of Mrs. Eddy, the “admonition” of the
board is law. There is no appeal from
its decision.
Hence, as Mr. Smith pointed out in
an elaborate letter to his students and
friends setting forth his reasons, ma-
terial and spiritual, he had no alterna-
tive but to practice doctrines that were
repugnant to him and remain in the
church, or follow the dictates of his
conscience and resign. He chose the
latter course.
