Hugh Walpole was the subject of 
study at Saturday night’s meeting of 
the University Women's Club held at 
the Arts Building, Western University. 
After a brief but intensely interesting 
account of the life of this distinguished 
man of letters, given by Miss Skelton. 
Miss Mary Macpherson undertook to 
give a critical paper of his works, 
which proved not only entertaining but 
exceedingly instructive.

During the course of her critical 
study of Walpole, Miss Macpherson 
read brief passages from his works to 
illustrate his style, mentioning the 
three groups under which his works are 
classed: Studies in place, including the I 
“Golden Scarecrow," "The Wooden 
Horse," and the "The Gods of Mr. 
Perrin"; Prologues, including the "Pre­
lude to Adventure" and "Fortitude"; 
and the Rising City, including "The 
Duchess of Rex," the "Green Mirror," 
the "Secret City," the "Dark Forest," 
"Jeremy," the “Wooden Horse" and 
"The Thirteen Travelers," this latter 
group of books showing the struggle 
between the old aristocracy and the 
new democracy.

The speaker referred to the author’s 
habit of using the same characters in 
different novels, without making any 
attempt to have them grow up in se­
quence. She also pointed to his very 
happy faculty of catching just the right 
word or phrase to set a picture vividly, 
and concluded with the thought that 
Walpole showed promise of even much 
greater achievement in the future.
