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warnINDIANS. BURGLARS AT WORK.

The presence in the city of professional 
burglars, adepts in their unlawful 
calling, was made an established fact yes­
terday morning by the discovery that a 
skillful and systematic attempt to burg­
larize the office of Mr. Henry Saùnders, 
Johnson street, had been made, early on 
Sundav morning. The plan of the burg­
lar or burglars to blow up the safe wk>h 
contained in all between $800 -i 
$1,000, was well planned, and had me 
safe been of the ordinary thickness 
would doubtless have been successful. 
An entry was made, it is supposed, at 
about two o'clock on Sunday morning; 
the intruders scaling the fence from the 
lane which runs along the side of Mr. 
Saunder’s establishment. Having gained 
admission to the yard, the back door, 
which was secured only with a bolt, was 
easily pried open with a “jimmy,” the 
marks of which can still be seen on the 
door. Between the shed and the main 
store, another door, proved an obstacle 
easily overcome. It was fastened with a 
spring lock, from the inside; and it was 
but easy work from the outside to reach 
the hand through one of the broken glass 
|»nels, and slide back the catch. 
Once in the store, the burglars evidently 
went straight to business. The lights had 
all been turned out, and the electric light 
which usually illuminates the front of the 
store had also ceased to shed its radians 
through the windows. There was no 
danger of being seen from the street 
either by the police or passing pedestrians, 
and so the burglars had little fear of dis­
covery. They entered the o&ce and com­
menced work upon the safe, one of Hall’s, 
Cincinnati, manufacture. A hole was 
drilled through the side, at about six 
inches from the floor and six inches from 
the front, just where it would be supposed 
it would come between the outside and 
inside doors. Then bags of oatmeal, placed 
in large sacks, were carried in from the 
store and piled about the safe-, to deaden 
the noise of an explosion. Dynamite was 
then placed in the hole drilled, and ex- 
>loded, but the result was not what had 
>een expected. The hole had been 

driven into instead of between the 
doors of the safe and consequently had 
not the effect desired. Had the safe been 
of the ordinary thickness there is no doubt 
but that it ' would have given way, but 
being a trifle thinner, the would-be rob­
bers were thrown out of their calcula­
tions by about half an inch. After 
rummaging through the store, without 
finding any money which they could ap­
propriate, the burglars left presumably by 
the same way as they entered. One of 
Mr. Saunders’ clerks was sleeping above 
the store, but heard nothing of the explo­
sion, so well tad all precautions been 
taken. The jar was felt and a slight 
noise heard, however, in the Colonial Ho­
tel, next door. The case was placed yes­
terday in the hands of the police, who are 
doing their best to discover the burglars. 
They are evidently old hands, cool and 
calculating, and thoroughly understand 
their business, although for once they 
were badly disappointed.

THB EXCLUSION OF HOMEOPATHIC 
PHYSICIANS.

To the Editob:—A bill is again before

] >athic physicians to practice in British 
1 Columbia. Up to a couple of days ago I 
have had nothing to do with this move­
ment. Three years ago I tried to have 
justice done in the premises, but was so 
thoroughly disgusted with the stupidity 
evinced that I supposed that another 
generation of legislators must come from 
the more enlightened parts of the earth 
before anything better could be expected.
But now a bill providing for their admis­
sion has passed a second reading, all 
amendments voted down, and Tuesday 
named as the time for the final touch, 
and I am asked to help.

Now I hope it is not necessary for me 
to do more than point out that there is 
no country on earth which does not allow 
homcepathic physicians to practice within * 
its territory—even the Hawaiian (Sand­
wich) Islands, where I have lived. Now 
the question-» not upon what conditions, 
but can British Columbia longer afford to 
deny what is conceded by mankind ? 
Surely some conditions can be agreed to, 
and on this point I would say that an 
independent footing is indispensable. It 
should be borne in mind also that the ex­
clusion of homeopathic physicians means 
the exclusion of many would-be settlers, 
who will not come so long as they know 
that in the event of sickness they must 
submit to be blistered and cupped and 
physiced and burnt and other barbar­
isms.

I would also point out that the present 
act is a mockery, as there is no one in the 
council competent to examine homeopaths.

THE MEDICAL ACT.

To the Editor :—During the discus­
sion of the Medical-Act by the members 
and others, there seems to be a false im­
pression prevailing, that the medical coun­
cil of B. C. is too exacting in its examina­
tions. I am in a position to know as reg­
istrar and secretary of the council since 
its inception, that the council has en­
deavored in every way to simplify matters 
as much as possible, and the examina­
tions have been of the most practical kind 
in order to deal justly with old and 
young practitioners alike. Anyone look­
ing over the rules and regulations of the 
council will see that the examinations are 
of the most practical character. 
Those who have a knowledge of medical 
education will bear me out^in this respect. 
To say that the council have been too ex­
acting is far from the truth, and the 
following figures will bear me out in this 
particular : In May 1886, when the 
Medical Act came into force, there were 
38 medical men practising in the province. 
Since then, a little over two years and a 
half, twenty-two (22) have asked to be 
admitted to register, and only two out of 
this large number have been refused, 
or in other words, over fifty per 
cent has been added to the number 
of examiners since May, 1886. ' Sure­
ly these figures will satisfy the most 
obtuse on this score. Furthermore, I may 
state that the medical council of B. C. do 
not question a candidate’s degree or cer­
tificate, whether it be from n college in 
New Mexico or from far off 
as he has a knowledge of 
fers to practice. Certificates have been 
presented by candidates from Switzerland 
and Naderland, and were allowed to be 
registered after showing sufficient skill in 
medicine. I question whether any other 
medical board in Canada would have done 
the same. Certainly not the Ontario 
Medical Council

The candidates to which I have referred 
had hardly mastered the English lan­
guage, however sufficient had been ac­
quired to allow the examiners to judge of 
their fitness to practice. In the face of 
these facts can it be said that the British 
Columbia Medical Council are too exact­
ing ? They may be considered exacting 
by those who wish to evade all law and 
regulations on this subject, but certainly 
not by thèse who have any knowledge of 
these matters. With these facts before 
us, the assumption that the members of 
the Medical Council have raised a wall 
excluding others, is not founded on prin­
cipal nor is it carried out in practice. -

There were, I believe, jpleuty of pheasants 
in that district two seasons ago, but they 
have decreased since, whereas on my 
place, although I have shot all the cocks 
I could, but spared the hens, they have 
increased considerably.

To the Editor:—In your article en­
titled “Wanted,” you have drawn public 
attention to the arbitrary manner of 
assessing and valuing property, and to

that the duty of assessing property is left 
to the treasurer of the city, and this gen­
tleman’s multifarious duties precludes him 
from doing justice to this very important 
work, nor should it be expected that one 
person can do it satisfactorily. Though 
you suggest that the corporation should 
have an expert specially named for this 
purpoM, would it not be preferable for 
the city board to have three experts 
selected from its own members, or city 
men, to value properties yearly and to 
give returns to £he board, who would 
revise the taxation list as a committee. 
It could even give proprietors an oppor­
tunity of appearing before them if they 
had any ground for complaint. This sys­
tem of taxation would, with greater force, 
apply to the assessing of personal property, 
which, at its best, is only arrived at by 
guess work. It would, however, be the 
most impartial way of assessing property, 
and not be left to the decision or caprice 
of one individual. The assessors would 
be paid at fixed rates for every day they 
were engaged in tlivir official duties ; by 
this means property would be valued 
justly and impartially, and would no 
doubt bring a good surplus into the city 
coffers. I have seen this system work 
elsewhere and to give general satisfaction.*
