Opposition.

Yesterday afternoon the galleries of
the Legislative chamber were thronged
with strangers, of whom fully one-half
were ladies, all eager to witness Hon.
Uol. Prior's introduction to the House,
He was greeted with hearty cheers as he
entered and these were renewed and
continued when he took his seat at the
desk formerly occupied by Mr, IMdBride:

Legislative Chamber, March 11, 1v02.

The Speaker took the chair at 2:15

p. m. sl .

Rev. Dr, Campbell offered prayer.

Mr. McBride asked the government if
the writ for the by-eleetion for North
Wictoria had ‘been . issued, ‘and if oh
‘when the election would be lbrought on,

Hon. Mr. Prentice said the election
would be brought on as soon as possiple.

The clerk of the iHouse read the re-
turn to the writ of election for Vietoria
city, announcing the election of [Lit.4Col.
the Hon. E. G. Prior.

‘At this point the Hon. the Minister
of Mines entered.  the House, escorted
by Premier Dunsmuir and Hou, Mr.
‘Wells, and was introduced ro the Speak-
er.  His entry was marked by enthusias-
tic cheers from the government benches,
in which the galleries joined.’

Mr. Martin pointed out an alleged er-
ror in the votes and proceedings of Mare
6, which read:

Mr. McBride moved, seconded by Mr.
Green:

That the House adjourn, for the pur-
pose of ‘discussing the advisability o6f
the ‘production of all telegramsor other
commfnications between the government,
or any member thereof, and any person
or persons, relating to any alterations
in the draft agreement, 13id on the table
yesterday, with. the Canadian Northern
railway company.

Mr. Speaker Pooley: Y must rule the
motion -out of order.” No definite matter
of urgent public importance is disclosed
in the motion, upon which a discussion
can proceed. See decisions, Journals,
1901, pages 52 and 82; May, 240, 826.

The motion was simply one to adjourn
and 'was not worded as in the printed
votes and proceedings.

Mr. Speaker said he had ruled the mo-
tion out of order as it did not show any
matter of public importance.

Mr. Martin held that there was no pres
cedent for such a motion.

DIEBATE ‘ON ADDRESS.

Mr. Hunter said he had no desire to
strike a fallen foe or: humiliating the
victims of such a dreadful calamity as
had efallen the opposition -yesterday.
(Cheers.) He exténded his Wwarmest con-
gratulations to the Hon, the Minister of
Mues, and the City of Victoria in having
secured the services of that houorable
gentleman to assist in carrying out the
reforms and important public works out-
lined in the Speech ifrom the Throne.
“Col. Prior’s election had secured to Vie-
‘toria the building of a transcontinental
rai:way that ‘would make the city jts
‘terminus,-and -add much to its prosperity
and progress. (Applause.) e stood
‘today asioné of the old band of public
Jnen who had composed the Legislature
in A8, and he believed that those pio-
anebr legislators compared favorably with
any that had succeeded. The late Hon.

. P. Booth had been a member of that
assembly, - aud had alwaye maintained
;. the ‘dignify ‘and fairmindedness which

‘had been one of its characteristics.

Continuing, Mr. Hunter twitted Mr.

iMcBride for, deserting his friends, and
his principles, and casting unworthy re-
flections upon, those with whom he had
tbeen associafed . last session. He re-
oalled a division of last session when

Mr. MoBride was glad enough to hold

ofice by the grace of Mr. Joseph Mar-

tin.  For ‘four months ‘at least he had

«drawn his salary by reason of the sup-

port of IMr, Martin, and if he lived up

With " regard ' to _vedistribution, he
rciaimed that :Mr. McBride had on feur

1 0ecasions -voted against the principle of

redistribution, for which he and his fbl-
lowers were 'now  howling.

iMr. McBride had accused the govern-
ment:of neglecting their duty with re-
gard to railway construction. ‘What had
-+ he /done in that ‘connection during his.

tenure of office?

He slated the leader of the opposition
on his claim that he had a following of
22, ‘which had now dwindled to 16, and
in two days more would dwindle to noth-

ing: (ﬁp lause.)

