One Hundred and Twenty Chili­
ans Killed by Troops Dur­

ing Rioting.

Proceedings at Council Meeting 
of an Exceedingly Lively 

. Character.

Victoria. B. (127 Government St.

John Hyland, the well known gen­
eral merchant and. fur .trader of Tele­
graph Creek, at' the head waters, of . the 
Stikine river, who recently arrived in 
town accpippahied, by Mrs, Hyland has 
taken up his qoitihrs at. the Hotel Vic­
toria. k 't,.

Mr. Hy lafchd has .much important bus­
iness to occupy his attention having 
brought down with him some $10,000 
worth of skins afid he has moreover a 
host of personal friends who claim his 
attention, as anypne who knows him 
will Well understand. Nevertheless, 
with unfailing courtesy he found time to 
accord an interview to a Colinist repor­
ter who importuned him for informa­
tion regarding that interesting and iso­
lated district of -whiciy he has become 
a prominent and important factor.

Relating the story of his journey 
down, Sir.', Hyland reports that the 
Stikine river, is still, to a great extent, 
icebound and the water in consequence 
very low—too low indeed, for any form 
of steam navigation, although as the ice 
begins to move out in the main chan­
nel there is passage for craft of light 
draft. .

Taking advantage of the earliest op­
portunity Mr. Hyland and his party 
made the voyag^ down stream to Wran­
gle in a scow bringing, with him his val­
uable merchandise. The sloughs are 
still all blocked with ice and snow and 
navigation will not be possible, he thinks 
for the steamers,-much .before the end 
of the month, • when' the snow will'have 
melted and the depth oiÇ water increased 
This, however; is only the normal con­
dition of things in the locality at this 
time of the year. Mr. Hyland reports

Howard Schwerin, a mining engi­
neer, son of W. F. Schwerin, manager 
of the Pacific Mail Steamship Com­
pany, who arrived Saturday from An­
tofagasta, Chill, on board the British 
ship Inverclyde, in an interview given 
to a Colonist reporter told of tragic 
occurrences during the strike of the 
waterfront workers at the Chilian port.

“About 120 lives were lost during the 
rioting,” said Mr. Schwerin. "That'is 
a conservative estimate. They were 
mostly Chilians, though one English­
man was brutally killed. I think he 
was the only Anglo-Saxon killed. The 
Englishman, named Rogers,. sqn of a 
merchant at Iqulque, was employed by 
the Antofagasta & Bolivia Railway, 
and on the sefcond day of the strike 
some of the mob mistook him for a 
Spaniard who was one of the Volunteer 
guard which had killed many strikers 
on the previous day. Rogers was at­
tacked by The strikers and tried to use 
his revolver: As revolvers sometimes 
do when they are most needed, this one 
refused- to work, and when Rogers 
found his weapon would not work he 
took'to his heels. The strikers chased 
him and'were overtaking him when he 
took shelter in the lo.w doorway of the 
house of a peon, where' he again tried 
to make use of ' his ' revolver, without 
effect. The strikers, who had him at 
bay in. the doorway, began pelting him 
with, stones and he was soon bleeding 
aS a result of wounds caused by the 
missiles. He sank prostrate not far 
from the peon’s door, and the mob 
rushed on to him, literally jumping the 
life from his bruised body under their 
boots. He was already dead when 
one -of the strikers' took a revolver and 
fired it point blank in the face of the 
dead man.

“The rioting, started as a result of the 
attempt of strikers to take .the arms 
from tbs volunteer guard. The strike 
followed the" organization of,the various 
branches of waterfront workers into a 
union, the dock .laborers, lancheros 
employed on lighters, and other work­
ers having left work soon after the 
union was. formed- .The .discovery of 
new-nitrate deposits has resulted in a 
boom at Antofagasta, and1 the strike 
was yell- timed. : 
occurred a number 

•wthei*forelgfiçî» doing business at An- 
tofogasta formed what they called a 
guard qf honor and paraded in the 
plaza, armed with Winchesters - and 
other weapons; The plaza was crowd­
ed with strikers and the geheral popu­
lace. Some of thé strikers, It seems, 
went to where the guard was assem­
bled and tried to take the rifles away 
from some of them- 
at the strikers and about the same 
time the military, which had been 
called out, arrived on the opposite side 
of the plaza, and 
thinking the strikers were firing on 
the populace, opened fire. The strikers 
caught between the two fires, lost a 
number. In all there were about forty 
strikers and bystanders killed when the 
crosp fire was on. ■ The plaza was soon 
cleared, though, end the dead and 

nded were-removed.
“The dead were gathered from the 

plaza into carts and carted out to the 
Outskirts of the city, where they were 
interred en masse in a big pit. Who 
they were their friends did not know 
for many days. I 'believe, though, they 
were mostly -Chilianos, for, as far as I 
could learn there were only one or two 
Spaniards killed other than the natives, 
and the only English-speaking foreigner 
killed was Rogers, who, as I have told 
you, was stoned to death. After the 
plaza was cleared when the first out­
break took place, the lancers came up­
on the scene afid started to clear the 
streets.
were much Worked up over the killing 
in the plaza, arid several incipient out­
breaks occurred within the next few 
days. Any of the metobers of the guard 
of honor who were found outside the 
protection of the troops were killed, and 
it was as a result' of his being mistaken' 
for one of the Spaniards ■ belonging to 
this guard- that -Rogers lost his life.

