theBerlin, Feb. 10.—Great weight is lent 
to the political significance of King 
Edward’s visit in consequence of the 
extended private conference which Sir 
Charles Hardinge had tl$s afternoon 
with Prince Von Buelow. The subjects 
under discussion have not been made 
public, but the fact that the Under 
Secretary of the Foreign Office was 
closeted with the Chancellor is regard­
ed here as highly important, becase it 
indicates that the royal visit is not al­
together a visit of courtesy.

The King sent to Chancellor Von 
Buelow a pair of magnificent bronze 
busts of himself and the Queen.

During the course of the afternoon, 
the King ahd Queen visited the Em­
press Frederick memorial house, after 
which the King, who is displaying the 
greatest interest in the growth of Ber­
lin since his last visit, undertook a 
long auto trip through several dis­
tricts of the city.

The Emperor and King and Empress 
and Queen took part in a brilliant 
court batT in the White Salon of the 
palace tonight. The Imperial Princes 
and Chancellor and Princess Von Bue- 
low, the members of the Prussian cab­
inet, with their wives and diplomatic 
representatives, the leading military 
officials and many prominent in civil 
life were present. The Emperor wore 
the uniform of the Prussian Hussars.
The costume of the Empress was 
white, while that of the Queen was 
pale yellow silk, trimmed with gold.
Dancing was continued until an early 
hour in the morning.

King Edward today enjoyed the dis­
tinction of being the first foreign mon­
arch who has ever been the guest of 
the Berlin municipality.

After the ceremonies at the town 
hall, His Majesty proceeded to the 
British embassy,, wherq the ambassa- \ 
dor, Sir W. Goschen, tfave a luncheon 
in his honor, previous to the repast 
His Majesty received a deputation 
from the British colony in Berlin to 
present him with an address.
King made an important speech, which 
he read from a manuscript. He said, 
among other things :

"The hearty and enthusiastic wel- tion of 
come which the Queen and I have met 
with In Berlin will surely find a grate­
ful echo amongst my people on the 
other shore of the North Sea, and it 
will conduce to a consolidation of the 
friendly feeling between them and the 
German people, for whose culture and 
progress in the realms of art and music 
we all have a sincere.and warm ad­
miration.

A motor boat Vas purchased for 

8700. It is in the charge of„Mr. Shaw 
our farm manager, and has proved 
to be very useful.
