VANCOUVER, Nov. 29.—That the 
policy of the late Federal Liberal gov­
ernment ln discriminating against the 
Vancouver assay office by charging a 
lesser rate to miners who ship their 
bullion direct to Ottawa has beea a 
shortsighted one and has resulted 9n 
both retarding the legitimate financial 
development of this city and in the loss 
of a big annual revenue to the Do­
minion Itself, la the opinion of a prom­
inent Vancouver financier voiced ln an 
interview this afternoon.

It was pointed cut that while the Van­
couver assay office brought consider­
able trade to Vancouver, even under 
present conditions an equalization of 
the rates charged here and at Ottawa 
world mean ar. Immense stimulus to the 
business transacted here and a conse­
quent betterment of the financial status 
of tho city.

"Gold shipped direct from the Yukon 
or from British Columbia to the mint at 
Ottawa might as well be shipped to 
Budapest or Constantinople,” dee 
the informant.

Under the conditions which obtain at 
the present the Dominion falls to real­
ize a handsome profit In seignorage on 
the silver contained ln the bullion. 
Seignorage Is the stamped value of the 
coins minted above the Intrinsic value 
of the ore. I am informed that the 
Vancouver assay Office pays 47 cents 
per standard ounce for silver, If bullion 
was purchased In the course of the year 
running to a value of 910,000,000 a gross 
profit would accrue to the dominion of 
nearly 991,000. That Is to say, providing 
the government minted and coined the 
bullion, and there Is no reason why this 
procedure should not be taken, 
only expense.would be that Involved In 
Insurance."
