London St. James’ Gazette: A party of

They are, in fact, women
sentenced to a lengthened term of impris-
onment for grave offences, who have
elected to go to the French penal colony,
where they will each find a husband in one
of the “conviets of the first class”—that is,
those convicts who have by their good
behavior entitled themselves to a govern-
ment grant of land and obtained per-
mission to marry. An  inspectress
of prisons recently made the
ronnd of the six central female
prisons, and selected the fifty inmates—all
of them desgribed as young and good-look-
ing—who are now going abroad to make a
fresh start in the world. Once out they
will be housed in a religious establishment
at Noumea, managed by a community of
sisters, where baclfelor evnvicts of the privi-
leged class will be permitted to visit them,
and as often as a marriage is arranged the
colonial government will provide the
bride with a trosseau and set the couple up
in housekeeping in a small way. It was
Prince Napoleon who, when he was min-
ister for Algeria and the colonies, intro-
duced this system of convict marriages,
which has given excellent results so far.

testate.” Legal phraseology is not always
| so curt and unadorned; but then English

law has never smiled on bachelors. The
| legislature has even sought to make celi-
| bacy quasipenal: a tax having actually
| been laid unpon the members of this hag-
| less class in the reigns of William TIL
{and Apne. Bachelor dukes (being 25
{ years of age) had to pay £12 10s.
| per annum, *‘common persons ” a shilling
| and others in proportion. Again, in 1785,

bachelors were compelled to pay a heavier
tax on their servants than married folk.
These things, it is true, were done before
Malthus wrote.

English charity, of course, has been
catholic enough to include bachelors in the
sphere of its benevolence. At Bowes, in

orkshire, for instance, there is (or was
quite recently) a fund for the payment of a
small yearly sum of money “‘to two or one
of the oldest bachelors in the township.”
The fund, originally the bequest of some
person whose name has long sin-e been for-
gotten, was gradually reduced by misman-
agement from £60 to £15, which at 3 per
cent., would give 9s a year. So that even
at Bowes a man has no excessive tempta-
tion to shirk what Bacon calls the ‘‘dis-
cipline of hamanity.”
