The reportof the Board of Medical Studies
was adoptéd, raeom_mendingothat an examin-
ation'in general pe.t‘holog e held'in the third
year, an inzedﬂ pathology in the fourth
year. The tute embodying thiz change
was read the first time. /

A report for a Elm for-more effectual
teaching of pass subjects in first and second
years was received. A report was adopted
providing that the number of papers in each
department be settled by the head of that
dagl.emnent in the University and University
College, after conference with representa-
tives of various subjects in iated co.
and also providing that no matricula
studént in any year be allowed to write in
more than two courses. A report embody
ing acourse for the degree of bachelor of
music was received. The report of-acom-
mittee submitting the proposal from the
Canadian Institute of Homaopathy for recog
nition of homeesopathic practice of medicine
in the medical faculty was received.

A report of a committee appointed to con-
sider what portion of land should be set
aside for athletics and the question of sites
for a new building was adopted, which
recommended that the ground in the rear of
the university be set aside temporarily for
additional grounds for athletics, and that
no part of university ground between Col-
lege-avenue and Hoskin-avenue'and Queen’s
Park-road be alienated.

It was resolved that in the competition
for the Blake scholarships in the second and
third years in arts (first and second years in
law) equal importance shall' be assigned to
each of the papers set, and that in constitu-
tional history there shall be two papers, one
for English and one for Canadian history.

Has the Ind itsslf declined in selling value?
Not if we judge by the totals alone. The
value ofsall Ontario farm land in 1883 was
$632,342,500, in 1885 $626,422,024 and in’ 1889
$632,320,483, or almost the same as in 18832
But of courge a considerable area must have
been clea tween 1882 and 1889. I have
been unable to find this acreage stated in the
report,but one may safely assumo that the sell-
ing value of an average acre of farm land has
declined considerably in the seven years.
During the last decade a decreass in farm
values occurred in all civilized countries,
But there is no getting round the significance
of the fact that, ‘despito Ontariv’s share in
‘this general loss, the total valte of Ontario
farm property rose by $100,000,000 between
1882 and 1889 and this, too, during a period
of falling prices for implements.

Of course it would be either foolish or
roguish to ascribe any considerable part of
this gain to anything exccpt the industry
and frugality of the farmers themselves; but
no doubt the enterpriging road-building
policy of Mr. Mowat and the opening up of
new land by railways aided by both
Provincial and Federal Governments have
facilitated farming operations.” If Minis-
torialists say that their high tariff policy has
aided the farmer, I wanu to know why sub-
jection to the higher tariff of ‘Mr. McKinley
would not aid him still more.

Before sub-
stantiating this by authorities who are
réverenced, no doubt, by Sir Richard him-
self, one may remark upon the fal-
lacious nature ‘of a reply sometimes
made to the statement  in the
last sentence. Oh, ves!” it is said,” ** but the
Canadians who conmipose the eéxodus are lost
to Canada, while the people who compose the
exodus from the adjacent States are 'not 108t
to the Republic.” Thisis an evasion of the
point. The point is this—existence in the
American political and commercial union
does not permit an exodus from' the East to
the West; therefore entrance fo the same
commercial union would not stop the exodus
from Onsario. And as the people included
in the exodus from the adjacent ;States are
lost to those States; so the people Bomprising
the exodus from Canada would be equally
lost to Canada undér commercial union.

Through The Boston Advertiser, a rather
conservative journal, we have the following
graphic picture of the desolation which
already reigns over portions of Massachu-
setts, once the settlements of happy and pros-
perous farmers:

“Throughout the State of Massachusetts,
away from the citiés and the large towns
may be met, besides oral reports, traces of
farms once yielding a support to their occu-
pants, but now abandoned. The signs of
former tenancy are to be found in conditions
varying from the indications of recent occu-
pancy to those of a generation or longer ago.
Sometimes the dwelling-house has a look of
neatness, in its white Exinb and green blinds,
not yet yielding much to the weather. The
barns, wagon sheds, eorn-cribs, and other
outbuildings will be blackened, of course,
from exposire of their unpainted surface,
but yet huve in them wear and utility, But
the stillness of a solitude haunts the pla.ce‘
and the sign, affixed to a tree, ‘For Sale,
stirs in the practical observer the suspicious
question, Why?

*The storms of several decades have worn
the paint away. The clapboards are darken-
ing in the weather. The mortar has crumbl-
ed from between the bricks in the chimnies,
so that you see ‘the light of the sky throu§h
the crevices. Some of the panes in the win-
dows are broken. The front door hangs ajar.
The winds sigh through the empty wood shed.
The ' outbmidings, first to:go, are falling in.
Acres of land once cultivated lie around.
The sigh announcing the place as being for
sale is broken and hanging by a ‘single nail,
and the words are almost untraceable.

“‘Another scene will represent a'ruin. The
roof has tumbled in. - The charming prospect
of hill and dale and wobd and setting sun is
now never more to be shut out from the
front  door, where once the busy housewife
may have sometimes glanced, for the-door is
swung far back and gaping on thescene; and
10 one'is there to push it t0.. - At some time
or other the barn fell down, and the- boards
and timbers are romnf from the repeated
dryings and wettings. t is a scene of deso-
lation. The suggestiveness of former tenancy
imparts to it a melancholy, such as a mere
old cellar or the traces'of a stone underpin-
ning do not have. These, too, may be found
sometimes in the midst of lomely woods,
where the trees have grown up in the flelds
formerly plowed and sowed, so that the
owner is already counting on their value at
some lone saw-mill.. But where the' rem-
nant of a frame is standing, it suggests the
farmer’s hopes, the housewife’s counsels, the
plowboy’s whistle, once known here, and
now gone forever.

*Large areas are now offered for sale. The
prices asked for'the land are low compared
with the prices asked for'land in the places
'where ‘the population' is growing.” e
Nothing like that in Ontario, Quebse, the
Maritime Provinces or all Canada.
