PROM PAR CALIFORNIA.

Fine Samples of Wheat and Flour Now In 
Toronto.

Stark Bros., grain and commission mer­
chants, Board of Trade building, were noti­
fied yesterday of the arrival at the Custom 
House here of samples of California wheat 
and flour. The firm told The World that the 
quality of the grain was very fine; compared 
with it the Manitoba product was poor.

The Lack of the House of Belgium,
In respect to fatal coincidences, so far as 

the Belgium Royal Family is concerned, they 
are not only unlucky, but have a specially 
unlucky month. Tbna it was on Jan. 1, last 
year, that the Royal Palace of Laeken 
destroyed by fire. When the Queen of the 
Belgians heard of this she exclaimed that 
the month of January always brought 
misfortune to her family. - In was in 
the month of January that the Em­
press Charlotte, sister of the king of 
the Belgians and wife of the unfor­
tunate Maximilian, who tried to be Emperor 
of Mexico, lost her reason. On Jan. 23, 1869, 
the Duke of Brepant, the son of the King and 
the heir to the Crown of Belgium, died ; and, 
as the Salic law applies in that country,
Prince Baldwin, nephew of the King and 
now also deceased, became the next heir. It 
was in January. 1881.tbat the palace inhabit­
ed bv the ex-Efmpress Charlotte was entirely 
consumed by tire, and in January, 1889, the 
Archduke Rodoinbe, who was son-in-law of 
the King of the Belgians, committed suicide 
at Meyer ling. On Jan. 1, 1890, as already 
mentioned, the Palace of Laeken was burned 
down and a magnificent collection of objects 
of art. of family souvenirs, among which was 
the only portrait of the King’s son that exist­
ed, were destroyed. Finally, on Jan, 25,
1891, Prince Baldwin died.
