Mr. Edmund Wragge informed a World re-
porter yesterday that the date for the opening of
the Belt Line Raflway had been fixed and that
regular trains would be operated from July 30.

“We intend,” said Mr. Wragge, “in order to
popularize the road, torun cheap excursions for
two or three weeks, so that citizens and their
‘families can for a cheap fare sce the road and
the beautiful scenery through which it passes.”
