Miss Willard as a 'Cyclist,

Miss Frances Willard tells us that she
spent twenty-six hours learning to ride
a bicycle in odd ten-minute turns, She
had to be very cautious, for when per«
sons of her age fall it may be a serious
business, In the quiet, asphaltum-pav-
ed streets of Brooklyn the ple see
what Miss Willard means by being very
cautious,  After ten o'clock, when the
parlor lights go out, and the streets are
all but clear of pedestrians, the well-to-
do young women practice learning to
ride the flying wheels, Athletic men
from the gymuasiums, riding schools
and athletic clubs are hired to keep them
from falling, The young women mount
the machines and wabble slong with &
nan on either side dodging after the bi-
cycle to be ready if the women fall,
After a few nights the riders are able to
make long, straight-ahead dashes, but
they are never certain that they will not
Jose their *‘nerve” at any moment, and
dash into a kerb or pitch off their heads,
That is the period when the hired at-
tendants earn their money,for they have
to race like horses to keep up with the
bicyles. A

Now and then, if the practicing is
done at too early an hour, a gang of lit-
tle street arabs will spy one of these ex-
perimenters on the wheel, and, catching
the spirit of the scene, will race after
the wheel with hoots and howls. It
needs but little to disconcert a learner,
and at such times the young women’s
nerves give out entirely, and they dis~
mount, hand the machines to the men,
and walk home, The machine is so un-
ruly with a beginner. 1t plunges so ec-
centrically, it shows such persistence in
falling sidewise, and it demands 8o
much more skill than the girls have got
to keep it upright that many a girl
would give up trying to learn were i’
not that on the next bright day she sees
Bedford avenue alive with wheelfolk,
among whom are many happy girls, fly-
ing along like fairy folk, and looking so

retty and graceful as to get the envy
of ali beholders,—New York Sun,

AMONG MOHAMMEDANS.

An Xsolated aud Cheerless Life—~0Oon~
ditions Which Are Contrary to Nature’s
Arrang
to Romantic English Giris,

Not long ago s Mohammedan who
was studying law in England wooed and
won an English bride. In writing to
his relations to announce and excuse tho
fact, he remarked characteristically,
“Ono’ must have some one to shampoo
one,”

Now let me give an instance that has
come under my own observation.
Mohammedan boy of low rank was left
destitute at an early age. He was
adopted by a4 bemevolent English wo-
man, who devoted her life to work
among the native population. The boy
was thus early cuf off from the sur-
roundings natural to one of his race and
was brought up under Christian influ-
ence, and, to a certain extent, with Eng-
lish habits. In time he was sent to
England to study medicine, and with-
out
steadily and creditably through his
course. He was on good terms wit.h
his fellow students and made many
{riends during his four years’ resid
in the country. One summer he spent
with friends of the lady who had
ed-him, and here he met an Englisn
girl, to whom he became engaged, | It
was arranged that he should go back to
India first and establish himself in fhis
profession, while his promised de
should join him when le had a h
ready for her,

In coursé of time the girl started on
the journey that was 1o take ber to the
man she loved. Among her traveling
companions were many old Anglo-In-
dians, who heard with horror of the
step she was about to take. They told
her of the isolation, the cheerless life
that lay before her,and entreated her to
return to her English friends, But, no ;
she had given her word, and she would
be true to it, She received a mother’s
welcome from her husband’s old friend
and found a comfortable, well appointed
home ready for her. She wanted noth-
ing but her husband’s society, and for
the first few months she told herself her
life was all she ever dreamed it might
be, His adopted mother was always
ready with advice and sympathy, and
she needed no younger companions, as
she bad come from a_small country
town in the west of England, where
ber father was a solicitor, and she b
not, therefore,been used to mnch gayety.

The first hot weather in the plains
tried the bride’s health sorely, and she
heard of the delights of the cool hill
stations with longing. Her husband
thought her unreasonable and selfish to
wish to leave him, and besides their
slender income would not support the
expense of two séparate households for
four or five months of the year,

About this time the motherly friend
died, and now the couple were indeed
alone. The husband, it Is true, had ac-

uaintances whom he met in the exer-
cite of his J)ro{euionnl duties, but these
men he seldom brought home, as they
were not at ease in the soclety of an
Eoglish woman, As time went on his
dutles increased at the hospital to which
he was attached, be was more and more
from home and returned too tired and
aded to be the pleasant companion he
$ad formerly been, His wife grew pale
and listless, and even the birth of her
child failed to rouse her to interest in
life,

She now knew something of what the
term Eurasian implied. And as she
looked at mner dark-skinned infant a
dread and horror of the future she saw
stretching before it mingled with the
tender ynminﬁ‘of a mother's love, It
was plain her health was failing, but
her busband would not believe it, and

reverence to the past. It is mot true
that men and women are equal; that
they both have certain rights is true,
One of the rights belonging equally to
all men and women is,tospeak paradoxi-
cally, the right to be as unequa. to every
other human being as one likes, Woman
is not the equal of man, nor is man the
ual of woman; there is a differ-
ence that they should develop, In the
deyelopment of this difference lies the
germ of a more perfect society. ‘Women
should not try to be counterfeits of
them. What is there lovely about a
masculine woman or admirable in a
feminine man?’ Dr. Adler spoke with
cousiderable vigor of the ition taken
by some of the women su ragiste who
talk of ‘*‘emancipating” woman, as
though she bad been a slave, “It is
true,” said he, ‘‘that man is stronger,
and could abuse woman 1f he would.
