The re­
cipient of the communication is in­
vited to go to some out-of-the-way 
place in the United States, where he 
may see a sample of the counterfeit 
notes in question. This “sample" 
is a real bank note, and the dupe 
sometimes agrees to part with good 
money for a package of the same. 
By a sleight-of-hand proceeding 
which is made easy by the necessity 
for secrecy which is impressed on 
the victim, the package which he 
thinks he is to get remains in the 
possession of the other party, and 
he finds out latter that he has re­
ceived nothing but a bundle of use­
less paper. The swindlers are safe, 
because he cannot accuse them with­
out accusing himself, and they have 
no counterfeit bills in their possess­
ion in any event.

As the men who help the “green 
goods" operator to get rich go into 
the transaction in full knowledge that 
it is iillegal, and with the intention 
of becoming a-iparty to counterfeit­
ing, they are' entitled to no sym­
pathy. They merely serve to illus­
trate the dangers of the get-rich- 
quick ambition, and to emphasize the 
safety of the pathway of honest en­
deavor.
