Among the various recommendations 
iorwarded to the Department of Educa­
tion by the Ontario Education Associa­
tion are the following:— v

That teaching of singing in Public and 
High Schools become a compulsory sub­
ject, and at least a minimum of one hour 
per week be devoted to that subject.

That especial efforts be made to reach 
the rural schools.

At the present time the teaching of 
singing in the public schools of Ontario 
is almost an unknown factor, with the 
exception of a few of the principal cities 
and towns. In the rural districts of 
Ontario it is practically lacking altogether j 
as there are only two known cases, 
namely, four schools in Downie township 
under the supervision of Mr. II. PL Illing­
worth, and two near Leamington, under 
the supervision of Miss McKenzie.

Midsummer Examination Dates

Because of the change made by the 
Department of Education in the time of 
the midsummer examinations to be held 
this year, Hon. H. J. Cody has issued a 
statement as to the dates the results will 
be made kuowu. He said that the public 
probably would not fully realize the tact 
that the change had been made and would 
make their summer plans in accordance 
with the dates the results were made 
known in former years. The dates of

the examinations were put off for about 
two weeks in each case this year because 
of the unavoidable interruptions to school 
work last year, chiefly from the influenza 
epidemic, and there will be a correspond­
ing delay in announcing the results as 
compared with previous years. The 
dates of the examinations as announced 
are: Junior High School entrance, July 2; 
Junior Public School Graduation, Juiic 
30; Lower School, July 2; Middle School 
July 11; Pass Matriculation, July 2; 
Upper School and Honor Matriculation, 
June 30.
