SUICIDE.

This week it becomes our duty to
obronicle one of the most pitiful acts
that can be recorded against & human
being—that of self-murder. On Wednes-
day night last, Samuel Eagleson, of this
town, an old man, between seventy and
eighty years of age, took a fatal dose of
« Rough on Rats.” He was in a state
of intoxication and was known to have
taken the poison at the  time. by his
wife snd his step~daughters. Notwith
stapding this fact, and that all night
long he was vomiting at intervals and
otherwise suffering from the effects of
the ?oilon, so much 8o as to require bis
wife's attendance all night, neither a
dostor nor any otber assislance was
called for until the ‘ollowing morning,
when Dr. deBlois, who is attending a
fever patient, named Tidmarsh, lying
ill in the same bouse, made “his usual
morning call. Mrs. Eagleson then told
bim that her husband bad taken rat
poison the night before, but did not
ask him to call in end see him. The
Dr. advised a dose of oil, and this was
all that was done for ‘the untortunate
man, so far as medioal advioe was con-
oerned,until he was dead or dying, after
nearly twenty=four hours had elapsed
from the time of his taking the poison,
when Dr. Dennison was sent for, too
late, of course, to be of any service.
We cannot understand  this cruel
neglect, unless it prooeeded from the
only possible charitable reason we can
think of, that Mre. E. may have been
igoorant of the mortal effect of the
poison,and greatly under estimated the
serious condition in which her husband
was, He being in a state of intoxioa~
tion when he took the poison, may,ina
