Dear :«ir,—As a Priest of the Church of 

England, I beg to express my deep regret 
that a writer with such a reputation as R. 
R. McLeod should be so intemperate in t he 
cause of “ Prohibition and Temperance Re­
form,” as to vilify a branch of Christ’s 
Church, which he calls a 41 weak sister.”

With a long rigmarole of vulgar 
gentleman proclaims to the world that “ the 
Church of England, clergy and laity, may, 
and largely will, stand aloof from the tem­
perance work in our province." But, with 
all his flippant remirks about the church’s 
ritual, and quotations from her prayer book, 
the writer must know that there is not a 
more consistent teacher of true temperance 
than that “ weak sister ” which he treats *ko 
disdainfully.

The Church of England is not in the habit 
of “ tooting her own horn” very much, or 
blowing the trumpet of self-praise, or beating 
the drum of cheap notoriety, or of courting 
popular opinion, but nevertheless for centur­
ies she has been steadily pursuing her way 
in doing the work God has given her to do, 
and experience has taught her that in 
41 quietness and confidence ” her strength 
lies ; and so her faithful children can In­
temperate, and let their “ moderation be 
known unto all men.”

The evening session opened at 7 by singing 
441 Need ^Chee ”

Rev. H. N. Parry read 32ad Psalm, fol­
lowed by Rev. E. E. Locke in prayer. The 
choir beautifully sang 441 Come to Thee,” 
after which the president in a graceful man- 
mer introduced Professor Tufts, of Acadia 
College, who spoke on “ Annapolis county’s 
obligation to Acadia College.” Professor 
Tufts prefaced his remarks by the general 
statement, “ The college needs students, and 
Annapolis county needs the college.” He 
said uo year of the college history had found 
the roll without names of students from this 
county. Of the total graduates of the col­
lege one in every six and a half came from 
this county, and this year the county has one 
in four; one quarter of the graduates for the 
provinces from Annapolis county. He went 
on to explain the reason for this high aver­
age by showing that the valley always had 
good schools and was for years regarded as 
the headquarters cf education. This county 
is the pioneer in female education. The late 
Mr. Fitch brought teachers from the United 
States for the seminary at Clarence and af 
terwards at Paradise. He always felt like 
taking off bis hat to an old sign “ Nictaux 
Academy ” near this spot, when passing it.

We must go back further for a reason for 
this educational bent; we are Anglo Saxons 
of good Puritan blood. The New England 
people settled up and down this valley and 
we have here the same spirit and genius that 
founded Harvard, Yale, Colby, Princetown,
Brown, and other colleges; hence Acadia 
College.

A work so well begun should not be al­
lowed to lose efficiency. We must increase, 
hence the obligation to increase the capacity 
and efficiency of the school. Out of 80grad­
uates for this county 26 are ministers making 
their influence felt in various parts of the 
world. A large number of them are teachers 
doing excellent service. Public life h served

ter spoke in the highest terms of the work 
being done at Acadia in each of the three 
departments, seminary, academy and college. 
He would also place special emphasis upon 
the fact that Acadia was a Christian school. 
The religious life, though not always equally 
high, was always good and genuine.

We have at Wolfville in college property, 
six buildings, a fine campus, and a beautiful 
college park, worth in all $125,000. We 
have also a one hundred thousand dollar en­
dowment yielding six per cent, interest. 
Better than all this we have have a noble 
and inspiring history. The academy has ed­
ucated 3500 young men; the seminary 1600 
young women, and the college has graduated 
500 in arts; and 300 more have studied in the 
college who did not graduate. With a fresh­
man class this year of 51 we may be confi­
dent that the school will soon be taxed to 
its utmost. Unfortunately we also have a 
debt of $70,000 and a distressing deficit of a 
thousand dollars a year; and this creates a 
most serious crisis. We must do something; 
we want to raise at once $75,000. This is 
no small task, for seventy-five thousand dol­
lars is a large sum, especially in view of the 
present nnpropitious times, but the board of 
governors believe it to be not impossible. 
There are some favorable conditions. In the 
first place Mr. Rockefeller’s gift of $15,000 
is an inspiration to all others, and then we 
have given us four years in which to raise 
this money. What we need now is pledges, 
but have have four years in which to redeem 
them, paying an equal proportion each year 
of the four. Again, we have a constituency 
of 40,000 Baptists upon which to depend. 
All the provinces are going to contribute and 
we can do it. Already $17,000 have been 
pledged and the canvass is scarcely begun.
