Tite first tlaing required iII trainuing a younîg
dog is to gain bis affection, and tlae second important tbing ie
to have bis respect. Cilling lup a dog three tintecs a day and
foeding Main liberally, and providiîîg lai witb a good warin
kenniel je quite biane and desiraible, bat it le flot tlae way te
gain lais affection-bie considers, titis ais a, simple inatter of
duty to huai-euie of bis riglits. But if yoia wisli a dog's love
vout lave te aissociate witlî lina, talk te binj, travel witb hinu,
takze a snaack witb bin whcn on the ligbIway-you and lie sit
down for a little rest and lunchi-aud talk te biimn jîast as yùu
would nacild. Yoîa will be astonislhcd at the result if voit
carry ont tiais idea of assuaniîag thant your (log is your colin-
panion aîad friend. Youi will find that lie comprehcends vour
