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Let your work be honest and it cannot escape reward. Knowledge
is power. Therefore embrace every opportunity of enlarging your
mind, nct only to gratify your own literary or scientific tastes, but to
benefit mankind.’

Let me on behalf of your confréres and in the name of the Univer-
sity; wish you a happy and prosperous career, and may health wait
on you in carrying out the duties with which you have this day been
entrusted. ‘
