A POET WHO WRITES TOO LITTLE, -

Mr. Meredith Nicholson’s Latter to the E

** Washlngton Poust*—A IPen Sketch
ol 8 Great Literary Worker.

{From timeto time THE TRUE WITNESS
has reproduced some of Mr. Stoddard’s -

exquisite literary productions, it may
not be out of place, and it certainly must
interest our readers, to publish tne lol-
{owing Lieautifully written sketch ot this
now very popular writer.}

In his explosive book, “ The Coming
Terror,” Bobert Buchanan abnged the
American people vigorously for their in!
difference to the merits of Ltwo of their
writers, namely, Herman Melville and
Charles Warren Stoddard. Buchanan's
amusing volume was printed Iast year,
and since it was issued Herman Melville
has passed from the world, his death
causing a slight revival of interes. in his
writings. But Charles Warren Stnddand
is not dead, nor has he sunk into that
oblivion which came to Melville many
years befure the new dny dawnel for
it ; and, furthermare, let it be said that
the quality ol literury work done by the
present profesror of English literature
at the Catholic University at Washington
makes the classitication of him with the
late romancer altugether incongruous.
In writing of Mr, Stwldard (lor let mie
not to say “professor”), 1 want to be ns
nearly truthiul as possible, and in the
way of biographical facts, it may be suid
that he was born in Rochester about the
time the Farty-niner was going to Cali-
fornin, where Stoddard was to be taken
presently, and where he was to become
one of the pioneer literary lizhis of
the new West. There are born travel-
icrs, travellers who travel blindly. travel-
fers who have the employment thrust
upon them. Thaesubject of these notes
began early, and has proved bimself
worthy master of the art of going every—
where nud seeing everytling, 1 might
ndd, fairly cenough, that he has scen
everybady, ton; for the gods, in endow-
ing pim richly 1n so many ways, made of
nim the most companionable of men.
To know him isto ke bhim, and bhe has
friends the world over who brighten at
the mention of his name. The guahty
ol sympathy is a passion with him. He
has the tender melachioly (to boitow w
phrase from Thackeray) ol the poeric
temperintent 3 but one can afford to
aifter the puios that attend t-is doubt-
tud blessiug when, as in Mr. Stoddard’s
case, the rewstrds are so ample.

Principal Shairp has pointed out that
poctical expression may be “etfucted by
pruse ny truly as by verse 1f only the
Inngnuge be rhythmical and beaatiful”
M. Hroddard’s prose is at once the mugi-
cul flow of a poet. He hns chosen lor
his chiel prose themes the glorivs of
the tropics, amd in his language dies—
ctibing the natural beauties of the
south Seas and the wonders of the
Nile, the spirit of the subject is caughs
and carried by words at once de-
scriptive and musical. In “South Sea
Idyiis” and in ¢ Mashallah” the charms
of far-awny lands are bronght immeli-
ately before the reader. “South Sea
Idyls™ has been a classic ever since its
publication (Buston, 1873), aud it is now
out of print and worth a gool price.
There was an Engliah reprint of it, with
fearful and wonderful illustrations, for
which Mr. Stoddard is not responsible,
and this is oceasionally obtainable at
gnles of private libraries. ** Muashallth:
A Flight into Egypt,” is not of ench fine
libre, perhaps, but it is the best buok on
Ezypt that [T knowof. The same fehcity
of style is there to be found. Buch looks
as these could not be written by a phieg-
miuiic person. There is on every page
the spirit of passionate climes—of the
far Orient and the gulden Occident—
which is not often communicated to the
printed page, because few are those with
hearts 1o feel the inapiration, and minds
to imprison it in pu!sing prose. When
Stevenson sought the Sonth Seas I asked
myself, “ Can he feel it .as Stoddard felt
it?' Here was & man who might ex-
perience the same delightful sensations,
and I looked 1mpatiently foc his leiters
to see if the sweet winds had really in-
formed his lines,

But he fell fur short, and I turned to
the “Idyls” again with contentment.
Now, thae prosa of a writer is not nlways
an indication of the grade of poetry that
he can write, bnt in most instances
where vne employs both forms of ex-
pression interchangeably the student of
thought and style should be able to
define the one by an examination of the
other. In the cuse of this cusmapolitan
poet there is certainly no difitenlty.
His work is of one piece; the song is
part of the harmonions whole, vhe varia-
tions being only in changes of measure.
Here is a paragraph from ** Mashallah*?
which shall stand for the pruwe side of
the case:—

“All mght the sphinx kept silent
witch over our eleepless camp. A,ain
and agnin we stole inio our tent aml
wrestled with the angel ol ‘sleep, but
