of constitutional arrangements or by any sudden imposition of international
rule but by a painstaking process of accommodation. In the conference
halls, in the corridors, in the lounges of the United Nations and its Special-
ized Agencies, opportunities abound for accomplishing that end at all levels
of national representation. In the meantime, the nations of the world,
whether acting in the United Nations or outside it, must be prepared to
meet new needs and new demands. As part of this preparedness, the
United Nations should keep its house in order and all its instruments—of
conciliation, co-operation and collective response—ready for instant service
in the cause of peace and understanding, without which no lasting inter-
national stability can be attained.
