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repairing damages therein, of purchasing wood, and of obtain-
ing water, and for no other purpose whatever. But they shall
be under such restrictions as may be necessary to prevent their
‘taking, drying, or curing fish therein, or in any other manner
whatever abusing the privileges hereby reserved to them.

II. It is agreed that a line drawn from the most north-
western point of the Lake of the Woods, along the 49th parallel
of north latitude, or, if the said point shall not be in the 49th
parallel of north latitude, then that a line drawn from the said
point due north or south, as the case may be, until the said line
shall interseet the said parallel of north latitude, and from the
point of such intersection due west along and with the said par-
allel, shall be the line of demarcation between the Territories of
His Britannic Majesty and those of the United States, and that
the said line shall form the southern boundary of the said Terri-
tories of His Britanniec Majesty, and the northern boundary
of the Territories of the United States, from the Lake of the
Woods to the Stony Mountains.

I11. It is agreed, than any Country that may be claimed
by either Party on the north-west coast of Ameriea, westward
of the Stony Mountains, shall, together with its Harbours,
Bays and Crecks, and the navigation of all rivers within the
same, be free and open for the term of 10 years from the
date of the signature of the Present Convention, to the Vessels,
Citizens and Subjects of the 2 powers: it being well under-
stood, that this Agreement is not to be construned to thé
prejudiee of any claim which cither of the 2 High Contract-
ing Partics may have to any part of the said Country, nor
shall it be taken to affect the claims of any other Power or
State to any part of the said Country, the only object of the
ITigh Contracting Parties, in that respect, being to prevent
disputes and differences amongst themselves, v

IV. All the provisions of the Convention “to regulate the
commerce between the Territories of His Britannic Majesty
and of The United States,” concluded at London, on the 3rd
day of July, in the year of our Lord, 1815, with the excep-
tion of the Clause which Hmited its duration to 4 years; and
excepting also, so far as the same was affected by the Declar-
ation of Iis Majesty respeeting the Island of St. Helena,
