EXCELLENCY,

I have the honour to propose to Your Excellency, on instructions fro111i
Goverrnent, that an Agreement be concluded between our two Governrne1t5
to permit amateur radio stations of Guyana and Canada to exchange riiez
sages or other communications from or to third parties under the foloW,
conditions:

Amateur radio stations of Guyana and Canada may exchange iflter,
national messages or other communications from or to third partie$'
provided:

1. No compensation may be paid directly or indirectly on such ms8e
or communications;

2. Such communications shall be limited to conversations ormesgse
a technical or personal nature for which, by reason of their uniflIp 1
tance, recourse to the public telecommunications service is not je
fied. To the extent that, in the event of disaster, the public telecool,
munications service is not readily available for expeditious d11
of communications relating directly to safety of if e or propertY,'5u
communications may be handled by amateur stations of the ,,,pec'
tive countries; 

a3. This arrangement shall apply with respect to ail amateur radio t
tions duly licensed by the appropriate authorities of either GUYons Or
Canada;

4. This arrangement may be terminated by either Government g1îv

sixty days' notice in writing to the other Goverrnent. The terifl ,'eot"
of the agreement mnay be the resuit of a further arrangement betWee
the Government of Guyana and the Government of Canada Or
enactmnent of legisiation in either country inconsistent with the terffi
of this agreement.
