
EXCHANGE 0F NOTES (SEPTEMBER 29, 1950) BETWEEN CANADA
AND THE U.S.S.R. CONSTITUTING AN AGREEMENT RESPECTING
THE PAYMENT BY THE U.S.S.R. FOR SUPPLIES DELIVERED BIy
CANADA IN 1945-1946

Moscov, 29 September 1950.

I have the honour to confirmn hereby the following agreement reaclicd
bctween us.

For 132 thousands tons of whcat and 5.4 thousands tons of flour antl
cereals deiivered to tie Soviet Union in 1945-1946, the Governirnent of theCUnion -of Soviet Socialist Rcpublics xviii pay to the Canadian GoverulIt
in the pcriod froin 30 June .1953 to 30 June 1956, in five equal instaliiient.4
payable at nine-nionthly intervals, 8,992,488 Canadian dollars and 79 cerflVS
which s.itr inClu(les interest at the rate of j- pcr cent per annuin for the mli<'
froin, the time of payrncnt by the Canadian Governnment for the supplies purcbîiaýe<
f<r the Soviet Union to 30 June 1950,'and in addition two per cent per annflhlm
on the unpaid balance of the capital debt calculated from 1 July 1950, to tlWc
day of the last instalment.

The -ûms of the interest calculated frorn 1. July 1950 will be paid to t1iceBank of Canada for the Government of Canada siinultaneously witli tile
paynient of the instainients in settiement of the appropriate part of the CIapitftl
de)t. that is on the following dates:-

first instalmnent - 30 June 1953
second instalment - 31 March 1954
third instalinent .- 31 Decemiber 19-54
foirth instaînient - 30 Septeml>er 1955
fifth instalmnent - 30 .June 19,56

Ail m-utual clainis of both Governnients in connection with the del'VŽrfrom Canada to the Union of Soviet Socialist Republies of the above-n tntwd(
supplies are hereby conQidered to be finally settled.
