
3- The Canadian Forces shall exercise command and control overbase and training facilities used by the Netherlands Armed Forcesand training activtes haea b conducted in accordance vithCanadin lava, rgulations and orders and Canada's obligationsunder international va . All applicable Canadian safetyregulations and standing operating procedures shall be followed.Subject to te faoregoing, Netherlands training shall be governedby the relevant regulations of the Netherlands Armed Forces.
4u The Netherlands Armed Forces shall respect Canadian lav,regulations and orders applicable to the Canadian Forces withrespect to the protection of the environsent.

5. The Canadian Forces shall act as the agent for theNetherland Armed Forces for the provision of all goods, servicesand facilities through Canadian sources for the purpose of thisAgreeent, ith the exception of such commodities as may beexcluded by the ters of any relevant Nusorandum of Vnderstandinqmade under paragrasp 10 of this Agreement. As agent, and incoordination with the Netherlands Armed Forces, the CanadianForces shaîl arrange for the procurement of materiel, equipment,installations, transportation, construction, maintenance,supplies, services and civil labour from private, commercial orgovernent sources, ll in accordance with the procedures, termeand conditions applicable to such procurement for the CanadianForces. In exceptional cases, the Netherlands Armed Forces maybe authorized to procure supplies and services locally subject torelevant provincial and federal lavsaend rugulations. Anysignificent change in the scale or scope of the support servicesprovided to the Kingdom of the Netherlands by Canada shall be thesubject f consultation between Canada and The Kingdom of theNetherlands s soon as possible before .the proposed change is dueto b. iplemented in eaccordance with the terms of the relevantMemorandum of Understanding.

6. Removable equipment, materials and supplies brought intoCanada under NATO SOFA hy, or on behalf of, the Kingdom of theNetherlands in connection with this Agreement nill remainNetherlands property.

7. The Kingdom of the Netherlands &hall bear the costs of thetraining programmes of the Netherlands Armed Forces in Canada,except in those instances when it is egreed to share the ctsbetween users of the facilities in accordance with thearrangements set out in the relevant Memorandum af Understandingas referred to in paraqreph 10. These coste shaîl include costs,related to the activities of Netherlands Armed Forces unitstraining in Canada, for environmental studies, projectsuudertalcing or monitoring aurveys as are required under Cenadianlav, regulatione and orders.
