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: Resources, climate and people - these are the chief elements in the
growth of nations.’ What is done by individuals to meke the land productive -
pelped or hindered by climate - determines the economic success of a country.
In these efforts it is one of the tasks of enlightered governments to give
any assistance possible.

- There has always been vitality in the Canadian North - even when hopes
were lowest. The challenge of early frontier life demanded the most of human
energies and resolution.

Today, with the frontier far less formidable, the new pattern of
development can be seen steadily unfolding. It reveals an even greater
future for the North than the most optimistic pioneer could have envisioned.
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
