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300 anid 400 bushels. I myseif arn a patron
of this company, and while I arn not particu-
larly complaining of the brand of grain I have
received f rom these elevators, knowing it to
be more or less a local product, yet I have
wondered whether, in the broad sense of the
act, the initial elevators throughout the coun-
try fhat make a business of supplying seed
to farmers should not corne under the pro-
visions of the act as dealers.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: I take it that seed
supplied by these elevators is what is called
commercial seed. I cannot imagine the seed
growing in the district rny hion. friend refers
to, cleaned with the average machinery that
we find in elevators, being such as would corne
under the provisions of this legisiation. If
they advertise their seed to be of certain
standards and it is not, then they viohate the
act.

Mr. SENN: The resolution catis for a re-
gulation of the importation of seed. Is there
any provision in the bill that the place of
origin shall be stated? The value of the seed
depends on where it is grown. Alfalfa seeds
grown in southern countries would be of little
use to us in Canada because the varieties
are not hardy enough, and 1 think it wouhd
be well for the minister to provide in the bill
that the place where the seed cornes f rom
shaîl be stated.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: There will be a
provision to that effect. One of the things
that gives Canada jts good reputation for seed
grain is its northern location, and the bill
makes provision for that not only with re-
spect to home grown grain but with regard
to inmports as welh.

Mr. GOULD: Thiere is a clause with regard
to a time lirait for complaints. bas the min-
ister in mind any speciflc time within which
complaints shahl be registered against any
defaulting seed firm?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: There is a timne
limit, but I do not recaîl having seen it in
the draft. A farmer might not know until
after harv est whether hie had been sold grain
of the wrong grade; and, in fact, in the case
of grass seeds, hie might not know for a couple
of years. This is important and I shaîl make
a note of it.

Mr. STEEDSM AN: In the cases of vege-
table seeds sold in packages of less thron a
pound, will the weight of the package be indi-
cated on the package itself?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: Seeds, like any
other grain, are sold by weight, and if the
vDackage does not corne up to weight require-

ments, of course the usual action will Iiold.
There is no recognized container for seeds
except very small parcels. Seeds are usually
put up in sacits which are very often rnarked,
although at times the weight is flot indicated.
The principal thing is the variety and quality
of the seed.

Mr. STEEDSMAN: I was referring parti-
cularly to seeds sold in packages of less than
a pound.

Mr. MOTHERWEL: There is a provision
with respect to packages of less than a pound.
There is also a provision with regard to gar-
den seeds. I do flot know of any law that
determines ail the things we should know with
respect to the seed packages we get froma
these seed houses, but I shall take a note of
this point and look into it.

Mr. BROWN: The seed houses disclaixn
any responsibility in regard to seed that does
flot corne true to description. Is that taken
into accotait?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: They must be re-
sponsihie for the variety.

Mr. BROWN: But they disclaim this re-
sponsibility in their advertisements.

Resolution reported, read the second tirne
and concurrcd in. Mr. Motherwell thereupon
mnoved for leave to introduce Bill No. 12, re-
specting the testing, inspection and sale of
secd.

Motion agrced to and bill read the first
time.

VAN COUVER HARBOUR'

Hon. ERNEST LAPOINTE (Minister of
Marine and Fisheries) rnoved that the Huse
go into comnîittce to considor the following
p--roposcd resolution:

R.'solved, That it is expedient to provide,-
1. That the Governor in Council înay, f rom time to

time, advance and pay to the Corporation of the Van-
couver Harbour Commissioneis, hereinafter call"d 'the
Corporation,' sucli sums of money, not c'cceeding in
the swhole the sum of five million dollars, as are re-
quired to enable the Corporation to carry on the con-
struction of sucli terminal facilities as are neccssary to
propcrly equip the Port of Vancouver.

2. That during the pcriod of construction of the
terminal facilities mentioncil in thcse Resolutions the
intcrest payable on the debentures receivable by the
Minister of Finance in exchange for soch ailvances shail
be deemed to be money required to construct and te
be part of the cost of construction of the said terminal
facilities, and such intercst niay be paid out of the
said soin of five million dollars.

3. That the Corporation shahl submit to the Minister
of Marine and Fisheries for approval, monthly appli-
cations for suds advanccs, with statoînents Ehowing
total expendicure on different items in detail, and upon
approval, suthority for the pay'ment of the amount
applicil for iïiay be gra.,nted by the Governor in Council.
