This is largely due to their social and cul-
tural education, which goes hand in hand with
the development of one of the most successful
agricultural countries of the world. The
awakened mind adopts modern methods and
scientific inventions with alacrity. And it is the
Co-operative System of Denmark that dis-
tributes the fruits of Science and Research to
the enlightened farmer. The Danish village to-
day is dominated by co-operative organizations.
Both agriculture and industry have been almost
completely organized co-operatively.

Mr. Manniche has taken a prominent part in
the development of educational methods in Den-
mark and has an unusually comprehensive com-
mand of the English language. He has written
several books in English, and has lectured with
success in England and the United States. He
has also delighted English audiences in a series
of wireless talks arranged by the British
Broadcasting Corporation.
