Largely owing to his representations
the Duke of Sutherland acquired large areas of farm lands in
the Fort George district on the main line of the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railway. The Duke, it is understood, will visit this
province shortly in connection with plans for a colonization pro-
ject involving the settlement of his farm tenants on these lands
His visit is expected to be a short one, to be followed by a second

visit in August.
