ELABORATE PLANS
* NEARLY COMPLETE

Borden Meeting on Méhday
Will Be “Finished” in All
Respects.

SLIGHT CHANGES MADE

Flood of  Applications For
Tickets From All Over
. Ontario.

Elaborate preparations for the de-
monstration and mass meeting in the
Mutual Street Arena next Monday are
being made by ‘the several Conserva-
tive associations and clubs of the city.
Each will be represented by a large
delegation in the procession, which
will escort the Rgitht Honfl Mr. Bor-
den and his cabinet associates  from
the Queen’s Hotel to the Arena, and
after the meeting in ‘torchlight parade
to the North Toronto Station.

The executive of the Ward Six. As-
Sociation have decided upon a large
float,. emblemaitic of the Borden naval
policy, to be drawm by a team of
horses, at the head of 'their represen-
tation in the line. The Robert Simp-
son Co. are now preparing a design
which will be submitted for approval
at noon today. There is mo little ri-
valry between the various organiza-
tions in the matter of decorations and
.imposing array.

The Ward Three Association has
not definitely formulated its plans, but
President Thomas Hook states that the
assoclation will participate “in all its
cosmopolitan glory.” Many nation-
alities will be represented. The pro-
gram of ‘the Cemtre and South Con-

servative Club calls for a 20-foot
streamer emblazoned with three

dreadnoughts and appropriate mottoes.
At the head of the ‘club’s representa-
tion will be carried the banner used
on the memorable. night of Sept. 21,
1911. The other associations will not
be behind those mentioned above in
their comtributions to the stccess and
striking character of the procession.
Plans Changed.

Several changes in plans have been
found necessary by the committee in
charge of arrangements on account of

the flood of applications for accom-
modation at the Arena. Ticket-hold-
ers will be admitted at 7 o'clock and at
7.30 the doors will be thrown open to
the general public. The procession
will enter from the Mutual street side
of the hall 'and occupy the entire floor
of the auditorium. It has become
abundantly plain that all who would
wish to ‘march K with the procession
cannot be admitted, and it is said that
the representatives from wards one
and two would fil the emntire space
available. Ward Six Association have
considered the  matter carefully and
the men have agreed that success of
the meeting is the first consideration,
and that if necessary they will stay
outside after marching to the Amrena
with the other delegations. Ward One
Association offered to change places
with their fellow-Conservatives from
the west end, but the offer was de-
clined altho appreciated as evidence
of the harmonious spirit in which the
various organizations are co-operat-
ing.
Everyone Will Hear,

The executive committee visited the
Arena and practically completed the
hall arrangements. The platform will
be constructed at the Wilton avenue
end of the hall, sufficiently large to
seat seven persons. comfortably. A
sounding board six feet in diameter is
under construction, and is expected
to secure easy hearing of the " prime
ministers’ address from any panrt of the
vast auditorium. Provision has been
made for some 60 press representa-
tives immediately in front of the
speaker’s platform. The executive is
considering a mnovel feature in the
form of a large dreadnought, outlined
in electric lights, hung immediately
over the platform. The lights will be
turned on by a button when the pre-

‘mier rises to make his speech, and is

expected to add much to the effective~
ness of his appearance, indicating as
it will, in tangible form, the policy of
the Borden administration.