{Mr. McBride had found fault with the
government for having. made no refer-
ence, to:the Chinese  question in the
Speech, yvet he was found supporting Mr.
‘Bodwell, ‘whose ‘famous ‘Chinese . letter,
as published in the New HEra, the speak-
er praduced.

{He wpbraided Mr. MeBride for the
petty,; personal reasons which induced
him to resign hix portfolio, alleging. that
his jealousy of Mr. J. C. Brown w28 one
of the strongest. Why had he not chosen
one of his own party to run against Mr.

"Why had he chosen a friend
and supporter of «Mr. Martin, "for, he,

"Porning his attention to Mr. McPhil-
lips, Mr, Hunter described with amusing
sarcasm that gentléeman’s sentiments re-
garding the relations ' between Great
Britain and the province, which he de-
‘clared were little short of revolutionary.
He reminded Mr. MePhillips of having
voted against the Natal ‘Act.

At this point he was interrupted by
Messrs. McPhillips and Tatlow, and he
reminded them that they were mot in
a packed meeting in the theatre, and
would have to listen to the truth po mat-
ter how unpleasant it might be to tnem,

He aceused Mr. McPhillips of voting
against the principle of rédistribution, al-
though he was howling for it now., -

He showed some of the absurdities of
Mr. ‘McPhillips arguments against the
Canadian Northern railway, showing that
that gentleman knew nothing about the
subject. He proved by figures that if
the contractors. should abandon their
contract after building 20 miles, men-
tioned as a possibility by Mr. McPhillips,
that they (the eontractors) would lose
over $450,000.

He concluded by complimenting the
mover and seconder of the iAddress, and
congratulated the House on the election
of Hon, C: E. Pooley as Speaker.

MR. SMITH (CURTIS.

Mr. Curtis complimented the’ mover
and seconder of the Address as well as
the Premier on his speech, but claimed
that they had not dealt with any of the
real issues ‘before the House.

He doubted the sincerity of the gov-
ernment with regard to redistribution;
and denounced the Canadian- Northern
agreement as one of the most defective
ever brought down by a government.
There was no provision for the protec-
tion of the workingmen. He defended
himgelf for ‘having opposed and voted
against the [Loan Aect of last session, de-
claring that it was not a genuine mea-
sure calculated to secure the building of
the Coast-Kootepay railway.

iHe scored Mr\ﬁﬁanin and other mem-
bers of the opposition for supporting the
government in passing  :the infamous
L0an Act, and went..on to criticise the
'bill in many of its provisions, comparing
them with the Canadian INorthern agree-
ment, which he claimed was still more
defective.

‘He quoted passages from Mr. Martin’s
speech in support of the l.oan 'Act to
prove that the Canadian. Northern cou-
tract was not in accord with that gen-
tleman’s avowed principies,

He' next proceeded to 'compare ‘'the
Canadian Northern' eontract with the
British Columbia Southern deal, -which
had been so severely criticized in the
past... In that case the province nad
given away thousands of acres of valu-

contract.

Taking up section 18 of thg eontract,

he' asked when the railway would be
built, as there was no time limit 1n the
clause. Another fatal omission in the
contract was that there was no right
reserved to allow other rdailways right-
of-way over the land grant of the Cana-
dian Northern, = In the event of the rail=
way going tl_u'qugh 4 narrow pass there
Was no provision as to right-of-way.
It was claimed by the government that
the Canadian Northern would give com-
petition, while ‘the senior ‘member for
riboo had declared that there was no
such ' thing as competition -in Tailway
rates. 'All the more reason why the gov-
-ernment should reserve the right to con-
trol rates. S :

He 'accused Mr. ‘Hunter of iuconsis-
tency in joining hands “with Mr, Martin
ince that gen %man had become a gov-

rier. i

[He ‘blamed Mr. Dunsmuir and Mr.
Martin for having prevented the build,
ing of ‘the WCoast-Kootenay railway. He
would not change his opinion uutil the
government had seeured the building of

a8 a gavernment road. ‘The goverument
was to blame for not haviug arranged for'
building the line with Mr. Bodwell, or
with some other company, for he wished
it understood that he was not advocating
the V., V. & . ‘against other lines.

The 'Oanadian - Northern would ‘trav-