“The lancers rode up and down the 
streets, and wherever three or four per­
sons were gathered even they were dis­
persed. Every little gathering was 
quickly separated, and many of these 
who persisted in congregating were kill­
ed by the troops. It was estimated that 
in «II 120 were killed during the six 
days of the rioting. Then the Chilian 
gunboats Blanco and Admirante Pratt 
arrived tat Antotageta in response to 
summonses by the authorities, and land­
ing parties were sent ashore to pickett 
the streets. The arrival of the sailors 
ended the rioting, and quiet was soon 
restored.

“Antofagsta is booming. Rig strikes 
of nitrate have been made, and the 
business of Antofagsta is, in conse­
quence, increasing in leaps and bounds. 
Because of the increased business a 
new port is being built named Mexiltate 
about ten miles to the north. The strike 
caused the blockade of much freight on 
the docks at Antofagsta, and many 
ships were delayed. I expect that the 
coming season will be a very busy one 
in Chili.

“When the British ship Inverclyde 
was bound north while in the longitude 
of San Francisco on the date of the' 
earthquake a 'heavy hurricane was ex­
perienced about 5 pun. The storm was 
a very sudden one and very heavy. Cap­
tain King, of the Invercylde, said on 
arrival he thought it was due to the 
San Francisco disturbance. Of course, 
we had not the faintest idea of any dis­
aster having occurred, and the news has 
worried, me very much. I have sent, a 
telegram enquiring about the safety of 
my father, Mr. Schwerin, of the Pacific 
Mail Steamship Co., who was living at 
the Palace hotel when it was destroyed.

Thére'havé 
been quite a number of «applications and 
enquiries from influential quarters' ad­
dressed to myself and others already, 
indicating a numerous influx of these 
visitors in the fall.

“Now what I want to say' is this, 
namely, that I should consider It noth­
ing short of foolishness if these visitors 
should be hampered/- Or discouraged in 
anyway in deference to the mistaken 
and purely sentimental ideas of people 
who have no practical knowledge of the 
country or of the game they are theoret­
ically anxious to protect to the detri­
ment of the province and of the indi­
viduals who make their living there and 
contribute in large proportion to its rev­
enues.

“For these protectionists there is, 
however, an ample., field of endeavor, if 
they are in earnest ; and this lies, not 
in protection from the hunter, but in 
protection from carnivorous wild beasts, 
especially wolves, which infest the 
northprn country and do more destruc­
tion to game -in the course of one win­
ter than all the hunters combined could 
achieve in many years.

“Such is the position with us at pre­
sent and the

per wolf skin ; the Indian is needy ; suf­
fering as he naturally does more and 
more, as civilization advances, by the 
infringement -of the settlers’ interests, he.

“Our Indians are fine fellows and 
there Is no apparent grumbling or dis­
content amongst them now. X am glad, 
however, that thé*, government, in its 
wisdom saw fit to relax the law relating 
to the taking of beaver fur, in a coun­
try impossible to effectually police it 
could only have bad the effect of di­
verting trade into American quarters.

C. P. R. train last week have been cap­
tured. One' man was wounded in a tight 
with the mounted police. .

A despatch from Vernon today says 
that Christie, one of the men arrested 
there, is charged With' being the leader 
of the band of train robbers. He was 
arrested at Grand Prairie, and could 
easily have reached that place from 
Kamloops since the hold-up. Constable 
Simmons arrested him, and Christie 
drew a gun, explaining afterwards that 
he thought Simmons was a bear. Chris­
tie has been missing three weeks from 
his usual haunts -around Vernon, and 
makes no explanation except that he 
was in the-woods during that time.

Believe Christie Innocent
Rossland, B. C-, May 14.—James H. 

Christie, who is under arrest at Ver­
non and who is suspected to be one of 
thé train" robbers, who a few. days since 
held up a C. P. R. train near Kam­
loops, is well known in this city and 
those who know him best do not hes­
itate to say that he is innocent of the 
charge.. Mr. Christie has resided in and 
about Rossland for' the past ten years, 
being a ranchet, prospector and timber 

and has coal, timber and min­
eral interests in different sections of the 
province. Twenty-five years ago he 
was a scout in the Northwest territor­
ies and has always been a typical fron­
tiersman and knows the remote portions 
of the continent perhaps as well as any 
man. In 1889 he, in company with sev­
eral others explored the Olympic moun­
tains in the interest of the Seattle 
press and he and the party with him 
were the first men, white or red, to ex­
plore the wild fastnesses of that rânge. 
He was one of a party that climbed 
Mount St. Elias in. Alaska. In his 
wanderings he has visited the Peace riv­
er country and has been north in Can­
ada as far as «there the surf of the 
cold Arctic beats. against the north­
ern shores.

Jury’s Verdict in Postponed In­

quest on Infant Child of 
Mr. Duval.He suggested

{From Tuesday’s Daily)
The postponed inquest into the cause 

of the death of May Duval, infant 
child of Mr. and Mrs. Duval of North 
Park street, begun January 12, was 
concluded yesterday, when the jury 
returned the following verdict to the 
coroner, Dr. Hart: “We find that the 
child May Duval died as a result of 
natural causes, and from the evidence 
given there is nothing to Indicate that 
the death of the child was due to the 
use of Dr. Steedman’s Soothing Pow­
ders.”

The child died' some months ago, 
after having been given doses of 
Steedman’s Soothing Powders by the 
mother, and an inquest was held.

Not flnditig any poison, 
ho had not made a qualitative analysis; 
this was not necessary. He had failed 
to find anything to indicate the cause 
of the death, biit from , the evidence he 
had heard he .concluded that death was 
due to convulsions, 
not due to the medicine that death had 
resulted.
